The other local rings are so closely
watched that if an owner does lay one up he
dares not tip It to the ring. Hence the pub-
lic cannot see it on the elates. The way the
Kinloch bookmakers do i3 far better for the
public. They can get next to a coming bad
race much quicker at Kinloch than at other
local tracks because the ring shows it. So
far not a horse has run a bad race at Kin-
loch that even a casual observer could not
see It coming ir. the ring. The other local
rings may take money on a "dead one," but
it they do they take it at the short price,
which looks right, and the public does not
see It. At Kinloch the ring tips it off by go-
ing out of line to get the money.

The idea itself is about as old as prize
fighting, one of the chief factors in

a century ago being a weighty bag,
generally adjusted so as to be nearlv
the weight of the fighter's prospective

as possible. It was thought that
this would make his blows of more effect
and would train the pugilist to battle with
an heavy mas3 in the ring. Modern
improvements have reduced the weight of
the bag greatly, as it is found that better
results can be attained a bag weigh-
ing about forty or fifty pounds.

Corbett's bag is made up in the samemanner as Attell's that is, is firstpoured in and sand put on top of that.Steady punching soon mixes the m.issthoroughly and in time sends all the sand
to the whence it has to be takenout and again placed on top. That the
champion has taken up this means of train-ing shows how valuable he considers the
idea.

B. H. Benton, pugilistic writer for the
Boston Post, claims to have information
which leads him to believe that something
crooked is going on in the arrangements
for the battle.
