As a result, the corner collapsed and
prices fell headlons until Sept corn re-

cently sold at TiOc From rampant bulls
the crowd had turned bears to a man, and
"old short manj burtiels

Now the corn to fill Sept. contracts Is not
In sight. The bad weather has retarded
the maturing of corn crops until there lies
been talk that crops may not be harvested
until hurt by frost". Under such conditions
shorts want to cover their contract, but
holders of the grain a"--e loth to sclL

At the opening of trade to-d- everjbody
turned bulls. English markets were ad-

vancing stronglj Cash stuff was leaving
this market at a premium over Sept. op-

tions Stocks of contract corn on hand
were rapidly diminishing There seemed no
relief for the shorts other than getting
stuff In the pit at the best figure.

As a result almost 5 cents was added to
the price during the morning. Sept. started
Sc to lHc higher than jesterday's closing
price, at 33:s5f5tc and in leaps and jumps
rose to E7jc.

Excitement continued throughout the ses-

sion. The old bull crowd was buying and
the shorts had little or nothing offered to
help them out in their plight. Bears tried
to comfort each other with the talk that
there were 2.5C0,0.CO0 bu. of corn ripen
ing in the fields one of the biggest yields
in history but this had no Influence.

At top prices araie of the longs let go in
drib lots for profits, and prices sidled off a
little. Sept., however closed strong and
excited, 4c higher than esterday, nt 57c.

HANDS OF CHRISTIANS

President Baer of Philadelphia
and Reading Makes Striking Re-

ply to Minister's Appeal.

FLING AT LABOR AGITATORS.

Reminds the Preacher That the
Reign of the Lord God Omn-

ipotent Is One of Law
and Order.

Wllkesbarre, Pa, Aug. 21 W. T. Clarke

of this city has taken exceptions to the
statement of President Baer of the Phila-
delphia and Beading that the strike Is not
a rchglous matter, and a few dajs ago sent
a long appeal to him to be governed In

the matter by God and effect a settlement
without delaj. Mr. Baer replied that the
interests of the laboring men would be pro- -

tected by the Christian men to whom God
had intrusted the ownership of the mines.

Mr. Clarke's letter savs, in part:
"I believe vou have given this matter

great consideration in vour own way, but
as you remarked. It was not a religious
matter.

"I believe it possible for man to err un-

less we do things at all times in God's
way. While It is true it is not a religious
matter, jet it Is possible to take Christ
in all our business affairs, and by so doing
we have nothing to lose, but all to gain.

"Man in himself. In his weakness and
frailty, is not alwavs capable of using his
best Judgment. There Is no doubt tlr.t
both sides feel oppressed, but if operators
would take Christ In their business and
ltbor unions wtuld take Christ In their
urlons, this oppression would soon disap-
pear, and eacn would consider the other a
brother, for indeed such we are In Christ
Jesus.

"Is there not a way to appease all sides?
Must all be crushed because a few are un-

reasonable? Can we not recall the mercy
God was willing to show Sodom and Go-

morrah, if ten righteous persons could be
found, and deal with these men accord-
ingly? Will jou not reason again what
would Chilst do in my stead, or will vou
hold In jour hand the lever of industry
and persistently saj 'I will not relax, not-
withstanding that mighty empires have
fallen which cared not for man and
neither regarded God."

Suggestion for n Settlement.
"Is it not possible to bring about an ad-

justment of neace and good will in so'ne
waj-- by granting In Increase.however small,
on condition of a three or Ave jear con-

tract, with the idea that all petty strikes
shall be averted and that the union notify
its men through Mr. Mitchell that the organ-
ization will not stand by anj" man whj dis-

regards orders or attempts to precipitate
troublo not Justifiable; that all bosses be
notified not to be partial or receive money
for best places. Under these conditions
1 believe all would gladlj return to work
and jou would have the respect of the
nation and the blessing of God "

Mr. Baer's reply to this Is as follows:
"My Dear Mr. Clarke I have jour letter

of the 16th instant. 1 do not know who jou
are. I see that yoj are a religious man;
but jou are evidently biased in favor of
the right of the working man to control a
business In which he has no other inter-
est man to secjre wages for the work he
does I beg of jou not to be discouraged.
The rights and Interests of the laboring
man will be protected ard cared for nut
by the labor agitators, but bj-- the Christian
men to whom Gpd in his infinite wisuom
has given the control of the property inter-
ests of the countrj- - and upon tne succei-s- r

ful management of which so much depends.
"Do not be discouraged. Praj-- earnestly

that right may triumph, alwaj--s remember-
ing that the Lord God omnipotent still
reigns and that his reign is one of law
and order and not of violence and crime.

"In the first place," said rather Coffey,
"these labor agitators are, as a rule, moved
by personal and selfish motives, and have
not the Interests of the worklngman at
heart. ,

"They do not conduct their efforts In the
worklngmin's behalf on a plane sufllclent-l- j

elevated to be worthy of the considera-
tion of thinking people.

' Thej educate the laborer to the belief
that in order to get his rights he must rt

to vile and unlawful methods. They
Instruct him that religion and societj are
his enemies and th-- they are working
hand In hand to bring about his destruction.

"Nearlj all the labor headquarters are
situated over saloons, and daily unemployed
men congregate about these places and
"can" beer while they derounce capitalists
and men of means, and why? Merely be-ca-

thej- - have been taught to do so by
the labor agitators.

"The condition of the laboring class is de-
plorable, and It will ever be thus if the
worklngman docs not sooner or later awak-
en to the realization of his own helpless-
ness

"If the labor agitator is really In sympa-
thy with the worklngman why does he ex-

act exorbitant pay from the same working-ma- n

for his services? The fact of the mat
ter Is his Is a regular business and he Is In
It for all he can get cut of it.

"I met a labor leader the other day, and
In the course of a discussion of the labor
situation he told me that he had given up
religion entirely. I was greatly surprised,
for the man had formerly been a devout
Christian, and I d him why he had
given it up. He replied that he found h
could not do two things at once. He had
been dissipating, and the fact was extremely
noticeable. Before he became a labor aslM- -
tor he never touched a drop.

"The great trouble Is that these labor
leaders are not able to take care of them-
selves, much less to take care of tne woik- -
inRmen

There Is no solution to the lnhni-- hhk.tlon. except that furnished by Christianity '' Christian ministers are supposed to have
the Intererts of all classes equally at heart.If they walk In the steps of the Man of
Galilee, as they certainly should, then thevare to make no distinction as to rich and
poor, as to proptrtj- - owrer and nonprop-ert- y

owner. Proceeding on the basis of the
Ten Commandments and the Sermon on the
Mount, they seek to further the interests
and protect the rights of both labor and
capital, between which there should exist
the most mutual relations.

"Capital should not seek to oppress labor,
nor should labor endeavor to secuij its
rights by riotous force

"The question Involved Is not one of 'di-
vine rignt,' but property right, pure and
simple. The owners of the great coal prop-
erties have the constitutional right to ope-
rate the properties in whatever manner they
choose, provided alwajs they have due re-
gard to the rights of their emploj es.

"So long as thej paj-- living wages there
should be no conflict. When thej- - do not,
then th State or the Government should
Kep In and see that thej- - do. It Is ques-
tionable if the labor agitators
are the workingman's beat fnend.

"It has been demonstrated time and again
that thej- - have counseled against the best
interests of those whom thej claim to be-
friend. Strikes are alwajs disastrous to
those who trlke. Better far that the dif-
ferences should be adjusted by arbitrationon the bis of the moral law."
