An Immense aggregation of shows, to be
operated for a season of six months In 1303,

a year before the-- opening of the World's
Fair, Is the great amusement enterpribe
that will be launched by the Bay State
Amusement Company on the extensive
tracts of the Park View Realty Company.

The plans are fo huge that among Intend-
ing concessionaires of the big private cor-

poration the proposed exhibition 13 spoken
of as the "Park View Realty Company's
World's Fair."

It Is understood that the special induce-
ments held out to arci'Eement managers are
the crowds of sightseers who will be
brought Into the city next year by the va-

rious railways to view the construction of
the Exposition.

In addition to this argument. Is the per-

manent patronage which shows would en-

joy from residents of the city. Many In-

tending concessionaires at the Exposition
have been seriously considering the oppor-
tunities for "coining" money during this in-

teresting period oX World's Fair construc-
tion.

It Is reported at the Administration
building of the Exposition that the eervices
of a manager for the "1903" shows has been
engaged In the person of a well-know- n

amusement promoter from Chicago.
The Bay State Amusement Company has

leases on the Catlin tract and other portions
of the Park View property, which enables
this corporation to control the space upon
which It Is proposed to locate the com-
bined shows.

An agent of the realty company stated
last night that It was not likely that the
plans of the big merged show would be an-

nounced until after the result of the
In New York between President

Francis of the Exposition Company and
President Ramsey of the Wabash Railway
over the Catlin tract.

Intimation was given that a successful
outcome of those negotiations would possi-
bly preclude the operation of the outside
shows during the Exposition. The plan,
as suggested, contemplates the running of
these shows prior to the opening of the
World's Fair, as a purely private enterprise
for the purpose of entertaining thousands
of visitors to tho incompleted Fair.

Grading on the Park View Realty Compa-
ny property, which embraces a great tract
lying between Union boulevard on tho east,
the World's Fair slto on the south and Del-m- ar

boulevard on the north, Is being pushed
forward with the expectation that it will
be finished by next spring, when the entire
domain of hundreds of acres would be
ready for the projected amusement scheme.

Among tho features of the "1503" exhibi-
tion. It is reported, will be the display of-t- hs

ancestral home of George Washington,
which has stood for hundreds of years near
Banbury. England.

A recent pres3 telegram from New York
conveys the information that this historic
mansion will soon bo transplanted from Its
time-honor- site across the ocean to St.
Louis. It is proposed, according to the tele-
gram, to purchase the Washington home
and place It upon the Exposition grounds.

The managers of the World's Fair are
accredited with this bit of Yankee enter-
prise, but local Information seems to point
to one of the amusement firms that have
been negotiating with the Bay State Com-

pany.

When first sen.however, the nature of the object could
not be made out, and Chief Mate Smith vol-
unteered to go and ascertain Its Identity.

It wt3 seen that the object was thecarcass of an immense whale.
As the boat neared the leviathan a stir In

the water about it, and the sudden

One of Those Who Committed the
Deed Is Said to Have

Turned State's
Evidence.

Nashville. Tenn., Aug. 22. Four of the

most prominent citizens of Sumner Coun-
ty and one of this city have been placed
under arrest for alleged complicity In the
assassination of Doctor A H. Williams,
who was shot down almost at his own
threshold on the night of April 19, 1S93. It
Is said that nine men, all together, are
charged with being Implicated. Those un-
der arrest are: Edgar Mann, R. M. Pierce
and RufU3 Bell, all of Hendersonville;
Faiden Dodd of Nashville and Harry
Wherry, Postmaster of Hendersonville.

These men gave bond at Gallatin on Mon-
day In sums ranging from $10,000 to $25,u0O,
but the affair was kept a profound secret
as the Grand Jury of Sumner County re-
turned Indictments against nine alleged
conspirators, and the officers of the law
are said to be hot after the others, some
of whom are claimed to be the men who
did the killing.

No crime eer occurred In MICdIe Ten-
nessee more startling or shocking than that
which sent Doctor Williams into eternity.
On the night of the tragedy he was led
out of his home by a ruse, and just as he
was leaving his own gate onSiorseback he
was urea upon ana ten nuuieu witn duck-sho- t.

The crime set the community into dis-
order and at a mass meeting the next day
a reward of Jl.KX) was orlered tor the ar-
rest of the assassins. Thin bum was
promptly Increased by the State.

Rufus Bell, WUllnm Butler and Tom
Jones were arrested on suspicion, but wero
released by a magistrate. The first named
is among those just arrested and Jones now
turns out to be the main witness against
all whom the Grand Jury charges with be-
ing Involved in the crime.

