CHINESE TRAFFIC

IN CHILD SLAVES

Dissolute Natives Buy and Sell
Little Girls in Eastern

Opium Dens.

Xew York. Aug. 23. It seems to be true
outrageously true that children are bought
and sold as slaves in this great city of
churches and libraries. The facts In the
case of little Ah Foon, so much wanted by
the slave dealers of Chinatown, bear out
this charge.

Tages have been printed about this In-

famy and much sympathy worked up for
the alleged mother, Jlrs. Hoe. She made
Americans believe that she was the real
parent of little Ah Foon, robbed of her
child, and that her heart was breaking be-
cause of It. This was the tale she told most
pitifully in a big hospital to patients, and
they repeated her story, which, the ed

Chinamen say, is false.
This explains why her recent application

to the court for possession of the child was
denied. According to the testimony of Chi-
nese who know this, Mrs. Hoe, claiming to
be the child's mother, a Vile conspiracy to
eell the child into slavery has been aided by
hoodwinked Americans and men who might
be In better business than bolstering up a
echeme to trafflc In children. It is a crime
to which there Is but one side.

All the tricks of crafty, dissolute Chinese
orgies, with lawyers to back them, are em-
ployed In such cases And for what? To
traffic in pretty young girls for immoral
purposes for the benefit of wicked men and
avaricious women of the most degraded
type.

Government officials know how suc-
cessfully the professional Chinese lawbreak-
ers manufacture evidence regarding the
Identity and parentage of their lctlms. It
is this system of fraud that has enabled
child stealers to Impersonate the dead
mothers of children, to rob the very cradles
of babies, educate them for immorality,
using them as decoys to bring patron3 to
their dens; in short, to make the children
slaves and drudges for life all a part of a
frightful traffic In the bodies and souls of
children. ThlR is well known to the Chi-
nese, and those of standing and education
admit It with deep regret.

Little Ah Foon was adopted four years
ago by Miss Helen F. Clark, head of the

Foreigners' Mission In Chinatown, and
thus far saved from slavery and shame.
Tlie child has been taught English and is
being educated for a useful life.

It Is a pitiful fact that because Miss
Clark has rescued the half-starv- child,
taken her out rf the street and adopted
her, with permission of her former captors,
and transformed the waif into a lovely,
hopeful joung girl, tho slave traders, aid-
ed by certain deluded Americans, actually
petitioned the court to permit them to re-
gain possession of the pretty orphan. And
to this end they have maligned Miss Clark,
misrepresenting her motives. MIs Clark's
mission for foreigners stands In the center
of Chinatown, where she lives and works
nmid squalor and crime and degradation
appalling. It is but a few steps from the
wcrld-famc- d Five Point', wheie. some fif-

ty years ago, the first mission was estab-
lished on the site of the old brewery, when
the Mayor and leiding people of the city
Joined the cletgy in celeorating the event.

Since then other missions, supported by
bankers and eminent citizens, have sought
to redeem that part cf the metropolis, re-

sulting in demolishing acres of dives and
crumblinc tinements and cs ablish ng-- line
large park for the pocr. Skyscrapers and
imposing factories are going up in the
neighborhood, but a wide area of White-chap- el

degradation remains.
On one side is Chinatown, extending to

the Bowery and Chatham square. It is
said by experts that the population in
that part of the city Is packed into the

humanity had been skimmed of its scum
and the refuse dumped into these White-chap- el

slums of the city Its condition could
not be much worse.

The Chinese have their underground dens
not so extensive as in San Francisco, but

dark and filthy enough. Opium Is smoked
quietly, gambling games are run night and
day. children are tplrited from the sun-
light Into darkness, and there is a broad
field for reform within five minutes' walk
of tho City Hall.
