contradictory statements of the machinists
the opinion among automobillsts is that
the original cause of the Fair accident was
the bursting of a tire.

Thi-- j raises the Interesting question,
whether some msans cannot be found of
modifying the steering gear so that, even
if a tire bursts, the machine shall not
swerve violently. SI. Deutsche, who Is still
confined to his bed from the effects of his
recent automobile accident, tells me that
an accident similar to that of the Fairs
occurred a few days ago to his machinist
through the front tire bursting. The ma-
chinist, a very prudant and experienced

was fortunately going only
twelve miles an hour, and no one was hurt,
but the automobile was upset.

How to render the bursting of a tire aa
little dangerous as possible Is the question
of the day.

The general sentiment among automo-
bilists Is in favor of actually limiting the
speed to tho capacities of automobiles for
road work. M. Maurice Farmans observes
that he is having built for his own per-
sonal use a machine unable to go faster
than fifty kilometers an hour.

This movement is the result of the Fair
accident. It Is doubtful, however, whether
manufacturers will refuse orders for ma-
chines capable of a hundred or more kilo-
meters an hour.

Government Takes Action.
Estimates indicate that there are 8.000

automobiles now in the Department of the
Slene. Three thousand, three hundred and
eighty-eig- ht of these are registered as
capable of going more than thirty kilome-
ters an hour.

Ilecent automobile accidents have led to
the publication of a Government decree
granting Mayors throughout France lull
police power to regulate the speed of auto-
mobiles. This action is the result of many
complaints that the existing laws are not
enforced by the police in the neighborhood
of fashionable watering places, which have
been particularly dangerous lately for those
using the roads.

The llfth automobile exposition will be
held in the Grand Palais on December 10
to 23. In reply to a circular letter recent-
ly issued, Gustav Rives, the Commissioner
General, has received so many communica-
tions that he fears the building may not be
large enough, and the prospects are that
there will be a rush for space.

Chauffeurs are still talking about the
great speed made in the kilometer trials
ut Beauvllle, on Tuesday. The general be-
lief is that a EDeed of 140 kilometers an
hour can bo reached before long perhaps
before the season Is closed. It Is probable
that M. Erpollet will attempt to reduce
the figures, because he is dissatisfied with
the trial at Beauvllle in which a slight ac-
cident destroyed his chances.

LAST OF ANCIENT "NEW INN."

London County Council Is Tearing
Down the Property.

SPECIAL BY CABLE.
London, Aug. SO. New Inn, one of the

most curious old landmarks of London, is
now being torn down to make room for the
coming Central London avenue. The prop-
erty was purchased by the London County
Council for J7S3.000.

Of this sum 130,000 was paid to the "an-
cients of New Inn." These curious individ-
uals were old lawyers who, by some ancient
process and by reason of long residence In
the inn. had acquired certain obscure rights
In fee simple in tho property. They had to
be bought out before anything could be done
toward tearing down tho property. Anoth-
er portion of the purchase price went to
the Middle Temple, and the balance to tho
trustees of the inn for charitable purposes.

New Inn was back ot Clements Inn, where
Shakespeare is believed to have lived, and
which is mentioned in 'The Merry Wives
ot Windsor," although the present Clements
Inn is a modern building.

New Inn was so hidden from the high-
ways of traffic by two narrow and shabby
streets that shut it from tho Strand that
Its very existence was almost unknown to
multitudes dally working near by. It was
an Inn, or hostel, of Chancery; in olden
times a school of law, where scholars camo
for training for the four Inns of Court.
Tradition has it that this was the oldest
Inn of Chancery.

Tho demolition of Now Inn marks a fur-
ther lessening of the old nine inn3 of
Chancery. Thavles and Furnlval inns have
disappeared; several of the others have
been destroyed In part or turned from their
original purpose. Lyon's Inn had 1U site
occupied by the Globe Theater.

Staple Inn now stands almost alone, wltn
Its ancient buildings, mediaeval courtyard
end old customs, as a type of a once-fa-mlll-ar

feature of central London.
