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SURPRISING RESULTS OF OIL

FUEL ON TUG fflcDOUGALL.

Radius of Action of Steel Towboat Has Been Greatly Increased, as
"the Vessel .Can Now Go Eleven Thousand Miles Without Re-

stocking Bunkers Fuel Is Carried on One of Tug's Barges.

The conversion or the big re

tug McDougall Into an oil burner has been
attended by some remarkable results. Ev-
erybody connected with the vessel la de-

lighted with the new fuel and the way tho
ship performs under Its use.

As the McDougall Is the first vessel com-
ing to the port of St. Louis to be equipped
with the oil atomizers, her experience Is of
more than passing Interest, not only to the
navigation fraternity, but to the general
public as well. The results attained on the
McDougall are summarized by Mr. Thomp-
son, superintendent of tho St. Louis Steel
Barge Company, which owns the tug and
her consorts, as follows:

First The cost of fuel Is 40 per cent less.
Second The vessel will run four times as

far with her bunker capacity full of Texas
oil than with same bulk of Pool No. 2
Youghlogheny coal. (This coal analyzes
from 72 to 71 per cent of fixed carbon on an
average ana is considered tne western mar-
ket coal standard.)

Third Two men at the fire-box- Instead
ot four feed the fuel and regulate Its com-
bustion.

Pourth Everything Is clean. The noise
and severe labor of stoking, especially on
the lower waters, where the heat Is great-
est, are wholly obviated.
JIfth The delay and extra labor expense

of coaling are done away with. When the
vessel niled her bunkers with oil at New Or-
leans It took but an hour, all told, and It
was attended by no trouble or expense for
labor whatever.

"To say that we are pleased with tho
change Is putting It very mildly," said Mr.
Thompson recently. "Even If there were
no saving In the cost of fuel we would not
think of going back to coal. With oil we
ret a better, more uniform supply of steam;
It Is far cheaper, less trouble, more cleanly;
In every way bitter than solid fuel. There
is a slight odor of oil, but you don't notice
that after being on board an hour. There
Is also a, little noise attending combustion.It might be compared to running a wheel-
barrow over our steel deck no louder thanthat and after a short time that Is not no-
ticed at all. Aside from the question ofeconomy, the cleanliness of oil for fuel Is avery pleasing feature on board. We can
now sweep or wash down decks and they
Btay'as clean as a parlor floor. Three anda half barrels of oil do the work of a ton
of coal, and the stowage of a big lot of
fuel for a long run Is also a great thing.
We are not stopping every little while now
io lane coai. we nave enougn on Doard tocarry the vessel and tow back South andmore.

slon of her radius of action. Before it was
about eight days, the vessel burning abouta ton an hour. Now she goes more thanthirty days without restocking. At the av-
erage speed of fifteen miles an hour, which
the tug will easily do, her radius Is some-
thing more than 1LO00 miles. The bestocean steamers are limited In radius to

miles, and the best cruiser clas3 of na-
val ships, such as the Brooklyn. Admiral
Schley's flagship, come within 6,00) miles.
This is a highly Important feature of oil
combustion, and If the Ideas of George W.
Melville, the great Admiral-Engine- er of thenavy, shall prevail, and oil burners be in-
stalled aboard all the fighting ships, the

At the Carondelet ways one of the
barges Is being fitted with a

midship deck, with compartments below to
fit her for carrying oil in bulk. One of the
company's officers says it is their purpose
to extend .their facilities for carrying oil as
the market shall expand, and before long
the handling of oil Is expected to become an
Important part of the vessel's work. No
oil will be brought to St. Louis, as It can-
not be brought thla far and sold In compe-
tition with the coal of the Illinois and Mis-
souri mines, but there Is an expanding mar-
ket farther south, which will give the line
what it can do, along with its other work.

The company has made a deal by which
It has become part owner of the Splndletop
oil gusher and pipe line of the Sarpy Oil and
Transportation Company ot New Orleans,
and the ocean-goin- g tug Samson, belong-
ing to the Saruy Company, will do the tow-
ing In the Gulf. But this arrangement is
only one of a number of similar enterprise's
organized to carry fuel oil from the Texas
field up the Mississippi, and thus, little by
little, the oil opposition to the soft coal
trust is taking form. It Is Interesting to
note that the regular shipments by rail and
water from the Spindleton field, mainly to
Louisiana and Southwest Texas, now exceed
l.OOfl.OTO barrels a month, or the equivalent
of more than '325,000 tons of .Youshlogheny
coal.

St. Louis Shipments for First Seven
Months Exceed by 50,000

Cases Last Year's Record.

BUSINESS IN EAST DECREASES.

Two Hundred and Fifty Thousand
Less Cases of Shoes Are

Shipped From the Hub in
the Same Period.

Commenting on the advance ot St. Louis
in the shoe manufacturing business in tho
last ten years, the Shoe and Leather Ga-

zette of St. Louis has computed a report of
shipments in the first seven months of 1301

and 1302 for St. Louis and Boston.
A comparison of these reports show St.

Louts to have increased Its own trade by
43 000 cases in the first seven months of
this year over tho same period last year.
A similar comparison of reports from like
sources shows that the shipments from Bos-
ton are for tlie first seven months ot 1W2
352.SSG cases less than for the tame period
last year.
