IN FEARPUL STORM

AT PORT ELIZABETH

Four Pink With All Hands and
Five Are Dashed to I'iftfs

on the Shore.

FIFTY BODIES ARE RECOVERED.

One Steamer KIown,Ahre. but
Others Put Out lo'Fea in the

Teeth of the Gale.

SCORE OF LIGHTERS ON BEACH.

Grave Anxiety Felt for the Fate
of the Iiritish Steamship Scot,

Hound for Cape Town, but
Xot Yet Sighted.

Cape Town. Sept. L Eighteen essK
mostly salting craft. hate been driven
ashore In a gale at Port EHzabeth. Five of
them were dashed to pieces and all the
members of their crews were lost.

Two tugs are also reported to have foun-
dered and a score of lighters are ashore.

Sir John Gordon Sprfirg. the Premier, said
In the House of Assembly this afternoon
that he feared the loss of Hfe from the gale
would be enormous.

The storm broke shortly before midnight
last nlcht and was accompanied by a del-
uge cf rain and brilliant lightning. The
nlsht was very dark.

Several tugs went out to the assistance of
the endangered teste's, but nothing mi
visible from the shore at Port EHzabeth.
except the continual Sashes of rockets as
signals of distress.

DayUght revealed the beach at the north
end of Algoa Bay strewn with vessel' Ij Ins
high and dry, while othi rs were In the surf
and being swept by the 1 uge breakers.

With the exception of four vessels, which
foundered with all hand. eery sailing ves-
sel In the roadstead was ashore by midday.
Many steamers, after weathering the storm
all night steamed out to eea. at daybreak.

Accordingly,
when the news of the drowning was car-
ried to the homes last night Mrs. Ehrhardt
and Mrs. Eaton exclaimed In almost the
same words: "I expected It.

Uhl cautioned the youths regarding the
treacherous current of the river when the
three former members of the navy took
the oars and the boat was pushed cff.

"We did everything we could of
attract attention, two cf cs climbing oa toy
of the bottom of the beat and the other
two holding to the dies. I toci off mr
sweater and waved It. and after what
seemed an hour Uhl saw our signal asd
came to the rescue."

CHARLES UHL'S STATEMENT.
Charles Uhl stated last night that he

loath to let the boys have a skiff, on ac-

count of the unusually swift current caused
by the river's rise. But they Insisted, say-
ing that they thoroughly understood hand-
ling small craft. The presence of coal
barges makes the foot of Rutger street
particularly dangerous.

I got the
three young men who were clinging to th
boat just as the current was taking it into-- a

strong eddy near the top of the barge."
