Both parties inspected the general loca-
tion of the State buildings on the wooded
plateau of the site. Director of Works Tay-
lor informed the Kansans and the Illinois
Congressman that he would not be able to
assign definite el tea for State buildings, be-
fore the allotment ceremonies on Septem-
ber :x

Mr. Taylor added that for purposes of
architectural beauty and landscape effect. It
would be necesxary to consider the dies of
tho various Stats buildings In alloting the
cites. He has corresponded with the com-
missions from the several States and Terri-
tories for the purpose or obtaining a gen-
eral Idea of the proposed buildings.

IX MEMORY OF CAPTAIN LEWIS.
Proposal to Reproduce Tennessee's' Granite Shaft to the Explorer.

X B. Catbey of De Soto, Tex.. In writing
to The Republic of the reproduction by theExposition of the monument near Sioux
City. la., to Sergeant Floyd, the first mem-
ber of the Lewis and" Clarke expedition who
perished on that memorable exploration,says:

"Seeing a notice from Sioux City in re-gard to the reproduction of the Floyd mon-ument for exhibit at the Exposition callsto my mind the burial place of MeriwetherLewis, which Is In the wilds of Lewis Coun-ty. Tennessee, near where I was bom andreared.
"I have frequently visited the spot whileliving In Tennessee. Captain Lewis's careercame to an untimely end at a lonely way-aU-e

tavern. caUed Griner's Stand. He was
buried near the cabin, and his remains arestill there In that lonely spot. The country
is uninhabited for miles around.

"The little patch of cleared land aroundwhere the house stood has long since grown
tip in forest trees. In closo proximity toa stone shaft erected many years ago by
the State of Tennessee, to mark the rest-ing place of the explorer. Now would itnot bo a valuable .and Interesting additionto the attractions of the Louisiana PurchaseExposition to have a reproduction In plaster
of the stone monument that stands In thatdesolate and barren country? Lewis Coun-ty is something near seventy miles south-west of Nashville."

New York. Sept. 3. Edward Eggleston, author and preacher, died late yester--

day at his cottage on Lake George. For many years Doctor Eggleston has made
his home In a curiously rambling home on the shore of Lake George, on which ho
has worked for nearly a quarter of a century.

Doctor Eggleston was born In Indiana, and In 1637, when 19 yeare of he cn- -
tered the Methodist ministry. During the nine succeeding years he traveled the
circuit In Southeastern Indiana and In Minnesota. After nine years rellclous

. service he began his career as journalist,
9 uon of novelist and historian.

Of all the stories that Doctor Eggleston wrote, none did so much to make him
famous as "The Hoosier Schoolmaster." He was also the author of "Mr. Blake's
Walking Stick." "The End of the World," "The Mystery of MetropolisvHle." "The
Circuit Rider," "Queer Stories," "The Hoosier Schoolboy" and numerous other
works.

APPEALS TO POLICE

Nine-Year-O- ld Charles Kunschner
Bequests Chicago Authorities

to Locate His Lost Father.

A letter from llttlo Charlie Kunschner. 9
years old, of No. 4S13 Easton avenue, to his
father, Gustavus Kunschner, who went to
Chicago two weeks ago on business and
became sick, has set the police ot Chicago
to working with unusual energy to flud
Kunschncr's addresj.

When Kunscmv-- r became ill he wrote to
his family here, but foiled to give bis Chi-
cago address.

A few days after his departuro from St.
Louis Mrs. Kunschner became HI. She
trutc to her husband to come home, but

the letters went to the general delivery
and bae not been called for. So the hus-
band Is In Chicago sick and doea not know
of his wife's illness at home.

His mother's sickness and her anxiety
about her husband caused Hie little boy to
write this letter to the Chicago police:

Dfar Sir: Will ycu kindly help ma Bud mr
papa's aiJdre.'S. Gtiat. Kunschner. Papa la cons
to Calcago on builnejs. Marama took very side
and aha llkis to see elm. If you help me end
him I'll te your re p cifullr little frUnd.

On the same pai;e with the letter to the
police the child wrote this note to his papa:

My Dear Papa: This Is JZ O'ciock at nigni.
Mamma Is ery a!ck. plea e, please 1'apa come.
Mamma Is asklns lor you ail the time. Dear
papa. coic nome and 1 will be a sood boy.

Tho Chicago authorities have undertaken
to find Kunschncr's addrers. and have en-
listed the help of tho newspapers.

Kunschner Is a harnessmaker and has a
shop at Euclid and Easton avenues. He has
been In poor health for several months, and
about six weeks ago went to Chicago for a
rest and treatment by an old family physi-
cian. He came back much Improved ap-
parently, but on a later trip jn business
connected with his trade, he became sick
and wrote home that be would not return
until he felt better.

There are four children In the Kunschner
family, the oldest or whom is a girl about
13 years.
