TEXAS AND WORST.

Situation in Those Two States Dis-
astrous Xe-s- York Market
Thrown Into Violent

Advance

"Washington, Sept. 3. The monthly report
f the statistician of the Department of

Agriculture, Issued at noon shows
the average condition of cotton on August
K to have been 64, as compared with S1.9 on
July 23. 71.4 on August 24, 1901; 68.2 on Sep-
tember 1. 1J09. and a ten-ye- ar averago of
73.7.

The present unprecedented low average of
condition, which is two-flft- of a point
lower than on September 1, 1S36. is duo
mainly to tho reports from Texas and Ala-
bama, In both of which States the prevail-
ing conditions arc nothing less than disas-
trous.

The averages of condition In the different
States are as follows: Virginia, SO; North
Carolina, H; South Carolina. 74; Georgia.
CS; Florida, 75; Alabama, 74; Mississippi, CS;
Louisiana, 70; Texas, 53; Arkansas, 75;
Tennessee, S2; Missouri, 73; Oklahoma, 16;
Indian Territory. CS.

New York. Sept. 3. This was a day of

sensations in the cotton market, the fea-
ture of news being the monthly Government
crop-conditi- report, while, as for specula-
tion, the great factor ,was a feverish de-
mand from demoralized, stunned shorts.

Tremendous speculation was In progress
pretty much all ddy, and from the start
the Wall street bulls, who had already
fceored an advance of nearly 100 points, wero
jubilant buyers.

Tiie official opening of the market was
Arm. with prices 3 to C points higher on
active trading, whlcn was general. Phila-
delphia, local spot cotton houses and several
exjKjrt Arms were seen to bo buying Sep-

tember and October contracts; the former
Interest was believed to be covering old
fcliorts on whlcn large losses have accrued.
The South and Europe were vigorous buy-
ers all through the early trading, which
was undoubtedly covering, these shorts
fearing the purport of the midday Govern-
ment condition statement.

The Government's report had the effect of
causing a violent advance of about 24 points
for the various options, or equivalent to
J1.23 per bale from last night's closing
quotations.

In many quarters the Government's report
Is believed to be 5 to 10 per cent too low In
Its estimate of the average condition and is
not accepted as accurate. The market
closed very Arm with prices 23 to 30 points
higher than yesterday's final quotation.
