John K. Murrell's return to St. Louis, his sur-

render to the authorities and his confession resulting
In the Issuing of warrants for the arrest of eighteen
former and present members of the House of Dele-

gates mark the beginning of the most important
period of boodle exposures.

The State now possesses that most important of all
necessities In such a prosecution a witness who, on
his own showing, was one of the boodle gang and
who is now willing to tell all he knows about bood-lln- g.

Murrell's testimony In the boodle cases should
make certain the conviction of every guilty man.

Panic of the most demoralizing character prevails
In the boodle camp. What has happened Is the thing
most feared by boodlers one of their own number
has gone over to .the side of the law and now con
fronts them as an accusing and damning witness of
their crimes. So long as this disaster did not befall
the gang Its members had a good fighting chance to
escape punishment With Murrell in the witness
seat the boodlers see the gates of the Penitentiary
opening to receive them.

The people of St. Louis should rejoice at the new
development In the boodle cases. They know that
Murrell can give convicting evidence. The complete
exposure and punishment of the boodlera seems now
one of the certainties of the near future. The thieves
in the Municipal Assembly who have for so long a
time robbed the city with apparent Immunity arc now
abont to pay the penalty of their sins. "Though the
mills of God grind slowly, yet they grind exceeding
small." In the local boodle cases a wholesale trans-
fer of boodlers to the State Penitentiary seems to be
the promised grist

Murrell's return was a case of for the State.
He was nqt under compulsion. The persuasions of
his wife, the faithlessness of his old associates and
the misery of his exile wrought upon him. The
prosecution cannot claim credit for his appearance,
but It can accomplish public good by utilizing to the
utmost what he knows about the Suburban and other
cases.

The Rockefeller baby died as a result of the "sum-
mer complaint" The graadfather, aedief., the
Standard and Interested la maay vat

enterprises, put $200,000 at the disposal of specialists
who were Instructed to find a cure for this disease.

Progress has been made. The germ has been
isolated. It is only a question of time when the
proper antitoxin will be found. When that Is done.
"summer complaint" will be brought under as quick
and sure subjection as diphtheria.

All because the one nearest the heart of Mil-

lionaire Rockefeller was stricken by disease and
death. The thousands of babies who will be saved
through the scientific Investigation which followed
that death will have cause for thanksgiving over the
results. Civilization owes much to accumulated
capital. Among the evils of great modern aggrega
tions it is gratifying to see the good uses to which
money may be put And it is but Just to acknowledge
that without a moderate degree of surplus capital the
steps of progress would be few and slow.

THE "UNHORSING" OF THE SEVENTH.
On the battlefield of Ohlckamauga-las- t Sunday, we

are told In the news dispatches, President Roosevelt
led the Seventh United States Cavalry "at a sharp
trot" for a mile and a half, and "the pace was so
hot" that several of the troopers were unhorsed and
the ambulance corps was called Into service.

There's something very perplexing In all this. The
Seventh Regiment is the crack cavalry regiment of
the United States Army. Wouldn't we all laugh and
hoot If we read that a regiment of the King's House
hold Cavalry of the British service, or General do
Galllfet's old cuirassier regiment In the army of
France, had been unable to keep up "a sharp trot"
for a mile and a half over good ground without losing
several troopers through their being unhorsed? It
would seem too funny to be true.

And that must be the case In the present Instance.
Surely it must be that the firm-seate- d troopers of our
own Seventh Cavalry permitted their politeness to
temporarily take precedence over even their regi-
mental pride.

They knew that Mr. Roosevelt holds his reputation
as a Rough Rider as the very apple of his eye. With
the grim humor of "regulars" they probably reasoned
that It would tickle tlie President to think he bad
ridden Seventh Cavalry men out of their saddles.

And so, to oblige Mr. Roosevelt and, perhaps, to
amuse themselves they dismounted, one by one, a
little squad of them, "unhorsed" by a "sharp trot of a
mile and a half."

Doesn't this seem the only reasonable explanation
of the incident especially when we remember how
Uncle Sam's regulars love to have fun Tvlth a volun-
teer? ..

The Persimmon as a Frntt.

Why Is it the persimmon la not more highly regarded as
a fruit? True, It Is difficult to get It at Just the right stage
to avoid the "pucker," but well-ripen- and frosted fruit
most persons would surely consider delicious, and worth
a Uttle trouble to produce. Possibly It Is because the ripe
fruit la difficult to handle.

What is known as the Japanese persimmon Is more en-
couraging to grow than our native ones In respect to the
slie of the fruit, being fully twice as large. But It will
not thrive further north than Philadelphia, and even there
it Is uncertain. The flavor la a Uttle less vneet, but with
less "pucker."

Of late attention has been given to the Improvement
of our native persimmon, and it has been attended by
more or less success. Some are almost or entirely teed-lea- s,

and absence of most of the puckering Is noticeable.
One promising variety has been named Gold Drop, for
which is claimed earllness coming Into bearing, estreme
hardiness, unusually large and good shape, fine, yellow
color, flesh melting and with but little pucker when ripe.

The American persimmon makes a handsome tree or-
namentally considered. It has dark, green leaves that re-
main on late In the fall.
