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SECOND INJUNCTION PROBABLE.

If the Officers Who Were Enjoined
Associate Themselves With the

New Merger, Contempt Pro-
ceedings Will Be Brought.

IlEPTJBLIC SPECIAL.
Washington, Sept. li Agents of the De- -

partment of Justice are diligently searching
for information of the character of the new
beef merger which the "big six" is re-
ported to have decided to launch in Chicago
on September ST.

Every move of the corporations, which
wire enjoined on evidence obtained against
the packers, is watched by the department
authorities. The combine, which is ac-

credited with organization for the purpose
o evading tho restrictions of the injunc-
tion granted by Judge Grosscup on May 3.
as well as the provisions of the Sherman
antitrust law, has not yet beon publicly
announced.

Whether or not the Department of Jus-
tice has yet gained information regarding
the combine personnel or intentions could
not be learned here to-da- y. The utmost
reticence is maitained on the subject and
the officers of the department, including
WAllam A. Day, special Assistant Attorney
General, who was most active in the first
steps of the Government's campaign
against the Beef Trust, stated they had no
definite Information of the fixing of Sep-

tember 27 as the date for the new merger
to go into effect.

Tho Grosscup injunction names many of
the officers in fact an of the most im-
portant ones of the big six companies, as
well as the corporations themselves. There-
fore, any of these officers who associate
themselves with the new merger will, if the
new combination is a violation of the in-
junction, be subject to proceedings for con-
tempt.

The corporations which associate them-
selves with the combination will be, under
similar circumstances, subject to similar ac-
tion.

When the injunction was prayed for by
the Government Judge Day and the others
who had charge of tho case for the Depart-
ment of Justice named Patrick Cudahy, Nel-
son, Edward and I. N. Morris, J. Ogden.
Armour, Michaels and Edward Cudahy, C.
F. and Louis Swift. Ed C. Swift. Ferdinand
Sulzeberger and many others whe hold of
ficial positions in tho "Big Six" as parties
to the alleged conspiracy.

ANOTHER INJUNCTION PROBABLE.
This was dono to head off any possible

attempt on the part of these members of
the several corporations to reorganise under
another name. If any of these officers

t named are found to be associated in any
manner "with a combination which violates
the Injunction they will promptly be ed

against for contempt.
If the new combination attains the point

where the packers axe rtrlvlng for namely,
evasion of the terms ofi thV lnjunotlon
granted by Judge Grosscup and evidence
Is yet found which shows that the combine
in any manner volates the Sherman anti-
trust law, the Government will promptly
ask for another injunction covering the
points not Included in the scope of the in-
junction already granted.

Secretary Wilson, head of the Department

This
Information taken together with the fine
crop of grass insures lower prices of meat
I do not believe that the orice of meat,
howevsr. will ever be as low as it has been
In the past, for tho simple reason that the
American people are more prosperous than
ever before and are eating mora meat than
ever before. However, the exceedingly high
prices of meat will be a thing of the past
as soon as the 'feeders' get fattened up to
a beef condition. Another thing that will
tend to keep the price of meat a Uttle above
tho farmer low price is the demand of Eng-
land for our meats."
