HIM A WANDERER.

George Kipper, Once a Wealthy In-

dian Territory Stockman, Found
Roving Streets of Denver.

MOURNED AS DEAD TEN YEARS.

Wife, Who Had Collected His In-

surance Policy and Married
Again, Will Kurse Him

Back to Health.

Vlnita. L T., Sept. 15. After being

mourned as dead for ten years, George
Nipper, whose wife had collected his insur-
ance policy and married again, has turned
up at Denver. Colo. When seen on the
street by an old friend he was wandering
aimlessly about, having almost entirely lost
his memory. He declared that his name
was Williams, and it was with much diff-
iculty that he was brought to a realization
of his circumstances.

Arrangements are now being made to
bring hjm back to Clarimore. and his wife,
who is separated from her second husband,
will care for him.

Ten years ago George Nipper, then one of
the wealthiest cattlemen in the Indian Ter-
ritory, left his home at Claremore and went
to Houston, Tex-- taking with him $8,000

to buy cattle to ship to his ranch. His wife
and child remained at home to take care
of the ranch and expected him to return In
a short time with a large herd of cattle to
put on his ranch.

Nipper wrote his wife from Houston that
he had landed there all right; she looked
for letters from him in vain after that for
awhile, but none came. . Inquiry was made
and no trace of Nipper was found. The
matter stood this way for three years, and
the people concluded that Nipper had been
killed and robbed in Texas, and the Insur-
ance company paid Mrs. Nipper $1,000 as a
compromise settlement. Mrs. Nipper mar-
ried D. Z Denny, a prominent cattleman
at Claremore. After a few years they sep-

arated, and Mrs. Denny returned to her
ranch to make her home with her elder
son. Henry Walkley.

MET FORLORN STRANGER.
A few days ago M. D. Woodson of Clare-

more met a forlorn and decrepit man In
Denver who accosted him for help. Mr.
Woodson at once recognized him as his old-ti-

friend. George Nipper, who had dis-

appeared In Texas. Thlsi meeting of old
friends was pathetic Nipper recognized
Mr. Woodson, but claimed that his name
was Williams and not Nipper. Nipper was
told of his career In Claremore and its sad
ending with the Texas trip. Nipper's mind
seemed to clear up arid he related to Wood-
son the story of his awful evperience In
Texas.

Nipper said that he went to Houston all
right and when he was ready to leave
Houston he was stricken with paralysis be-
tween the hotel and the depot, and was
taken to & hospital, where he remained for
nine years, was unable to tell his name or
make known his place of residence. Grad-
ually his memory passed from him and
finally upon his release frcm the hospital
he became a wanderer, not knowing what
his right name was or from whence he
came. In this condition he wandered on
and on until the light of other dajs turned
into his clouded brain by the chance meeti-
ng- or Mr. Woodson.

Mr. Woodson notified the people of Clare-
more and Teesey Chambers was sent at
once to identify Nipper fully, and if It be
the same man. to bring him home to his
wife, child and friends, who will see that
