CASTRO FLEES AS
REBELS ADVANGE.

Army Under Minister of War Ut-
teriy Defeated in Four Days’
Fight in Venezuela.

REVOLT SEEMS NEAR SUCCESS.

General Matos's Boldiers Marching
on Caracas, While the President
Seeks to Unite His Shattered
and Discouraged Forces.

Willemstad, Jsland of Curacca, Sept. 17—
President Castro of Venezuela has retreated
from Ocumare before the advance of the
revolutionists,

The Venczuslan Government's situstion is
critical.

Recent advices recelved from Vanezuela

confirm the dispatches of Friday, September
n

The battle which, as then €nnounced, be-
gan September 11 in the vicinity of Tina-
quillo, Venezuels, between about 4,90 revo-
lutionists under the command of Generals
Mendoza, Hzialla and Rivera and Govern-
wment forces of about the same led
by the Venexueian Minister of War, seral
Garrido, resulted in the defeat of the Gov-
ernment forces, and not in a victory for the
latter, as anunounced in o tch from
Torres Cardenas, secrelary of President Cas-
tro, which gset forth thatgGeneral Mendo-
za's army had been ted September
§ near Tinaguillo,

The engagement of that date, as cabled
from bere September 11, was only sn ad-
vangee 5\.mrd fight of no Importance.

The real battie began September 11 and
lasted four days, after which Genernl Gar-
rido retreated on \‘lmcu and eventually
eutered that city men:ber 1.5 with about
219 men, leaving t for tha
further advance on ‘..uﬂuls or the revolu-
tivnary army under Generals Mendosa, Ri-
vera and Batalla,

CASTRO FLEES.,

The only other Government army in the
ficld In the one which is under the personal
command of President Castro, who, a few
days ago, was at Ocumare, about tuny -five
miles south of Caraces, and was sen
out scouts looking for the advance gu

The Presldent later abandoned bis position
recipitately before the advance of the reve-
utionists, who occupled Ucumare,

The President retreated from Ocuomars to
Charayava and then to Guayaba, abost four
bours’ march from Caracas
According to report, the President intends
to move his army to & polnt near V
Join forces with the troops under General
Garrido and attack the revolutionary army
commanded by General Mendoza.
