Her Intention of taking a complete rest for
two das was entirely forgotten and from
early morning till late at night she vas
busy seeing the city and visiting friends.

Shortly after 10 o'clock. Miss Gould made
her appearance at the entrance to the Grand
Avenue Hotel and entered the Northrop
carriage. With her were Mrs. Hendrick
and Miss Anna Hendrick, her traveling com-
panions on the present Western trip.

In some manner the fact that Miss Gould
would attend morning service had become
generally known and from an early hour
numbers of people made it a point to stroll
leisurely back and forth patiently await-
ing an opportunity for a sight of the
famous little New lork woman.

Professor J. V. White lllnstratea nia
Real Interest In His "Issue."

Professor J. U. White, Republican nomi-

notes secured by mortgages or deeds oftrust the sum of S263 and pajs taxes there-
on.

There are on file
in Wayne County eight deeds of trust upon
real estate, the security being such as to
make the notes worth 100 cents on the dol-
lar.

NEGRO BURNED AT THE STAKE

AS PUBLICLY ANNOUNCED.

Mississippi Citizens Avenge the 3Inrder Mr3. Carey "Whitfield at
Corinth on August 19 Before an Immense Crowd, Which

Poured Into the City ou the Trains From,, All the
Surrounding Country to Witness the. Awful

Spectacle egro

Corinth. Miss., Sept. 28. Writhing in the
flames of burning fagots, piled high by
hundreds of citizens. Tom Clark-p'l- as Will
Gibson, a young negro, was btiTed at the
stake here at a late hour y. after hav-
ing confessed to one of the most atrocious
crimes In the history of" North Mississippi,
the assault and murder of Mrs. Carey
Whitfield, on August 19. Before the torch
was applied Clark stated that he deserved
his fearful fate.

Last August Mrs. Whitfield, the wife of
a well-know- n cititen. was found dead In
her home. Investigation showed that she
had been assaulted, and her head was prac-
tically severed from her body, a raror hav-
ing been used in the 'bloody work. Both
Whitfield and his wife were related to
several of the most prominent families in
the South, and the Indignation of the peo-
ple knew no bounds.

Corinth and the-- surrounding country was
scoured In an effort to apprehend the mur-
derer, but diligent search failed to disclose
his Identity. Two detectives from Chicago
were employed, but their efforts were fruit-
less. Several suspects were arrested, but In
each case an alibi was proved. A commi-
ttee' of twelve citizens was named to con-

tinue the search, and these men have been
active at their task.

STORY OF ARREST.
On Monday It became known that" Tom

Clark, a negro living near here, had had
trouble with his wife, and the latter threat-
ened to disclose the secret it a crime. Of-

ficers apprehended the woman and she told
enough to warrant the belief that Clark
had murdered Mr. "Whitfield. Clark was
arrested and yesterday was" brought before
the committee of twelve In Corinth.

The negro finally confessed to the murder
and also told of other crimes that he had
committed. He said that several years ago
he killed two men qn an excursion train In
Mississippi. He told of an" outrage commit-
ted by himself upon a negro woman, and
akxfof the theft of J1.G0O from a physician
at French Camo, Miss. Clark said that he
had .never been supected of committing
any of these crimes, and had covered up
his tracks In a way to deceive the officers
of the law.

ASKED TO SEE MOTHER.
After hearing his confession, the commit

tee decided that the negro should be hanged
from a telegraph pole In the street. Clark
said he deserved death, but asked that the
execution be delayed until y, ro that he
could have a farewell Interview with his
mother and brothers who live in Memphis.
The request was granted, and the two rela
tives were telegraphed lor, out it was

learned that they were In Mississippi.
Meanwhile the news of the negro's arrest

and confession spread rapidly over the sur-
rounding country, and incoming
trains brought hundreds of people Into the
city to witness the execution, jhe crowds
became so great that at midday the main
street of the town was ordered cleared, and
the announcement was made that it had
been decided to burn Clark at 3:30 o'clock In
the afternoon. This statement caused much
excitement, and surging crowds began to
gatherabout the place selected for the en-

actment of the awful tragedy.
At 2 o'clock pine faggots and larger pieces

of wood were carefully laid about an Iron,
rod. which was driven deep Into the ground,
and half an hour later It was announced
that all was in readiness.

BURNED IN CEMETERY.
At 3 o'clock the prisoner, heavily man-

acled, was taken from the Jail by a posso of
armed men and. followed by a large and
excited crowd of men and boys, was led
to the cast gate of the negro cemetery,
which Is situated In the western part of the
city. Faggots and wood had been piled high
around the stako and the negro was se-
curely fastened to the Iron rod.

