The same list
was filed with Clerk of Court Archibald
Carr as that from which the Jury will be
selected y. A change is possible, how-
ever. The venire will be turned over
to, the Sheriff at 10 o'clock this morn-
ing, and he will then have but four hours
in which to serve the Jury summonses upon
sixty citizens. The deputies expect to do
some fast work to succeed in this.

The full strength of
Mr. Folk's office, including besides himself,
Andrew C Maroney and Orrick Bishop
were on hand.
DEFENSE PICKS FLAWS
IN FORM OF INDICTMENT.

Both sides announced that they were
ready for trial. The demurrer, which had
been filed, was then read by Judge Priest
It attacked the indictment's phraseology.
and averred that the statute of limitations
had not been avoided.

It Is merely alleged that this defendant is
not an Inhabitant of the Stat of Missouri,"
said Judge Priest "Then whore does he
live? In New York, or Texas, or California?
This should have been stated so that the de
fendant should know what he must answer
to."

Arguments of the pros and cons were
lengthy. The words "resident" and "in
habitant" figured. The indictment stated
.that Snyder was neither a "resident nor in
habitant of Missouri."

On the ground that these expressions ren
dered It vague, and that the place of actual
residence should have been named, the at
torneys for the defense asked that the in
dictment be considered void.

The Circuit Attorney replied at length.
stating that the words "resident" and "in-
habitant" were synonomous, and argued
that., while a man could have but one domi
cile, the word prefened by the defense, he
could have several places of residence. He
declared that It was not necssary to name
in the indictment the place of residence, as
this, would Involve setting forth the State's
evidence. He averred that to support the
Indictment It was only necessary to prove
Snyder to have had an abiding place else-

where than In Missouri long enough to bar
the statute of limitations. If in New York,
the Circuit Attorney said, his contention
would be sustained.
JUDGE RYAN'S RULING
VICTORY FOR THE STATE.

Judge Ryan, in overullng the demurrer,
said that he would not go Into definitions
of expressions. "Was he a resident." said
he. "or not. Was he an Inhabitant or not
This 13 the whole point I am forced to
disagree with the counsel for the defense.
It makes no difference where he was a res-
ident so long as It may be proved that he
was not a resident of Missouri."

The defense took exception to this ruling
and that which followed in relation to the
pleas in bar.

Snyder, accompanied by Morton Jourdan.
walked forward and swore to the plea in
bar. Mr. Lehmann made the argument In
favor of allowing the, plea, cf trying sep-
arately the statute of limitations issue. Mr.

All of the prisoners, except FIckler. now

ing one of the principals in the crime.
According to the Information now in the

possession of Post Office Inspector Dice,
the robbery of the mall carrier wss delib-
erately planned by four men, two of whom
are now In the Missouri Penitentiary serv-
ing a seven-ye- ar term for burglary. It was
from these convicts that the confession of
the mail robbery" was obtained, implicating
a half dozen persons in crime.

8TORY OF THE BOBBERY.
On December IT. 1S01. Oscar Koclllng,

youth employed by Decker & Robertson,
firm which had the contract for carrying
the malls, was engaged as usual in his du-

ties at old Post Office Annex, on Third
and Olive streets. His wagon was drawn
up at the curb on the Olive street side of

building and KoelUng was waiting to
receive the registered maU pouch that was
being made up by Otto, Gcmmer. one of
the clerks. It was about o'clock in the
evening thrtnged with
persons hurrying to their homes after
work. The corridors of the building were

Common Council, appointed for the pur
pose, for the holding of a conference in this
city October 9 of citizens from all parts of
the country to discuss ways and means of
securing a supply of anthracite coaL.

Middle West and Northwest and the
Mayors of the principal cities in these
States to send delegations to the confer-
ence, which, it is hoped, will have suf-
ficient effect to bring about some settlement
of the strike.
