FEATURES AT THE WORLD'S FAIR.

Burns Gottage, Temple of Fraternity, Club of the Travelers' Pro--

tective Association? and the JIousc of Hoo-Ho- o Secured Con-

spicuous Locations Thirteen Additional States Accept-
ed Reservations for Erection of Their Buildings.

BANQUET TO-NIG- TO GOVERNORS AT THE MERCANTILE CLUB.

Four great features which have never
been seen at any previous exposition were
allotted sites yesterday durlnr tbe closing
ceremonies, designating the locations of na-

tional and State reservations at the World's
FaJr.

They are the Temple of Fraternity, Burns
Cottage, the Travelers' Prottetivw Associ-
ation's club and the House of Hoo Hoo.
The motives behind each of these buildings.
typify tho development of human brotber-boo- d.

In point of architectural distinction, as
well as sentiment, theyare Intended to play
their parts In the harmonious schema of
tbe World's Fair. The sites assigned for
trrse-atructur- are amonr the choicest on
the wooded plateau, where the mansions of
the States will aria.

Thirteen Stole sites. In addition to the ten

FRATERNITY BUILDING
ON FAVORED SITE.

The Temple of Fraternity will stand on a
favored site In tbe forest on one of the
main drives of the wooded plateau. Its emi-

nence I commanding enough to afford a
stately setting for the buUdlng. which la de-
signed tn the style st the Parthenon.

Burns's Cottage and the Palace of James
V will occupy the loftiest hill on the
wooded plateau overlooking the United
States Government building, and many of
the main-exhib- it buildings on tbe boulevard
plain. Both structures will be faithful re-

productions of the original.
Spacious and Imposing will be the great

clubhouse to be erected by the Travelers
Protective Association. It will become the
Exposition, home of hundreds of thousands
of commercial travelers from every civilized
nation tu the world. In appointment and
service It will be modern and substantial.

The House of Hoo Hoo Is another sump-
tuous club which the lumbermen add other
members of the order have decided to make
a permanent building. leaving It after tbe
Fair to become a museum for the perpetua-
tion of memories associated with tht great-
est Exposition or all time.

These four notable mansions stand tn one
correlated group In the mest broken portion
of the great wooded plateau at the extreme
eastern part of the World's Fair site and
near the Forest Park fence. A minute's
walk carries the visitor from one to the
other.
