Mr. Grimshaw said In parr:
"The only solution of the trust and labor

quesUcn will come from the people them-
selves. They will b'come the trust The
Government will eventually control the pub-
lic utilities. We Insist that this will be tr.e
natural and rational outcome of the ques-
tion and an evidence of the progressive
spirit of y.

"The labor union Is as much a natural
evolution as a trust. Laboring men of the
united States are working under the free
contract system. Therj will never bo free
labor until man can exist free and Inde-
pendent of his employer. Labor unions
have become a power in the lands, and they
have as much nght to exist, as a corpora-
tion.

"The only colutlon is the birth of a law
that will comptl the 'warring factions to
submit their differences to arbitration. Men
have the right, to do right, but they hay
not the right to do wrons."
