TJie disinfection of stables after a
period of constant nse should be a part
of routine practice. Dairy stables in par-
ticular should be disinfected iwipo a
year, and oftener if the conditions' de-
mand it It is not possible to give taany
stables that thorough iVfiln't'ction that
is possible in liouses. because their con-
struction will not adnnt ot It. bnt it is
possible to do very much at little
ejepense.

OF FRUIT PAYS WELL

, Quality in Fruit Paj8 ilore Xet
Proft Than Quantity.

The object of this bulletin U to call
the attentloi of frult-grjwe- to the
value, If not the necessity, of thinning
their fruit. The practice of thinning
fruit has long been known to the fruit-
grower In Krjrope, and off years in fruit
with them Is blmost unknown. In Amer-- I'

a. when? thi desire Is to produce quan-
tity rather than quality, the practice is
generally looked ujwn with disfavor. Of
late years, however, the practice has
betn taken up by most of our success-
ful fruit-grower- s, and the consensus of
op.nsoi. is that thinning pays well. The
most successful grower nowadays Is not
the ou who ralsvs the. largest quantity
or pcsutMx or apples, Imt the one who
prodtn es the llnest and highest quality
of fru i Suptrlur rrult cannot be

from a tree that is overl-wde-

with frt'lt. The capacity of a tree is
limited, .iiid It cannot be exceeded, no
mat'er how many fruits may lie set. If
mauy fruits are uet and are" allowed to
remain, the energies of the tree are
spread out over the large number, and
few. If any, will reach the limit of their
ioss.ble growth. If Tie other hand.

one-ha- lf or two-third- s of the young
fruits are removed the remaining ones
will have an opportunity to develop to
a normal size. Moreover, the vitality of
the tree is grcjatly preserved by such re-
duction, since it Is not the Mxe of the
fruit that impairs the vitality of the
tree, hut tbernumber of seeds which
are allowed tot mature. By removing cue-ha- lf

or more if the young fruits we do
not only make It possible for the tree
to produce a larger and finer fruit, but
we also preserve the vigor and longevity
of the trro. jjidldous thinning makes It
possible in many en sea to produce a
crop of fruit :very year, and still keep
the tree In better state of health. Thin-
ning also tends to produce better col-
ored fruit, om. it permits the sun to
reach many places which would other
wise not ue reacueu. it aiso permits a
freer circulation of the nlr. Thinning
will in a large1 measure lessen the heavy
losses occasioned by rottenlng or the
frnlt The fruit will be further apart
and there will be little or no chance
for the fruit io touch each other, inak--.
Ing the danger of infection by contact
with the disease or diseases more dif-
ficult. Thmnlpg prevents the breaking
down of the trees and tends to keep
the shape of the'trees In orchards more
uniform. t

When to Tnln reaches and plums
should bo thinned before the "June
drep" Is over, and also the danger
depredation by the curcuilo is "ast. in
the case of peaches, they ahonTd never
be thinned to jess than five Inches apart.
Six or eight inches Is recommended when
the finest quality or the fruit is desired.
Plums shou'd be thinned to about the
same distance apart as peaches. Tears
should be thinned about four or fln
Inches apart. Apples and pears shomd
be thinned when the fruit is about the
size of a small crab apple.

The thinning Is best done by the aid
of u stout step-ladde- r having broad
steps and platform. The trees may le
thinned on the north side In the fore-
noon and on the south side hi the after--
masw, c nd tis normlt thi. iurnn riflfnir
the thinning to be In Uie shade. To in-

sure thoroughness In the work, tach
branch should be completed before the
person starts to thin the next one.

One of the greatest objections to tuui-nln- g

Is the neemlng coat of the opera-
tion. This objection is more imaginary
than reaL If allowed to remain, the
fruit wou!d have to be picked in the
fall, when labor Is higher and the rush
of work Is greater. Besides, lhe cost of
removal of small fruit Is much less than
removing them after they are ripe An-

other objection Is that the total bulk
will be less if half or more than half
of the fruit Is taken off while ywng.
Experiments have proven the contrary.
All things being equal, the bulk will be
equal. If not greater, if the fruit is pl-erl- y

thluncd. The question of time Is
often a problem with some growers, tut
usually at that time of the year labor Is
abundant. IJttle difficulty should be cx--

neritneed on this score. Besides, the
work can easily nnd efficiently be done
Iiv women and children. In fact, they are
better adapted to this kind of work than
nre grown men. Another great obstacle
to thinning Is found in the fact that few
people nre wiling to take off the yonng
fruit. It Kccms to them an unnecessary
waste Sentimentality also plays a part
with many people in preventing them
from doing what they ought to do. The
sentiment, however, should be on the
other side, for Is It not letter that a
few fruits should come to p"rfect!jn
ratlit-- r than all should Miffer trora the
laik of sufficient nourishment?

The lienellts to be derived from tlun--

nliig fruits mar be summarized as fol
lows:

Thinning preserves the vitality
of the tree In lessening the production
of mm d.

Second Tiiinniug. systematically
ami pcrsfrti'titly done, will cause the
trw to liear crops more regularly. Off
vests are. lu mot cases, dne to the fact

' that the trees nre allowed to overbear
one jir. ami during that year lew. If
any." fruit Imds can 1h formed. Most
kinds f fruit trees oaunot produce a
large crop and mature ftult buds at tbe
same time.

' Third Thinning lessens the loss occa-

sioned by rot. and other fnngtis d'sense
of the fruit, by eliminating the danger
of infection by contact. It also m a
measure prevents the nppearau.e ami
the spread of tho disease by permitting
better ventilation and drying of the

i fruit Inside of the trees.
Fourth Thinning will produce uirgrr

fruit.
Fifth Thinning will produce better

colored fruit by admitting more sun
light Into the tree.

Sixth ThSnulng tends to ripen up the
fruit more uniformly.

Seventh Thlnriing will produce a more
salable and higher-price- d fruit by rea-
son of the Increase in size, higher color
and general appearance.

Eighth Thinning will preserve the
shape of the tree and prevent the break-- i
Ing of overloaded branches.

Anfs, the large red and black varie-
ties which burrow into the ground, may
lie killed comparatively easily by the
use of carbon bisulphide, a liquid chem-
ical of n peculiar, disagreeable odor. To
be entirely tiuccessful, howerer the hab-
its of the raut be taken Into con-
sideration. Immediately after a rain is
the accepted time to attempt their de-
struction, for it is then that the are
very active, bringing out Into the sun to
be dried any of their torcd-n- p foqd sup-
ply which may have become damp. A
half-teacupf- more if the nest is a
very large one ot the carbon bisul-
phide poured into the nest at this time
will nsnally accomplish the result. The
ground being damp nnd cool Is also an-
