Tho political scientific precaution in drawing a
tariff bill which can afford the greatest protection and
arouse the least suspicion Is well Illustrated. The
Dlnglcy bill reads: "Coal, bituminous, and all coals
containing less than 02 per cent of fixed carbon, etc,
fi7 cnts." "Coal, nnthmcitc not .smvlnllr Timlilml !

for in this acT." Is put on the free list.
Now, as a matter of fact no anthracite coal is im-

ported that contains as much as 02 per cent carbon.
Thus it is plain that anthracite comes within the duty
of 07 cents.

Senator Vest stated this conclusion when the Ding-le- y

bill was under discussion in tho Senate.
The conclusion accords with that of the Board of

General Appraisers In 1S9S, also with that of the
United States Circuit Court, where it was .held that a
shipment of "Wales antlsracltp was dutiable, since it
fell below tho 02 per cent standard.
