Jones of Arkansas, chairman of the Demo-
cratic National Committee, gave his views
of the political situation at the Fifth Ave-
nue . Hotel y. He was confident of
Democratic success.

-- I have been in New York City only
twenty-fou- r hours." ho said, "but frcra
what I have heard in that time 1 am con-
fident that Coler will carry the State. This
Is plainly' a Democratic year. Reports from
all parts of the cauntry indicate this. There
is dissatisfaction everywhere with the Re-
publican rarty and the Democrats are
pretty thoroughly united. We have rn ex-
cellent chance to elect a majority cf the
next House of Representatives.

The resurrection of the tariff issues has
had a widespread effect on account i.r the
oppression of the trusts.

IS REAFFIRMED.

Western Railroads Seek al Recip
rocal Exchange With Eastern

Trnnk Lines for 190t.

YOAKUM ON THE CLOVER LEAF.

Transcontinental and Soil thwest- -

ern to Hold Passenger Meot- -

inrrs in St. Louis; Three New
Services Deppe Wedding.

The agreement corernlng the iseuance of
free or reduced transportation, hi effect
during the year VfC wbs practically re- -,

affirmed by all the railroads operating prin-
cipally west of Chicago, at the annual paM
meeting at the Southern in St. yes-
terday.

After a short session the meeting ad-

journed at noon to meet again al the South-
ern In St. Louis pn December Z, at which
time a report will be submitted by a com-
mittee, which, in the meantime shall have
conferred with the Trunk Line members.
Then the exchange of passes will be set-
tled for another year.

The members' of this special committee
are: J. T. Harrahan. second vice president
of the Illinois Central; A. C. Bird, vlco
president of tho Chicago. Milwaukee anl
SL Paul, and Darius Miller, vice president
of the Chicago, Burlington and Qulncy.
This committee has the power to propose
reciprocal exchange.

Tho sentiment among the Western rail-
road men Is In favor of an' exchange ofpases for employes. These officials do not
believe that the time has come for the
abolition of passes. The Kentiment in the
East against passes, after a year's trial
of the nntlpas agreement, has weakened,
and the Westerners believe that the action
of one or two of the Eastern lines in favor
of passes will result in a somewhat re-
stricted but reciprocal exchange of free
tronsiwrtatlon for next year all over the
country.

It has been frequently charged by many
line members of the Eastern cambinatlon
against passes that some members of the
trunk-lin- e agreement have violated it in
every section with intent to Influence traf-
fic, but no specific mention of allegeo of-
fenses has been made public. The West-
ern lines are rtronc In the hope that the
Pennsylvania will decide to Issue passes
this year. If the Pennsylvania does, the
Western railroad officials believe that lbs
East will return to the old system of ex-
changing passes. However, while the West
ern lines ravor passes, they do r to
see some restriction. Some railroad of-
ficials believe that railroad companies get
about as much good out of favoring their
employes and the employes of other rvads.
with posses ns they do by giving (wsses to
polltlclains and other persona

COMMISSIOX FAVORS SHIPPERS.
Decides Acalntt Rallronda In Hay anil

Straw Classification.
Washington, Oct. 3. The Interstate Com-

merce Commission y. In an opinion by
Commissioner Clements, announced its de-

cision In the case of (he National Hay As-

sociation against the Lake Shore and Mich-
igan Southern Railway Company and other
Important railways In official classification
territory'- - The complaint was that the car-
riers acted unlawfully in advancing hay
and straw from sixth to fifth class rates
on January 1. 1K.

The conclusion of the commission is as
follows:

"After giving full and careful considera-
tion to all of the facts and circumstances
and the arguments cf counsel in this case
we are of the opinion that the defendants
are mistaken in believing that hay and
straw were improperly classified as sixth-cla- ss

freight, and that their action on Jan-
uary L 1MO, whereby those commodities
were raised to fifth class and thereafter
charged fifth-cla- ss rates, was unreasonable
and unjust, and resulted in unlawful

and prejudice against hay and
straw localities in official classification ter-
ritory, wherein these commodities are pro-
duced, and against producers, shippers, deal-
er and consumers of such articles In that
section of the country."
