Manassas, Va., Nov. 1. In the light of
locomotive lanterns President Roosevelt at
4.30 o'clock this morning stepped from his
private car In the railroad yard here and
greeted cordially the little group of news-

paper men, special officers and railroad
men who had gathered to see him start on
his hunt for wild turkeys.

He was attired In a khaki suit with leg-gi-

and over this was a long, heavy over-

coat and black slouch hat.
An attendant handed to him a fine double-barrel-

shotgun, which he threw familiar-
ly Into the crook of his left arm. Secre-

tary Root had preceded the President from
the train.

The President, after a quick glance at the
starlit sky. remarked to Mr. Root that
they wero In iuck as to the weather. The
President and Secretary Root wero Joined
at once by Surgeon General Rlxey, Secre-

tary Cortelou and J. T. Leachman, Sher-
iff of Prince William County.

Sheriff Lcachman was to act as guide of
the party on the turkey hunt. Preceded by
railroad men bearing lanterns the Presi
dent and his party trudged for a quarter of
a mile along the maze of railroad tracks to
the carriages In waiting to convey them to
the shooting grounds.

As he walked briskly along the President
remarked to Secretary Root:

"I have tramped ties before In my time."
"Yes," responded the Secretary, with a

suggestion of Irony In the tone of his voice,
"I have often thought that there was no
active exercise so rettful to the wearied
mind as the tramping of railroad ties."

The party entered carriages in tho vil-

lage, and, preceded by Sheriff Lcachman
and a Secret-Servic- e, offcer in a buggy,
started for the hunting grounds, about four
miles distant. President Roosevelt, Secre-
tary Root, Secretary Cortelyou and Doctor
Rlxey occupied one carriage, which was
followed by inother containing attendants
and messengers with the luncheon.

This morning the party hunted over a
fine preserve of 1,900 acres known locally
as the Ben Lomond place, and owned by
Representative John F. Rlxey, a brother of
Surgeon General Rlxey.

After the morning's hunt, the party as-
sembled about noon at the Henry House,
which Is In the very center of the orjera--
tlons of the first Battle of Bull Run. There
luncheon was served. During the afternoon
the President drove over the battlefield.

CORTELYOU BAGS A BIRD.
The President and party reached the tur-

key blinds before daybreak, and after each
had been stationed the callers endeavored
to entice the wily birds within gunshot.

A drove of six turkeys finally was discov-
ered, and later one of them fell to the gun
of Secretary Cortelyou. President Roosevelt
was unfortunate In being the only'member
of-th- e party who did not get a shot during
the morning. The turkeys are scarce, and
Mr. Cortelyou's bird was the only one
bagged.

At noon the party assembled at the
Henry House for luncheon, and for two
hours afterward the President walked over
the Bull Run battlefield, tho points of his-
toric Interest being Indicated and ex-
plained by Henry Zeen, who now occupies
the Henry House,

Subsequently the party returned to the
turkey covers and continued the hunt.

The day Is perfect for the sport, and the
President Is enjoying his outing immensely.

The Injury to his leg Is giving him no
trouble, and he feels that his recovery Is
complete.

EMPEROR RECEIVES STOKES.

New York Man Has Audience With
German Buler.

Berlin, Nov. L Emperor William to-d-

received James Stokes of New Yc-r- In
audience at the Potsdam Palace. Mr.
Btokes, who Is well known In connection
with the great interest jvMch he takes In
the Young Men's Christian Association in
European countries, thanked his Majesty
for the telegram which 'the latter sent to
the International Young Men's Christian
wonierence at Boston in 1901, and explained
the methods and aspirations of the asso-
ciation.

Fails to Break the Witness Down
and Practically Abandons Pros-

ecution Says Accused Was
Well Prepared for Trial.

REPUBLIC SPECIAL.
New York, Nov. L The prosecution has

virtually given up all hope of convicting
Roland B. Molineux of the murder of Mrs.
Katherlne J. Adams.

