Recently a prosy, rosy and phlegmatic Britisher
named Tomy, found things rather dull for his paper.
Parllament was wrapped in a deep sleep. The public
was not particularly inoterested In the Mad Mullah.
Morgnun and Yerkes failed to entertain. Kipling did
Jiot come forth to dispel ennui with a fresh Insuit,
Hrverything pined for excltement. The Tom person,
even he, realized that something must be dome. -

He undertook to produce spectacular effects to6 or-
@er. Observe how he-went about It. He didn't origl-
nate anything: he lmitated. Instead of imitating one
of our high-class modern specialists, llke cutting a
cable or ralsing a ship, or finding a brand-new island,
Tom dived down into cur rag bag of old repertoire
and dragged forth n mildewed stunt so anclent that we
had forgotten all about it. We had never been overly
proud of It at its best. Tom, In the Interests of live
London journalism, feilgned insanity—at least he as-
seorts it was feélgned—and had himself locked in a mad-
house,

The sensation he preduced was—not profound. The
€loctors viewed him with a professicnaily unsympa-
thetic eye and an eye, moreover, In which there spar-
kled a cold humer. They concluded to teach Tom a
lesson. They opeped the ball by giving him a large
dose of emetic powders, which made him sorely un-
kmppy for a time. The second degree was even worse.

The mere mention of the Standard Ol Trust, whose
offices are the heme of the Republican party, recalls
President Roosevelt's recent blundering statement to
the effect that this trust receives no protection from
the Dingley tariff hill.
