Long ago the messengers found that tho
constant walking or standing on the un-
yielding stono floors was extremely hard
on tho feet and that It frequently Induced
rheumatism. So they used strips of car-
pet to rest their feet on while seated. One
day the superintendent of tho bulldinc
ordered that these strip3 of carpet
Le removed, and they were taken away,
much to the disappointment of an old
negro messenger in the State Department,
who declared that his chronic "rheumatiz"
becamo worse than even. A newspaper
correspondent heard of the matter and
called It to th attention of Secretary Hay,
who promptly directed that relief be af-
forded. This resulted in' the advent of the
door mat, now a permanent Institution.

At the Bureau of Engraving and Print-
ing the force is working in day and nlqht
hhifts to hurry along the new issue of pos-
tage stamps under the recently awardvl
contract. There are several new designs,
fashioned generally after the prevailing'
stvle in stamps of the one, two, five and ten
cent denominations. For the first time in
the history of any nation, the United States
proposes to Issue a "thirteen-cen- t stamp."
It will be the same size of an ordinary
postage stamp and will contain a portrait
of the late President Benjamin Harrison.
The reason for Issuing a stamp of this de-

nomination is due to a general request from
business men In all parts, of the country,
who assert that in the course of busin-s- i
they frequently send through the malls
packages which require 13 cents' worth of
postage.

There is to be an change In the
design shown on the "special delivery"
stamp. Tho present design Is that of a
messenger boy on the run. Tlie new design
Is nn automobile' of the record-breakin- g

class. This Is perhaps the greatest nov-
elty in the way of new designs.
