For
vetrs it has, been the custom to let the cus-
todianship of the County Farm annually to
tha lowest bidder. The bidding Is on the
per diem charge for the keep of the indl-ren- t.

The jailer is allowed,
on the other hand, for tho keep of hi
prisoners, 35 cents per day.

The County Farm Is at the disposal of
the superintendent, and It Is claimed by
those who advocate a change that the
crops raised there are very remunerative,
the grounds being extensive. The movers
for a different system ask that one sim-
ilar to the St. Clair County plan be adopted.
Tho matter was formally brought up yester-
day afternoon, when!

The per clem allowance of 13'S
rents Xo the superintendent of the Poor
Farm and 25 cents to the Sheriff for the
feeding of each Inmate of the Poorhouse
hnd of the County Jail, respectively, show3
a manifestly unjust and disgraceful discrim-
ination against the poor and in favor of the
prisoners; and.

"Whereas The per diem system at the
Poor Fnrm gives an opportunity for the
maltreatment of the unfortunates who must
lite there; therefore, be it

"Resolved, first. That when the present
contract with the Poor Farm superintend-
ent expires. March 1. 1903, the present

wherobv nil food supplies are let to
the lowest responsible bidder under bond,
and the superintendent employed at a fixed
salary per v ear to care for the poor (subject
to certain rules and regulations to be adopt-
ed by this board), and to produce all possi-
ble income from tho County FTirm for the
benefit of the county.

"Resolved, secondly. That, commencing

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DYNAMITE FUSE SMOLDERED
IN BLAST 24 HOURS.

At hen Joseph Lecher Attempted to
llrnim. If. IIim f!hieriri

rntallj lnjnrins Him.

Joseph It Locher, DO jears old, emplojl
at the "Nigger Hollow" mine at French Vil-

lage, died on the operating table at St.
Agccs's Inflrmar), Belleville, yesterday
morrlng, the result of Injuries recelted in
an accident in the mine Wednesday even-
ing. A fuse, which he had lighted Tuesday
etenlng, smoldered for twtntj-fou- r hours,
until ho was ready to leave the mine Thurs-
day evening, when It Ignited the charge of
powder in the blast, and before Lecher
could leave the room the blast exploded.

The accident was ono of the most pe-

culiar on record in St. Clair County. It Is
the custom for miners to fire the blasts
after they stop work In the evening. This
gives the dust a chance to settle and also
secures tho miner from injury from a fall-
ing ceiling which might become loosened
through a blast.

Tuesday evening Lecher prerared a blast
in the side of the room In which he was
working. He gave it plenty of fuse and
left the mine. When he went to work
Wednesday morning he discovered that the
fuse had burned Into the blast, but had not
fired it. He naturally supposed that the
fuse had burned down to the powder, but
through some unknown cause had failed to
lire. He worked on another part of the
room VedneFda, and told about the-- fuse
toing out or fa ling to ignite the ponder to
his rellow -- miners at the noon hour.

Wednesday evening be stuck his tamp-
ing tool into the blast to loosen the charred
remains of the fuse so that he could insert
a fresh charge of powder. A moment later
and without the slightest warning the
blast exploded. Lecher was almost diem-bowele- d.

He was taken to the top, where
he expl-iihe- d the accident and received tem-
poral medical attention, after which he
was burned to Belletille. He Ilted with his
mother. Mrs. Thomas H. Alrey, In Belle-
ville.

eondltlon that It appears to be a kind of
paraljsis.
