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WELTMER DECISION

OF MUCH INTEREST

Regarded of Considerable Impor-
tance in Defining the Status

of "Fraud Orders."

ATTITUDE OF DEPARTMENT.

Postal Official Says That the Ques-
tion of the Merits of the

Treatment Was Not
Considered.

TA'ashlrgton. Nov. IS "The opinion of the
Supreme C urt in tho case of the American
School of Magnetic Healing of Nevada. Mo.,
vs. J. M. McAnulty reems to be of consid-
erable importance as detains the status of
'fraud orders.' as issued by the Postmaster
General, a'though I hat e not as yet seen the
opinion hinded down by Mr. Justice Peck-ham- ,"

sold Acting Assistant Attorney Gen-
eral Chritlnncy of the Post Office Depart-
ment

"But." Mr. Chrlstlancy continued, "the
impression which seems so general In the
morning press that in the consideration of
this case tho efficacy of cither mental or
magnetic healing, or Christian Kl'nce, was
brought In question by the department is
erroneous. The Post Offico Department
would not undertake or attempt to pass
upon the merits of any of these methods of
healing diseases any more than it would as-
sume to say wh'ch of the various schools
of medicine is to be preferred over other
schools or that the theory advanced by any
such pchool Is false and misleading. The.!
fraud onler In question was Issued on en-

tirely different grounds.
FRAUD ORDERS.

"While by law the Postmaster General
is gran'ed authority to issue fraud orders on
evidence satisfactory to himself that a per-
son or concern Is operating through the
malls a scheme devised for obtaining money
under false and fraudulent pretenses, the
duty of reviewing the evidence submitted in
the individual cases Is a&signed to the head
of this oflico. and the records of this office
show conclusively that the question of
whether or not Christian science or mental
science principles are proper did not enter
the case.

"Here is a memorandum of th? facts pre-
sented to the Postmaster General, with the
recommendation of this office for the issu-
ance of the fraud order," and he presented
a lour-pag- e typewritten memorandum.

This memorandum shows that the Amer-
ican School of Magnetic Healing, S. A.
Weltmer president, J. H. Kelly secretary,
and J. H. Kelly, all of Nevada, Mo., had
been formally advised to show cause why
it fraud order should not be issued against
them and that they appeared with their
attorneys before Harrison J. Barrett, fhen
Acting Assistant Attorney General for the
Post Office Department. May W, 11 and li1S0O. Inspectors' reports and other vldence
were produced by the Government and oral
eviden J and affidavits were presented by
tbe defendants.

SUMMARr OF CASE
Summing up the case this memorandum

states:
"Under the name of the American School

of Magnetic Healing rumerous advertise-
ments were inserted in papers throughout
tbe country offering to heal disease and to
relieve" poverty upon the payment of cer-
tain fees, no matter what the distance be-

tween the patient and the healer, by means
of what Is termed absent treatment. It
seems that Professor Weltmer had evolved
certain theories that thought dominates the
body and that if an agreement were formed
between two minds, the one becoming pas
slve to the other, and a suggestion along
me line or tne cure to ne enectea or
object to be accomplished Is given by the
positive mind and accepted by the passive,
the thought of the passive will put Into op
eratlcn certain 'forces' which will eradi
cate .disease from the body or accomplish
the object sought.

"The question before the department in
the investigation of the complaints of varl
ous parties was not as to the truth or
soundness of this doctrine, but as to wheth-
er or not the malls were being U3ed under
the names mentioned for obtaining mon;y
by means of false and fraudulent pretenses,
representations and promises by practicing
this absent treatment."

VELTMER'S INDUCEMENTS.
"Going further into the case, wo find,"

said Mr. Chrlstlancy, "that the principal in-

ducement made In all the advertisements
and circulars was that, for the sum of $5
per month. Profesror Weltmer would

the duties of the positive mind and
dovote fifteen minutes per day to special
thought for tho paUent remitting him tho
fee, which was then explained under the,
theory denominated 'Weltmcrlsm,' to ef-

fect a cure.
"But It appeared that tho Incoming feef

amounted to about J2.50O per day. which
made it an utter impossibility for Mr. Welt-
mer to devote fifteen minutes' special
thought to each person, and, either In
despair of carrying out his promise, or for
some other reason. Professor Weltmer took
himself to Manltou Springs for long vaca-
tions, and during other periods of time was
lecturing throughput the country, paying no
attention to his absent treatment business,
but was depending entirely upon eighty
typen riters and the business manager, none
of whom made any professions of ability,
to take his place, to receive and bank the
money and to send encouraging letters to
patients, which were designed to have the
patient continue the treatment and remit
further fees.

"It was shown at the hearing that Pro-
fessor Weltmer never saw the letters from
his many patients or made any effort to
see them or to know their names or to do
his part In carrying out tho theory ad-
vanced by him and for which his patients
were paying. A fraud order was there-
fore recommended, which recommendation
was concurred in by the Postmaster Gen-
eral and the same was Issued."

CONDITION IS INTOLERABLE.

Inhabitants of St. Vincent Driven
to Cover by Volcano.

London, Nov. IS. The Governor of tho
Windward Islands has sent a dispatch to
Colonial Secretary Chamberlain In which
ho saya the prospects of the inhabitants of
the island of St. Vincent are blacker than
they have ever been. He believes that
Georgetown will have to be abandoned,
while It is doubtful If nny part of the island
Is out of ranee of dancer of La Soufriere.
which he describes as "this terrible vol-
cano."

The dispatch ndds that the southeastern
end of the island, to which the Inhabitants
of the district around La Soufriere have
fled In the hope ot fafety. is badly off for
water, and ho says "If more people are
crowded there they will not be able to ex-
ist. No term can be fixed to the action of
the mountain and the people cannot e on
like this Indefinitely."

Colorado Fuel and Iron Company

Company will make application
before Justice Brewer of the United State

Supreme Court at Washington to have dis-
solved the order of Judge Caldwell, appoint-
ing a master In chancery to conduct the an-

on December 10, with power to decide allquestions as to the stockholders' rights to
vote and other questions which may arieat the meeting. It is an appeal from the
