WILL BE ABOLISHED

Archbishop Kain Declares That
Immaculate Conception Church

Will He Abandoned.

TO TAKE EFFECT JANUARY 1.

Prelate Regards Committee's Ac-

tion in Notifying Him to Pay
Ten Thousand Dollars as

Impertinent.

"On and after January 1, 1S03, there will
bo no Catholic parish of the Immaculate
Conception in this city," said Archbishop
Kain esterday afternoon. '

"There be no need of a church build-
ing and the $10,000 which I promised under
certain conditions will not be forthcoming,
as the time to which the offer held good
has long since expired."

Thin statement was made by the Arch-
bishop in answer to the Intimation anions'
the Immaculate Conception parishioners
that he had failed to Keep his promise. It
precludes the possibility of the purchase of
the Chritlan Science property on Pine
street.

The Immaculate Conception Parish will be
divided among the adjacent parishes. St.
Trancis Xavler's will receive a portion of
the western part, and St. John's the eastern.
The remaining section will be divided be-

tween St. Bridget':, and St. Malachy's par-
ishes.

Tor reasons entirely satisfactory to him-
self the Archbishop has decided to abolish
the parish. In case an appeal should be
taken to the Apostolic Delegate at Wash-
ington, It is not probable that the identity
of the parish will be preserved, as the mat-
ter Is wily understood there, and It Is said
the Archbishop is favored.

HISTORY OF OFFER.
Archbishop Kain went over the history

of the offering of the $10,000, and related the
conditions, lie showed a copy of a letter
sent to the Reverend Father G. D. Power,
the pastor of the Immaculate Conception
Church, on December 3. 1901, in which he
offered to donate $10,000 out of the sum
realized from the sale of the present sue
lor tne purcnase 01 a new s'te.

This offer was not made at the time of
Judae Housh's rutin? holding that the
ArhViIhnn vfla fh 1wil f f. nt The
property, ibut two months earlier. It wa3
expressly 'stated that the offer was to hold
good only until the first day of April, ISOi.

"I took 'this action," said the Archbishop,
"hoping that affairs could be
adjusted. About the first of April Futher
Power v islted me, and after explaining con-
ditions in parish I consented to extend

time for four months.
"Meantime I had occasion to be In Wash-

ington, and called upon Cardinal Martinelli.
who was then the Anostollc Delegate. He
Informed roe that he had kept up with the
matter through the newspapers and said I
had been 'even too good and generous to the
complaining parish?

"I was assured that I would be upheld,
and have no doubt that the new delegate
will rustain me when the case Is presented
to him. If it should be presented."

"COMMITTEE IMPERTINENT."
"Upon my return to St. Louis I constantly

expected a visit from Father Power," con-
tinued the Archbishop, "but it was not until
the middle of October that I saw him, and
then only affr I had sent him a message
to wait on me.

"At this visit he stated to me that all ef-

forts to preserve the Immaculate Concep-
tion Parish seemed in vain. He said the
congregation was smaller than ever; that
he had only one pewholder. and if par-
ish were abolished It would give him the
opportunity to go abroad. It was dec! led
between us that the parish should be done
away with, and I gave him until the first
of the year to settle up Its affairs.

"That was tho last of the matter until he
came to me Monday and told me of the
plans to purchase the Christian Science
property. I told him there was no need for
church property, as the parish was to be
abolished.

"This morning I received a communica-
tion from the committee, whose appoint-
ment I have never authorized, and whose
existence Is not legal, asking that the J10.KO
be paid over. I regard this as impertinent,
as the matter was settled in October with
Father Power."

ON WAEASH AND BIG FOUR.

These Roads, Rock Island, Frisco
and Chicago and Eastern Illi-

nois Mentioned as the
Probable Purchasers.

The formal transfer of property in the
American Bottoms, which. It Is believed, is
wanted for railroad terminals, took place
Wednesday at Edwardsvllle. III. The land
secured totals 5M 9S acres. In one continuous
portion, bine north from the Iritenwction
of the right9 of way of the Wubash and the
Big Four Mitchell. 111.

The purchaser was, represented by Albert
W. Hester of Chicago, agent of the Chicago
Title and Trust Company.

The --rreatcr portion of the tract, 517 acres,
was acquired from John J. Mitchell St.
Louis. Mr. Mitchell had partitioned the
land among- his dauEhters. retaining a life
Interest, so that he and his daughter- - s'gned
the deeds jointly. They were represented
In the transaction by II.

F. H. Prince Co. of Boston for more
than a year. This does not give con-
trol to the St. Louis party, but the

This railroad connects with the Grand
Trunk, the Wabash, and other friendly con-
nections of both systems, and with the
Chicago and EaBtern Illinois, the Ann Ar-
bor, recently acquired by the Wabash, and
other railroads in which St. Louis capital
Is represented. Railroad men of St. Louis
are represented in the directorate of the
St. Louis Union Trust Company, one the
most prominent of whom Is Mr. Yoakum,president of "the Frisco.

The purchase of the Pere Marquette
stock has been connected with Frisco
plans, but no nam's have been announced.
The Grand Trunk has many friends In St.
Louis, and so has the Wabash, now in
that territory.

STATEMENT OF EMPLOYES.

Sentiment Favoring- - Orjraalxallon by
Railroad Clerks

Clerks employed In the local offices of
railroads at St Louis and Bast St. Louis,
apart from the general cilices, claim that
they, as a class, have not been recognized
In the general increase in wages to railroad
employes all over the country, and the sen-
timent of a few years ago for organization
is again strong.

One of these local office employes states
that the general office employes number
about one-fift- h of the clerks employed In
various offices In St. Louis, and that to the
four-fifth- s the railroad clerks transpor-
tation and like favors are not extended.
This employe also states that salaries are
lower than formerly, and that they are be-
ing reduced with every change In position.

Supply and demand, which to a great ex-
tent regulates the salaries of the clerks, it
is contended, does not apply to the union-
ized employes because of contracts between
the organizations and the railroad mana-gers. In a communication The Republic.
it Is stated: "The clerks are not participat-
ing in the acknowledged prosperous condi-
tions and higher cost of living except atthe wrong end."
