The platform was occupied by a
representative body of men identified with
the United Irish League, under whose aus-

pices the reception was held, including
many of the Catholic clergy and several
Protestant ministers.

town streets, entered the ball and occupied

LEAHY PRESIDES AT MEETING.
John P. Leahy, president of the United

Irish League, called the meeting to order in
a brief speech, in which he explained the
purpose of the reception to the Irish envoy.
At the mention of Michael Davitt's name
there was prolonged cheering, fend this was
repeated later whenever his name was al-

luded to by the speakers who followed.
Mr. Leahy then introduced Edward Devoy
cs the chalriaaa of the meeting.

Mr. Devoy made a short address, in
which he felicitated the audience upon the
demonstration in honor of the distinguished
guest-- He then Introduced Lieutenant Gov-
ernor John A. Lee.

Lieutenant Governor Lee made a most elo-
quent, though brief, address of welcome. In
the name of the great Commonwealth of
Missouri, he extended a welcome to one of
Ireland's most devoted advocates, whoso
life and energy and strength of purpose had
been devoted to her cause. All liberty-lovin- g

people, wherever found, honor him be-

cause he represents the right as against
wrong, the weak against the strong, he
said.

FATHER KEARNEY SPEAKS.
Father Kearney, chairman of the Com-

mittee on Resolutions, was the next speak-
er. In a very earnest speech he reviewed
the history ot Ireland, called attention to
the conditions obtaining Under British rule
for so many years, end. paid a high tribute
to the Indefatigable labors and courage of
such leaders as Dillon, Redmond and Da- -
Tilt.

Chairman Deroy' read the following reso-
lution, which was unanimously adopted;

Resolved, That this assemblage of
of St. Louis and thlr friend express thtir

horror and Indignation at the ptnecutlon of the
people of Ireland and their choea representatives
at the bands cf an nnsornpaloui Government.

Rsolved. That w are convinced the Irish
party and United Irish League are

pursuing a wist coarse and adopting practical
methods the only feialble methods that can at
present be adopted for the benefit of our race
and fatherland.

Resolved, That we fully lndorte the United
Irish League, whose principles are Just and patri-
otic, and that we deem it tie duty of every Irish-
man who claims allegltnce to Ireland to give It
bla earnest support.

OVATION FOR MR. DAVITT.

Mr. Davitt was then Introduced. As he
walked to the desk he received an ovation.
The entire assemblage arose and cheered
tutmultuously for five minutes, while the
band played "The Wearing of the Green."
When the tumult had subsided the distin-
guished guest, whose empty right coat
sleeve was a matter ot surprised comment
to most of those present, bowed his
acknowledgments and thanked the audience
for its generous reception.

Mr. Davitt, to view of the lateness of the
hour, spoke less than half an hour. His
speech was a clear and convincing exposi-
tion of the Irish question, and his manner
and delivery were so earnest and forceful
as to bold the close attention, and he was
frequently Interrupted by enthusiastic ap-
plause. He expressed his regret that the
Illness of his colleague, John Dillon, pre-
vented him sharing the pleasure of wit-
nessing such a magnificent demonstration.

The speaker said the duty devolving upon
him and Mr. Dillon was two-fol- of ap-
pealing for financial assistance In behalf ot
the Nationalist movement from their own
kith and kin, and of asking the moral sup-
port of the American people. If the re-
sponses from both were quick and generous,
the cause In which they labored would be
successful. In the early days ot the Amer-
ican Republic George Washington had ap-
pealed similarly to France and the Irish
Farllament, and the latter had been quick
to respond to the appeal.

PLEADSFOR IRELAND'S CAUSIi
To enlist"' this support, he said, the

American people must be satisfied that Ire-
land' cause Is Just, that the proposed rem-
edies are practicable, and that the British
Government has failed to do Its full duty
by her.

He called attention to the arbitrary pow-

ers vested in and exercised by the Lord
Lieutenant, who rules Ireland, who is ap-
pointed by the British Government. He
declared that, although Ireland is prac-
tically a crimeless country, there are three
times as many police quartered on her as
on Scotland. Citing many instances of
government as practiced under the Lord
Lieutenant, the speaker asked: "Are we
not justified In asking ' for national

and agitating ceaselessly and
earnestly until we get it?"

