Babyion, I. L, Nov. 3.—~There is nothing
remarkable in the appearance of an old

Comparatively few of the many who pass
it from day to day know that it was onece
the home of an officer In the American
Army during the Revolution, who after-
wards was a leanding member of the Suffolk
County bar,

Such, however, Is the case. The occupant |
of the old house in question was Colpnel
Abraham Skinner, who for some time dur~;
ing the first war with England was at-
tached to Genernl Washlngton's stafl.

Colonel Skinner wa= a notive of Jumaica
L. 1., it Is believed, although he may have
