Washington, Dee. 1. The contest over the
omnibus statehood bill began upon the
meeting of Congress. As soon as the Sen-

ate adjourned there was a conference In
Senator Hale's committee-roo- attended
by Senators Allison, Aldrlch, Hale. Piatt
of Connecticut, Cullotn, Iodge, Hanna and
Ueverldge. the latter the chairman of the
Committe on Territories. These gentlemen
representee tho Republicans who are op-
posed to the omnibus bill admitting Okla-
homa. New Mexico and Arizona, and It is
understood favor a bill admitting Oklahoma
only.

The friends of the omnibus bill were also
active, and claim to have the names of
fifteen Republican Senators pledged to sup-
port the omnibus bill, which, with the Dem-
ocrats, will insure its passage.

It is probable that a. Republican caucus
upon the subject will be held.

It is evidently the
purpose of the Republican party to deny
admlsslon to New Mexico, so as to offset
the appearance of partisan action in the
matter, as it is well known that New Mex-
ico Is as strongly Republican as Arizona
is Democratic.

of that Territory is dangerously
close."

Senator Nelson of Minnesota, who holds
the balance of power on the Committee on
Territories, declared this morning against
the admission of New Mexico and Arizona
to statohood. His reason was that six Dem
ocratic Senators would be elected from the
three new States.

It is now thought certain that the com-
mittee will make a report In favor of strik-
ing out all after the nineteenth section In
the omnibus bill. The first nineteen sections
provide for the admission of Oklahoma.
The remaining sections relate to Arizona
and New Mexico.

If the omnibus bill Is defeated there does
not appear to be very much chance for the
ndmlsslon of Oklahomt. Quay will not sup-

port a bill for the admission of Oklahoma
alone, and neither will Halley.
