VENEZUELA AVERTS

CLASH WITH GERMANY

President Castro Makes Written
Acceptance of Part of Claims

Against Ilis Countrv.

ENGLAND IS TO BE SATISFIED.

Sudden Yielding, It Is Supposed,
Is Due to Inclination of United

States Not to Interpose
Any Objections.

Berlin, Doc. L President Csstro of Vene-
zuela handed, probably on last Thursday, to
the German Minister at Caracas a written
acceptance of part of German 's claims
sufficiently comprehensive to delay the pres-
entation of a Joint ultimatum by Ger-
many and Great Britain, if not rendering
It altogether unnecessary.

It Is also understood that Great Britain's
demands will be satisfied.

Toreisn Secretary von Richthofcn and the
British Foreizn Secre ary. Lord Lnnsdowne.
are now In correspondence over Venezuela's
change of front.

This Government considers that a peaceful
settlement of the dl"p.:ie is quite probable
and attributes President Castro's jieldins:
to the fact that he has become aware that
tho United States would not Inlfrnoep anv

J obstacle to the forcible collection of tho
claims of Germany and Great Britain.

President Castro tried by every mar.s to
keep Great Britain and Germany apart In
discussing the settlements, intimating- or
promising first one thins and then another.

Germany, having entered into a genera!
agreement with Great Britain to exact a
settlement jointly, will not malsc a sep-
arate agreement. Consequently, the two
Powers may yet conclude it necesary to
disregard President Catro's qualified offers
and present an ultimatum to Venezuela.

The German cruisers Amazon-"- . Ariadne
and Nioba continue fitting out at Kiel for
prolonged absence. The view in naval quar
ters Is that the cruisers will b :,ent to the
West Indies, irrespecth e of the Venezuelan
affair.
