Speci'il correspondence from that city in
this week's of the Manufacturers
Record says:

In lumber, in rail-
road building and In municipal development
the progress is truly striking, and In the
promise for still further advancement th$
conditions of y hold out opportunities
of the most attractive sort.

preliminary character, and that what Is still
to be done will fa. surpass everything here
tofore accomplished.

All the old houses
in the cf nter of the city, some of which had
been vacant for years, are now occupied,
and tho demand Is now greater than tha
supply.

"New Orleans is getting the benefit of the
new constitutional provision that all railr-

Ilvl. shall be exempt from taxation for ten
years, this provision having grently stimu-
lated the construction of all lines contem-
plating extension In Ixiuisiana and Into
New Orleans.

"One of the directions in which the In
dustries and commerce of New Orlaans U
expanding very noticeably is that of hand-
ling

Texas. Developments of thw past fifteen
years have wholly Hans-forme- the prairie
sections of Southwestern Louisiana and
Southeastern Texas. Where a few years
ngo there wus a sparse !optilation and
lands were selling for as little as 23 cents
tier acre there are now 3.000 persons, large-
ly from the Northwest, engaged in rice
farming and accessory pursuits, and lands
sell as high ac J73 to Jlii) an acre.

"The lumber trade has long been an im-
portant branch of the business of New
Orleans, hlch is- the center of a larse
tliriber section, but the development In cer-
tain lines been remarkable within ths
last few ears Especially Is this true of
cypress. Nearl , all of the big cypress prop-
erties of IiuIslana have been bought Lp for
development and price- - have gone iwaring.
Ieinds that could have been bought a fewyears ago at il and 13 an acre are now
selling at from CO to J9). So great Is the
demand for timber land that at one hotel
at New Orleans last week there were' at
e'inner twelve timber land buyers from the
Northwest. AH kinds of timber Is in great
demand now."
