This resolution was introduced just b fore
an adjournment was taken, and was passed
on to the Finance Committee with little
comment, as it covers the project only in
a general way. leaving the details to be
worked out by the committee and Superin-
tendent Suldan.

The sum to "be appropriated will be de-

cided by the necessities of the exhibit, the
money to - expended under the direction
of the Superintendent of Instruction In the
St. lyjuis public schools.
