SEPAKATH THE REVENUES.
S. paration of the taxable basis of the State from

that of the counties and municipalities should be ac-
companied by a wise consideration of varying and con-
flicting interests, none of which should suffer from
lavoiiiism or discrimination.

Under the present system of general taxation a
man owning a dollar's worth of property in one part of
Mis-ou- ri must frequently pay twice as much as a man
owning the same amount in another section of the
State. Between counties there Is even a
wider eliserepaney.

1 his unequal distribution of taxation Is not because
of uneven rates levied by the State. The State rate
is the same iu every part of Missouri, whether the
property be owned In a county or city. There Is,
however. .1 difference in assessments which is usually
in direct with the required needs of local ad-
ministrations.

Here in St. Louis, the revenues which could be de-
rived by a maximum rate of rnxatlon upon property
assessed at one-thir- d of its value the valuation used
in the majority of the counties would not support one-ha- lf

of the institutions of government. Necessity has
compelled the assessment of property at about 70 per
cent of Its value. In other cities the same condition
of affairs exists. Some counties, because of large
debts, lrive increased their local assossnu-nt- . 'n order
to offset tho limit placed on the rate of tivrlon by
the Constitution.

Tliis is manifestly unfair. The late Rhodes Clay
introduced into the General Assembly a bill to sepa-
rate State and taxation. He proposed to elo It by
allowing tho State to secure all revenues the as-

sessment of semlpublic franchises and those corpora-
tions which secured their right to do business
the State.

This measure permitted the local lwards to assess
and collect taxes upon the real property of corpora-
tions, but not to derive any revenues from the charter
granted by the State. As the donor of a privilege,
the State has the right and should secure the revenue
from the grant.

Missouri should not impose the present burden up-
on its citizens. The two sorts of property both valu-

ableshould be separated and the revenues devoted
to their respective purposes. Until this is done com-
plaints will continue to be made. The taxp ivers. the
holders of real estate, are bearing burdens which
should be equalized. Lt the members of the new
General Assembly turn their attention to this im-

portant work. A united and nonpartisan effort will
secure the passage of the necessary legislation. It is
a business pioposition which deserves the support of
legislators.

Our case is somewhat
different from that of England or other countries, and
therefore j re ctdents do not always apply.

for the corporations, and the great danger to our
Institutions Is tl-a- t these great aggregations of wealth
mav- - endeavor to control legislation and do tilings that
sm i!It bodies could not attempt.

Our system of taxation Is tho crudest on the civilized
earth, with possibly the exception of Turkev and n f
the Oriental countries. Tho laws of every State are differ-
ent, and by mean- - cf this. large aggregations of capital
avoid paling their share of the cost of government. Weare just that n franchise tax Is tho easiest

of any, and probably one of the fairest ways ofraising revenue. Of course, those who manage corpora-
tions will object, as evervbody does, to rajlng taxe. but
nevertheless jt i3 rjght an(1 propr. Thcse who haye tho
protection of the State should bear their share of Its bur-
dens.

I have alwajs believed In an income tax. nnd havethought th-i- t the decision of our Supreme Court against
th constitutionality of puch tax was one of the most un-

What is done by the resort e keepers, with the money
sent to them? Do they put It away In their vaults untildemanded by its owners? Far from this. Banks are notphilanthropists, ard do not profess to I.e. Pleased as some
banks are to make a great show of deposits, not one ofthem would keep the reserve of another bank and be re-
sponsible fcr Its loss. If It could not make some profitableuo of the money thus confided to Its keeping; in otherwords, could not lend It to advantage. But If it is lent.men it is i.ot surely in the vaults of the bank. One can-i- ot

cat his cake and keep it. too. The fault lies In thelaw, and not in the bank. But what becomes of the funda-
mental idea of a reserve when the money is not thus keptbut loaned out? It Is a mlsu-- e of worela to call thisa reserve; It Is mockery: and every banker engaged In
national banking knows It. The reserve thus sent away
and loaned Is not reserve in any true sene of the term;the bank has simply a record of the existence of themoney; a few lines and figures In a ledger. The money
Itself Is fljlng on the wings of speculation, no one knows
where.

Is legal, hut the reserve is there-
by destroyed. What, then, is the course of a receiving
bank in lending the reserve of another bink committed to
its care? As it has agreed to return the money on de-
mand, in order to have the money at command It is
usually loaned at calL A bank, by lending It In this man-mc- r.