MERE MISHAPS THAT

HAVE HERALDED RUIN

Disastrous Results Followed "Iron
King's'' Refusal to Pay

Excess Postage.

London, AUg. 21 An ordinary penny
postage stamp brought ruin to Hobart, the
"great British iron king." During the
Whitworth period, when the b'g crisis in
the iron trade occurred, he had agents in
all part3 of the world, who kept him post-
ed. Sometimes they telegraphed the news
In cipher, but those in England were always
instructed to write. At that time his prin-
cipal agent, wh was also his partner, was
in Sheffield, and wrote him from there,
warning him to sell out of all Iron Inter-
ests for tho time, on account of the Whit-
worth crisis.

Hobart had frequent fits of Irritability
and he had been receiving a lot of under-stampe- d

letters of no importance, on
which he had to pay double postage. One
morning in anger he gave orders that
such letters were to be returned to the ear-
ners. The very first understamped letter
received after this was from his partner.
It was rejected as soon as It arrived.

Involved In Uankruiucy.
Next day Hobart pledged himself formore iron deals than his mighty

credit was good for. The great drop in
prices came two d.ivs later, nnd Hooart.
once a millionaire. wa- - Involved in a
hopeless bankruptcy, from which he never
recovered.

Geoffry Pask, once prince of London's
Stock Exchange, was famous for being
most punctual, never arriving a minute
late, though he walked to the citv from
his home every mornlrg. One day he tor
his trousers on a nail that was sticking
out of a fence. That tear ruined him. In-
stead of going home he went Into the near-
est tailor's to get a now pair of troussrs.
They had none he could wear, but they
mended the pair for him, and were so long
about It that he was an hour late. Thitvery morning was the one of the Australian
slump, which broke fourteen firms In al-
most as many minutes; and though Park
could easily have saved himself had he
been there to control 1.1s affairs, tho delay
nt the tailor's carried them beyond hope,
and he arrived to find himself a beggar. He
commmeu. suiciue a wees Jaier.

Ilulnert by Timet Ink Iiottlc.
The mere moving of a hand ruined Cobbett

& Co., one of the largst and wealthiest
engineering firms ever known. They had a
rival American firm tendered for the build-
ing of the (treat Kaura bridge for the Rus-
sian Government. Jacob Cobbett who was
the head of. the business, spent six months
In the designing and contracting nnd hal
all his plans ready. His bid was accepted,
and material was bought in enormous quan-
tities, men engaged nnd engines built. A
time limit had been set for the commence-
ment and the finish, and Cobbett was per-
fecting his plant and making r;irc of the
smallest details, with all the formula
spread out before him, when he stretched
out his hand, overturned an Ir.k pot and
drowned tho most important paper in a
black sea.

Cobbett had a poor momory. In a fever
of anxiety he tried to reconstruct his plans
from stray notes. It was Impossible, and
he called to tho Russian Government for
more time. This was refused, and Russia
repudiated the contract, on the ground of
delay, as the agreement allowed. Cobbett
could not get his work through in time and
the American firm, who now adcanced a
cheaDr tender with all plans prepared, se-
cured the contract. The loss drove Cobbett
& Co. into bankruptcy, and the great Kau-
ra bridge in Russia Is American built.

Another Unlucky Victim.
Somewhat similar, but more romantic,

was the moment of forgetfulness that
wrecked the career of the great railway
contractor. Purbeck Jones. He had under-
taken tho contract to build the Malwar
line In Central India, .and staked all he
had. Security was necesrary, however, and
he was bound to deliver by May 9, 1S31. a
sufficient quantity of negotiable bauds to
cover loss bv the railway syndicate. The
sum amounted to more than $3,000,000. and
even Purbeck Jones found It hard to raise
such n rum, but his credit obtained It for
him. and he deposited his securities in a
great safe at his office, preferring that to a
safe deposit.

It was not until the morning that the
Indian mall went off that he arrived to dis-
patch the securities under special guard to
India. When he arrived, to his utter, dis-
may, he found he had left the keys of the
safe behind. They were In his country
place and to get them in time to catch the
mall was Impossible. If he missed the mall,
his time limit Tor the deposit would lapse.

There were a number of
presjnt enjoying the greetings, but they
were quiet and resvrved. Each of the old
Gurrlllas wore a white badge on which waa
printed: "Fifth annual reunion of the sur-
vivors of the Quantrell Guerrillas, Inde
pendence, Mo.. August 22, 1S02.

Miller of Knob Noster, Mo., was one of the
youngest men present. He Is a practicing
physician.