Clark was asked If he cared to make a
statement. He again said that he deserved
the fate prepared for him, and asked that
a letter be delivered to his mother and
brother. He appealed to his brother to
raise his children properly, admonishing
them to beware of evil company.

Finally, all was In readiness and the word
was given to fire the funeral pile. The hus-
band and brother of Clark's victim stepped
forward and applied the torches, and In a
moment the flames leaped upward, envelop-
ing the trembling negro in smoke and fire.
The clothing of the doomed man was coon
lgnjted, and as the flames grew hotter the
skin began to parch.

The negro moaned plteously at this Junc-
ture, and the agonizing look upon his face
told of the awful torture he was undergo-
ing. Finally his head fell forward upon
his breast, end in a few minutes all was
over. The flames were (fed by the crowd
until the body was burned to a crisp. Then
the gathering dispersed and the town soon
assumed its normal condition.

OPPOSED BURNING.
The committee of twelve and many of the

representative citizens of Corinth vigorous-
ly opposed burning the negro, and argued
that ho should oe hanged. '

J. 1L Hennlng of Birmingham, Ala..
brothcr-of.M- rs. Whitfield, would jot con-
sent to this proposition, and insisted that
Clark be burned. More than 5.0X) persons
witnessed the grewsome tragedy, among
whom were many women and children.

7.O.0 men will engage in sharp conflict
among the hills of Kansas during the ftext
ten days. Half of them will represent an
enemy and half an American defending
force. There will be the dashing charge of
cavalry, the laborious construction of fcon-too- n

bridges, the exhausting march of in-

fantry and the rumble of artillery. Over
all will hang a cloud of dust and smuk? and
from it ulil shoot the ilitme cf nip.;-:- u m.;
gun and magszlne rillc and the noise of
battle will deafen the participants. The
"Battle of Fort Rile-- " will be on.

The concentration camp at Fort Riley has
been a busy scene for the last week. Troops
have arrived nearlv ever- - hour of cvury
day and now all the regular troops to take
part in the army maneuvers there, begin-
ning Monday, are in camp.

Tne Union Pacific Railroad has built two
su itches a mile In length at the camp and
these have been kept well tilled during the
week with freight and passenger cars,vthlcn
were unloaded as rapidly as possible.

Besides the troops tnat have come by
traln from forts all over the country, 14S
men from Fort Leavenworth. Kas.. have
arrived, having made the march ovarland.

The concentration camp extends from the
hospital at the post to the old Statehouse
on Pawnee Flats. The camp headquarters
next to the hospital and camps of the
various organizations string out for several
miles to the northeast.

IMPORTANT PROBLEMS.
Important are the problems which the

boatd of officers recrutly convened at
Omaha has prepared to be worked out by
the troops participating in the Fort Riley
maneuvers. The report of this board has
been kept secret, in view of the fact that
the troops engaged are to be divided into a
hostile and defensive force, and it Is. there-
fore. Incumbent on the War Department to
maintain an entirely neutral attitude and
see- - to It that no Information leaks out
that could be advantageously emploed by
either side.

In actual war, of the many knotted prob-
lems that present themselves to the com-
mander for solution few are of more im-
portance than that of communication. Spe-
cial attention Is to be directed In the com-
ing exercises to this subject, and one of
the maneuvers recommended in the report
of the board calls for the attacking of a
wagon train.

The defense force will send out a wagon
train and the enemy will be given so many
hours In which to overtake and capture or
destroy it. The maneuver, which will take
place on Tuesday, will be the occasion of
warm fighting on both sides. The convoy
will, of course, be guarded by the defense
troops, and theirs will be the work of ward-
ing oft the attack of the enemy and land-
ing the wagon In safety at its destination.

More spectacular than the attacking of
the convoy will be the maneuver set for
October 6. It involves the defense and at-

tack of an imaginary position. A hill on
the reservation will be fortified by earth-
works and a force of volunteers and regu-
lars will be charged with its defense. An
equal force will constitute the attack.

UMPIRES TO AWARD VICTORY.
Observers win be. stationed outside the

earthworks as umpires. When a battery of
artillery has been under fire for "a certain
length of time they will be adjudged dis-
abled and the observers will signal for
them to retire. Unless the fort is taken
within a certain time the attacking force
will have been retired by the umpires and
the enemy defeated.

The battalions of engineers have been
provided with ample work by the board,
which. In Its report, recommends that they
be called upon to construct a modern field
bridge on October 3 and a pontoon bridge
on the day following In addition, of course.
to their Joint maneuvers with the other
branches of the service.