This was apparent this afternoon when
Assistant District Attorney Osborne
dropped his penetrating methods of exam-
ining a wltnuess ani put his questions as
If he were acting In a matter of form,
carrying on the aam: simply as the letter
of the law directs.

Molineux, who left the stand at 10:45
o'clock this morning, testified six hours
and fifty minutes, actual time. HI" testi-
mony of several thousand words stands

He was questioned at length by
Mr. Osborne, and at times put through an
Inquisitorial fire of damaging Interroga-
tions.

Never once, though, did he flinch i.ndcr
the State's verbal lash, and when he
stepped from the rack to his seat. It was
generally agreed that he had done much
toward clearing himself.

Mr. Osborne failed to keep good his prom
isethat he would spring' many sensations.
"e "ls weak"; fdnoae;, th,?n.at He tried . n get In
evldenco of Mamie Melando, but failed.

He made a stirring effort to make the
witness confess that he bore great personal
animosity toward his lndlroct accuser,
Harry Cornish. He failed.

He failed Ingloriously In a master ef-

fort to wring from the young clubman
prisoner a single admission which would
damage him. And when he said sharply:
"That's all, Molineux," and sank back in
his chair, it was with a sigh a sigh of
relief, for he was tired and a sigh that
he had failed to take the life of Roland
B. Molineux, which he has contended he
believed in the bottom of his heart be-

longs to Justice tho price of the life of
another, who was murdered In a cowardly
and cruel manner.

DEFENSE SANGUINE.
When the trial was adjourned this after-

noon until Wednesday, counsel for the de-

fense announced that they were so con-

fident of having proved Mollneux's Inno
cence that, as soon as all the testimony Is
In, Mr. Black will moe for a dismissal of
the indictment without summing up or al
lowing the case to go to the Jury.

Prosecutor Osborne, after the adjourn-
ment, declared that Molineux had great
nerve, but said he did not know about his
courage. .

"My opinion as to the guilt or Innocence of
this defendant," said Mr. Osborne, "or any
prophecv on my part in regard to what tho
Jury will probably do, I will leave to the
day when I address thp Jury.

"The public Is evidently under the Im-

pression that I failed to compel Molineux to
admit that he wrote the poison package ad-

dress and that I failed to break the witness
down. As a matter of fact, he adfVtted
everything except that he wrote the jllson
package address, and that he made tire cy-

anide of mercury. His behavior on the
stand during the substan-
tiates the fact that the man who committed
this crime was a mad of high intelligence.

"Molineux on the stand ehowed that. He
showed furthermore that he was a great
debater and a splendid fencer:

"The also developed
that Molineux has a remarkable memory.
For Instance, quoting from the records of
the case before the Coroner. I said to mm:
You said that Cornish was Harpster's mt
Intimate friend?"

"He replied: 'No. Mr. Osborne, I said
that Harpster was Cornish's most intimate
friend," and the record proved that he was
correct, although he had never seen the
record, and that statement was made by
him four years ago "

ADMITS DISAPPOINTMENT.
That Osborne was clearly disappointed he

said himself. As he turned his eyes to
where Molineux sat, he said:

"That man has had wonderful training
and preparation. He has had nearly four
years In which to prepare for jne. He had
the advantage."

Black, upon whom rested
the responsibility for placing- - Molineux on
the stand, was overjoyed at the way his
witness behaved.

"I never saw such a witness In my life,"
he declared. "I put Molineux on the stand

because I wanted to disprove
he seneral report that he was afraid to

testify. He has more than fulfilled my ex-

pectations. His testimony practically ends
the case. There is no evldenco to convict
him. There Is no doubt whatever of the
outcome now."

"The precipitate finish of Mr. Osborne's
I take as an absolute In-

dication of the weakness of his case. The
fact that he slept over Mollneux's testi-
mony, and did not wake up strong enough
to auk one single telling question, shows
positively where he stands.