HOME RULE WANTED FIRST.
Speaking or the remedies proposed by the

Nationalists, the speaker said that, under
the present movement, which originated
twenty-thre- e years ago, Ireland Is ntarer
the culmination of her hopes than at
any time In the 200 years of her struggle.
Home rule is the minimum of the present
demands. Although it would be better for
Ireland and for England also If Ireland was
forever politically severed from Great Brit-
ain, still home rule will suffice at present.
Let the sons of the present generation take
up the fight later on and push it to the ex-

treme they deem reasonable.
Another equally important demand Is a

reform in the land system, so that tenant
farmers may acquire by purchase from ab-
sentee landlords the lands which their
energy and toil have made valuable. The
movement to this end begun twenty-thro- e

ysars ago, was resisted by tho Government
and the advocates of It thrown into prison.
Later the Government was forced to release
the prisoners and make concessions, pass-
ing a land act irr accordance w ith the de-

mand.
CONDITIONS HAVE BEEN IMPROVED.

Under the legislation wrung from the Gov-

ernment tho conditions of the farmers and
laborers have been greatly improved. Rents
have been cut down $200,000,000. and there
are 0,000 freeholders who purchased" the
land from the British landlords. Legislation
in many of the counties is in absolute con-

trol of councils composed of tenant farmers
and freeholders. Within a year, the speaker
declared, the Government will be forced to
accede to all the provisions of the demands
made upon it in 1879. In twenty-thre- e years
the Nationalists have beaten the British
out of their lands, out of the government
of counties, and will eventually succeed in
obtaining national

The speaker briefly referred to the criti-
cisms heaped upon the movement by advo-

cates of force, and expressed the opinion
that a resort to force was the privilege and
the right of a mlsgoverend people where
there was a chance to vindicate the right
by an appeal to arms, but he doubted the
wisdom of such a course by the Irish people
under present conditions.

A telegram announcing that John Dillon
was improving was read and received with
cheers. There were also read telegrams
from Colonel Blake. M. Malet, the Boer
commander, and letters of regret from Gov-

ernor Dockery, Archbishop Kaln and Mayor
Wells.

In fact, the claim was made
that the e&tate had already been disposed of
and, with the exception of a. few provisions,
the bulk of the estate had been vested In
Miss Hill. This beneficiary was the step-
sister ot Mr. Fulierton and had for year?
been his housekeeper.

Silas P. Hubbell. a cousin and one cf the
closest blood relatives of Mr. Fulierton, now
seeks to prove that fraudulent means were
used to Induce him to sign away his interest
in the estate. In the event of Mr. Fulierton
having died Intestate and still holding thtitlo to his fortune, Mr. Hubbell would, un-
der the law. have been entitled to nearly, ifnot quite, half the estate.

For this, he says, he received SiO.OOO cishand Mls Hill's note for a like amount. Sid-
ney lubbcll, a brother of the plilntiff, hasan equal interest In the outcome of the liti-
gation.

Because he could rot use antiseptics In
operations where the knife was used with-
out contracting eczrma Doctor Adolph
lsorent. tho great Austrian suigeon, is said
to nave been forced to abandon the old
method and turn his attentions in a direc-
tion that resulted in his developing the
"bloodless" treatment which he is using so
successfully in orthopedic cases, and which
reifuhes no antiseptics, as the operation is
performed wholly by muscular manipula-
tion

versity surgeons, but was compelled to givoup the position oecause of eczema break-ing out on his hands, foUowing the applica-
tion of antiseptics which were necessary to
be used in the knife operation.

"He told me of this while he was here
and said that the eczema would remain on
his hunds and arms for months, rendering
him totally unlit for service in the operating-r-
oom.

"Undaunted by this he took up the study
of surgery by manipulation and practiced
it for a number of years In Venice.

"While he was alwavs deservedly popular
with the medical profession he did not at-
tain any considerable fame, but at last hisopportunity came and he has taken ad-vantage of it.

"When I saw him a few days ago he
seemed quite overwhelmed at the ovations
which are being tendered to him. In fact,
he never seemed to recover from his sur-
prise or to understand Just why it was. He
Is doing great work and has learned theEnglish language remarkably well.

"Surgery, like medicine, lias specialties.
Orthopedy Is a surgical specialty. It means
the treatment of children for deformity and
can best be done by experienced manipula
tion in cases of congenital dislocation of
the hip.

"Orthopedy is practiced more or less by
all surgeons, but we generally prefer to
turn such cases over to orthopedic special-
ists, of whom there are comparatively few
In St. Louis, although there are a great
many in other citls.

"I have had several cases of this sort,
but In the last few vears have made it a
practice to refer them to specialists.
METHOD NOT NEW TO PROFESSION.
"The treatment of hip-joi- nt dislocation

by manipulation is not new, and is treated
of at length in almost every surgical text-
book for seven years back.