The regular forces that are to engage In
the Riley maneuvers began their exerciser
two or three days ago with a series of
drills. They will be kept constantly In the
field until October 8. when the maneuvers
are to be cloed with the "Battle of Fort
Riley." in which all the troops will en
gage, aiviaea inio a nosuie ion a ucuusi

The National Guard troops will not arrive
at Fort Riley until Monday, but they will
be given eight days of field service, and will
play an important part In the final battle.

From an army standpoint, the maneuvers
to be held at Fort Riley will be as Im-
portant as those which occurred oft the
southern coast of New England. In the lat-
ter the coast artillery, the engineers. Signal
Corps and Ordnance Department engaged a
hostile fleet, and the lessons derived from
the operations have been taken to heart.

In the closing exercises, infantry, cavalry
and light artillery and the commlssory quar
termasters ana raeaicai aqanmaiu, us
well as the engineer, signal and ordnance
corps, will take part.

Strategical and tactical problems will be
worked out on the field. The former are
Intended to teach officers and men the best
method of coming up with an enemy, and
the latter the formation and the manner In
which the attack shall be made or the de-
fense be offered.

The tacUcal exercises will relate to the
drilling of the men fn the use of their guns
and rifles in company, battalion and regi-
mental operations, and In giving support to
a section of the attacking or defending

The" details of the projected operations
were planned by a board consisting of
Colonel C. C. Carr.

HUNDREDS OF THOUSANDS

OF RATS EXTERMINATED.

Determined Warfare Afcnlrjst Rodents
Prevented Spread of Cholera to

Philippines and United States.

KEPfBLIC SPECIAL.
Washington. Sept. 2S. Determined war-

fare by tho quarrantine officer, against
rats, v hich are conveyors of bubonic plague
bacilli, has resulted In the total extermina-
tion of that disease In ManJIa. Despite the
fact that the plague raged In Hong-Kon- g.

Amoy and other Chinese ports, there Is lit-
tle trace of it in the Philippines-- In the
annual report of Chief Quarrantine Officer
J. C. Ferry. Just received at the Bureau of
Insular Affairs. War Department. Is con-
tained an Interesting account uf the tight
made against the rodents. He says:

"On December 17.lt having previously been
demonstrated that the rats In Manila were
affected with plague to the extent of from
1'-- to - per cent, and In order to eliminate
this factor in spreading the dUease to
island ports and to assist the Board of
Health In the crusade for the extermination
of these animals. I ordered that all voxels
hailing from Manila to the United States
or Island ports should be disinfected with
sulphur In order to destroy the rats on
board. This disinfection was also practiced
on the I long-Kon- g boats for the purpose of
adding further protection to Manila."

Surgeon Perry Issued to ship owners and
their agents in the Philippines a circular
letter In which he called to their attention
the fact that It has been demonstrated that
rats are the principal. If not the only, factor
In the spread of the plague, and ships al-
most Invariably become Infected from this
source. He stated he deemed It necessary
tu disinfect all vessels, regardless of size
or nature, sailing from Manila to other
Philippine ports, in order to destroy the rats
on board. This disinfection was begun on
December 30. 1S01. and continued until all
rats, numbering hundreds of thousands.
were kiueu.

Large quantities of sulphur, burned in
the holds of the vessels, quickly extermi-
nated all rats, for the hatches were closed,
so they were afforded no opportunity for
escape.

That Asiatic cholera was not introduced
into the United States by means of the
many vessels entering San Francisco. Seat-
tle and other Pacific ports fq)m the Philip-
pines, where the disease has scored thou-
sands of victims. Is due largely to the strict
quarantine established by Surgeon Perry at
all ports In the archipelago.

The lnsnectlon of vessels and their per
sonnel was very rigid. The effects of 33.S37
passengers returning to the United States
were disinfected during the year ending
July. 1J02. Facilities for the detention of
suspects at the marine stations and care
or the sick are extensive.

Surgeon Perry conducted a rigid Investi-
gation to determine the maimer In. which
Asiatic cholera had been Introduced Into
the Philippines on March 20. 1902. It was
found that the cholera germ wns Introduce!
In vegetables Imported from China. There-
upon a strict embargo was placed upon aJl
such vegetables and has been maintained
ever since. But it Is supposed that the
first case was caused by vegetables which
had been smuggled In and not by those
which had passed the regular Inspection.
Five and later fifteen day quarantines were
placed) on all vessels. Including army trans-
ports, and results from a protective stand-
point have been most excellent.