"He did Just what we expected y.

Molineux battled Osborne. Our expert tes-
timony certainly offset that introduced by
the defense. My client Is innocent, and
there Is not one scintilla of doubt that he
will be free In less than a week."

MOLINEUX IN GOOD HUMOR.
Mr. Osborne's first question y was.

"Did not Mr. Barnet pay your wife atten-
tion?"

"Not at all," was the reply.
"Did yon not' so testify nt the Inquest?"
Mollneux's reply to this wastthat Barnet

had paid attention to Miss Cheseborough
In the spring and autumn of 1S98, before she
became Mrs. Molineux.

The defendant was In the 'best of humor.
When Mr. Osborne asked him If he gave
his wife an engagement ring at the time
of his engagement, and his answer was
not to the prose;utor's satisfaction, he said:

"I can tell you better than you can drag
It out of me."' ,

"I do not wish to drag It out of you,"
said 3Ir. Osborne.

Molineux then said he bought an engage-
ment ring on November 18, 189S. Yesterday
he tesUfled that he andiMiss, Cfaeseborough
became engaged in September, 1S98.

At Christmas, 1897, he gave her a "MIx-ah- "
ring, and when he became engaged In

September, 1898, he w)s.hed to buy her on
engagement ring, but 'did not do so until i

November. ,.

used by pupils who sit at desks side by
side, or in the old tpe of benches made
for two or three.

President Burllngham of the Board cf
Education demanded the speediest and most
thorough means of treatment known to
medical science, which, while relieving the
distress of one. should not endanger the
health of another, and while conserving
the health of all should not Interfere with
the education of the original sufferer.

To this problem neither he nor Commls-sione- er

Lederlee had any satisfactory an-
swer from the experts assembled, and an-
other meeting Is probable. Since the be-
ginning of the school year about 14.000 pu-
pils have been excluded by Health 'Deport-
ment Inspectors,

Wounds Received in the .Civil War
Become Troublesome at an

Advanced Age.

PROMINENT PENSION ATTORNEY

Wears Medal Awarded by Con-

gress for Heroic Conduct
at the Battle of

Gettysburg.

Physicians attending Colonel Henry D.
O'Brien, who is. sick with pneumoria at
his home. No. 12C3 North Ejiclid avenue,
express very little hope for his recoveiy.
He has been confined to Ills the last
ten days, and his adanced age and wcunds
received in the Civil War militate against
him.

He was born in Calais, Me., in 1842. and
when a boy removed with his parents to
Minneapolis Minn. At the outbreaL of the
Civil War he Joined the First Mlnn'srtn
Regiment, being then but 19 years old. En-
listing as a private, he was soon ap-
pointed a corporal, and afterwards filled the
offices of Second and First Lieutenant. Cap-
tain, Major and Colonel, In quick succes-
sion. He finally became Adjutant General
of the Army of Tennessee In General Mor
rows division.

Colonel O'Brien took part In several of the
famous battles of the war, and was many
times wounded. At the battle of Gettys-
burg, while helping to repulse Pickett's
charge, he was shot In the head and neck.
After ho was wounded he rescued a com-
rade who had fallen between the two lines,and for this act received a special medalof bravery from Congress.

At the battle of Deep Bottom, better
Known as Antietam. a mlnle ball entered hisleft lung and shattered the shoulder blade.This wa3 In 1SS4. and from that time untilnearly the close of the war he was In anarmy hospital.

The wound necessitated six operations.
me iaL une ueing ptriormed In 1SS3, when,it was thought, the last particles of the
shattered bone were removed.

His present malady has attacked theright lung, but the left lung hag never en-
tirely recovered frooi the wound.

At the close of the war Colonel O'Brienwent to East St. Louis, where, for twenty
years, he was engaged In the newspaper
business. For a long time he was connected
with the Signal, and at one time was owner
and editor of the Gazette. He afterwards
removed to this city and engaged In thepractice of patent and pension law.