"Doctor Lorenz'a specialty is the treat-
ment of congenital hip dislocation of chil-
dren between the ages of 3 and 10 years.
By congenital I mean children who have
been born with this deformity.

"He has attained a wonderful dexterity
and delicacy in the manipulation required
in these cases, as well as a knowledge of
what Is the best thing to be done for each
patient.

"It Is almost Impossible to treat a child
over 10 years old successfully, for by that
time the tissues havo become hardened and
less flexible than in extreme ycuth."

ORGANIZATION UNDER

THE NEW CHARTER.

To the Editor of The Republic:
St. Louis, Nov. 36. The proposition to

abolish the House of Delegates Is one that
few would care to oppose. Public attention
has been centered on the delinquencies of
the House for good reason. But it should
not be forgotten that the Council has not
been blameless. A majority of a late House
of Delegates has been indicted, an equal
proportion of contemporaneous Council con-
gratulate themselves that the statute of
limitations now bars further Investigation
of their conduct end action on street rail-
way and lighting bills.

Casting about for a plan for organization
of city legislature that will prevent recur-
rence of evils, olection on a general ticket
has often been suggested and some seem to
regard it as a panacea. But it will be nec-
essary to go deeper to reach a result.

The vicious feature of our present sys-
tem, which results in the election of bad
men to both houses, members of the House
directly, and of the Council indirectly,
through control of conventions, primaries
and party machinery. Is not so much tha
fault cf the good citizen as ot the city
Charter, which ties the hands of the good
citizen and subjects him to the sway of the
ward boss, by its provisions as to wards.
In the discussion of a new Charter this fea-
ture should receive careful"attentlon.

The ward under our present Charter ex-

ists only. In a legal sense, for tho purpose
of electing a member of the House of Del-
egates every two years. Politically It' Is
a unit of organization, represented in cen-
tral committees and sending a delegation
to party conventions. Since Uie unit ex-

ists only for these purposes, the ordinary
citizen, who has business and other cares,
takes little or no part in ward affairs dur-
ing the Interval between elections, leaving
It possible for bad men to gain such com-
plete control that they can laugh at the
spasmodic efforts ot good citizens to exert
an Influence on nominations and often to
smother their votes at primary and even
forma! elections by filling the election
places with unscrupulous or corrupt elec-
tion officials.

In order to make the supremacy ot the
bad element more secure, the Charter pro-
vides that the Municipal Assembly shall
readjust the ward boundaries every five
years, ostensibly to "equalize the number
of registered voters In each ward." Prac-
tically the legislators, particularly those in
the House of Delegates, study to perpetuate
their own power or that of the gang to
which they belong by gerrymandering the
boundaries so as to eliminate any influence
that may be dangerous.

A glance at a map of the city, showing
ward boundaries and numbers, will suffice
to show that the wards are laid out so as
to secure a dominating number of wards
that can be controlled by bosses, not neces-
sarily ot one party, and the numbers are so
arranged that the controlled wards have
low numbers, and are, therefore, first called
in party conventions. In this way results
are often reached before the uncontrolled
wards are given a voice.

Having set forth the cause ot political
disease. It remains to propose a remedy.

Don't destroy the ward, but reform and
ennoble it.-- The wards should be reduced in
number to, say, fifteen. They should be
laid out to extend from eastern to western
boundarV of the city, and should, when laid
out, have a nearly equal population. The
boundaries should be fixed by the Charter
and be unalterable. This Is Intended to cre-
ate and foster local feeling and pride. To
make this local feeling strong enough to
enlist tho interest and activity of taxpay-
ers, go a step farther, and make the ward
an administrative unit, with responsibility
for and control of purely local affairs. Why
should the extreme northern ward have
power to say whether a street or alley In
the extreme south shall or shall not be con-
structed with one or another material?
Give each ward a proportionate share of a
fund, and let It keen clean or eo dirtv. re- -
Pair and embellish its streets and public
nlaces or leave them uncarcd for. as thev
tove becn- - Make the administrative heads

legislative body and give them a fair salary.
Restrict the general legislative body to
legislation affecting the whole city, and la

ihk; Jg, JdVj&,
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like manner the central executive to general
functions.

The organization here suggested bears
general analogy to a county under township
organization. The suggestion is not. there-
fore, so radical or novel as may at first
seem It also resembles the organization of
Old World cities, and that of Greater New
York. ROBERT E. McMATII.
