ARIZONA AND NEW MEXICO.

Delegate Rodey Criticise Senator
BcrerldKe's Report ami Asks Press

to Withhold Its Decision.

Washington. Dec 19. Delegate Rodey or
i Kew Mexico y published an appeal di- -'

rected to the editors and press of the coun-
try asking for their aid and for fair treat- -

.ment of the Territories that are lighting
i for admission to the Union against the pow-

erful sectional and other Interests that, he
says, are trying to keep them out.

He says thero prevails everywhere a
great lack of Information. Ho contends
that the census Is incorrect as to the Terri-
tories of Now Mexico and Arizona; that
Arizona has not less than 175.000 people
within lta borders, and that they are as In-

telligent as any people in the nation, and
there Is not to exceed 5 or 6 per cent of il-

literacy In the population of the Territory;
that It is the richest mineral section of lh-

United States, and that It has absolute ana
prospective irrigation projects and possibili-
ties that would make it rank as one of the
most prosperous of tho States. He declares
that the Mormon question is of so little ac-
count there that It could not ilgure in the
Territory's affairs.

As to New Mexico, Mr. Rodcy contends
that it has not less than 330,00) inhabitants,
of whom three-fifth- s are people from the
States, and their descendants, and that the
remaining tw American citizens of
Spanish descent are the best of 'citizens to
be found anywhere, and that more than
one-ha- lf of them speak the English lan-
guage. Ho asserts thero is not to exceed
15 per cent of illiteracy in the whole Terri-
tory, and that it has the Ilnest system of
public schools and educational Institution
In proportion to Itn population of any juris-
diction In the nation; that it is greatest
live stock country under the flag and has
mora coal and iron than any other State or
Territory, and that it Is progressing y

faster than any other part of tho nation.
The Irrigation possibilities, he says, are

almost unlimited. He criticises the Bever-idg- o

subcommittee report on New Mexico
and Arizona, and says that the tindings In
It are based, not upon the average, but upon
the very exceptional things. He asks the
press of the country to withhold Its editorial
judgment on the question of the admission
of New Mexico and Arizona to the United
States until both sides of tho question shall
ha-- e been discussed on the floor of the
Senate after the first of January next.

the City 100,000.

TEN PER CENT OF EARNINGS.

Proposed Route Is From Third and
Morgan to Xorthern, West-

ern and Southern
Boundaries.

Another railway bill, making the plxth
now pending, was introduced in the City
Council yesterday by request.

It is styled an ordinance authorizing Wil-

liam H. Garland, Georgo W. Avery and
Emmette W. Settle, under the name of the
Missouri Elevated Railway Company, to
construct, operate and maintain an elevated
road from Third and Morgan streets to the
northern, southern and western city limits.

Tho company offers to pay tho city $23,-0-

cash when the ordinance Is passed, $75.-O-

more before work on tho road is begun,
and J2j.Wj or 10 per cent of the net earn-
ings annually after the road Is in opera-
tion.

A fifty-ye- franchise Is asked for, with
tho stipulation that the city may purchase
the road at any time after proper ordinandi
to that effect Is passed by the Municipal
Assembly.

Mr. Sheehan. who introduced the meas-
ure, emphasized the remark that he was do-

ing so by request. The following route is
proposed for the Missouri Elevated Rail-
way:

Beginning at Morgan and Third streets to
Tiveltth, to Gay, to Fourteentli, along 1' our-tcen- th

to alley tetween Morgan and Frank-
lin; along alley to Twentieth; along Twen-
tieth to alley tetween Chestnut and Markrt;

FRESHMEN SUSPENDED

Effort to Wrest Control of Wash-
ington From Soph-

omores Was the Cause.

MUST GO BEFORE FACULTY.

Sophomores Had Barricaded Gym-
nasium and Chancellor Chaplin

Discovered Freshmen As-
saulting "Blockade."

Twelve members of the freshman class of
the Washington University stand suspend-
ed, pending action of the university faculty,
which will take up the matter Monday
afternoon.

The suspension was made by Chancellor
W. S. Chaplin, and followed an attempt of
the freshmen to prevent the sophomore
class of tho university from inscribing their
class numerals upon the walls of the gym-
nasium.

Chancellor Chaplin stated last night that
the matter was not a very serious one, and
that It was the Ilrst trouble tiie university
has had for some years. Asked what pun-
ishment probably would be administered to
the freshman class members. Chancellor
Chaplin said:

"We havo no rule governing such matters
and I could not possibly say what the pen-
alty might be. It is a matter solely in tho
hands of the faculty, and I have no idea
what that body will do al the meeting Mon-
day afternoon."

For years it has been the custom for tho
sophomore and freshman clas-- rs to have ;v
contest of this character on the Frid.iy pre-
ceding Christmas, and this year tho sopho-
mores anticipated the freshmen by seizing
the gymnasium Thursday night and barri-
cading it in a mo-- t effective manner. The
llOOrS mill T.IIKlntVc li.tr.-- lnti,rtn.il .iftli
barbed wire, and monster poles were used
iu iuiim tiie - biocKaue more forcible.Friday morning when the freshmen dis-
covered the coup the enemy had played upon
them, thev gathered their forces and begana vicious onslaught upon the barricade.
The bombardment was severe, but thesophomores never hoisted the white Hag.

FRESHMEN WERE TARDY.
So Interested were tho freshmen 'in theirattempts to break the "blockade" that thehour for lectures came, and they were not

In their places. Chancellor Chaplin was no-
tified of the absentees, and he began to
reconnolter.

His arrival upon the scene, however, hadlittle, if any, effect upon the Freshmen, forthey continued their attacks, apparently
oblivious of the "presence of the cnuncellor.

Chancellor Chaplin, observing that more
than his presence was required to bring
about a cessation of hostilities, commanded
tho Freshmen to "break ranks." But theireshmen heeded not the command and
when they failed to obey the second order
Chancellor Chaplin declared the whole at-
tacking army of Freshmen suspended.

Tho siege was Immediately raised afterthe order of suspension was Issued, butpeace with tho chancellor could not be af-
fected. The Freshmen will stand suspended
until they are either reinstated bv the fac-
ulty or pay tho penalty for their breach
of peace.

Chancellor Chaplin declined to give thenames of the Freshmen who were suspend-
ed, but stated that the number would not
exceed twelve.

raise: for. the brotherhoods.
Engineer! and Firemen Granted a

SUOO.OOO Advance.
Chicago, Dec. 19. Increases In wages

amounting to 1600,000 a year are to be grant-
ed the locomotive engineers and firemen
employed by the Chicago and Northwestern
Railroad and its branch lines through an
agreement y between otlicials of the
railroads and committees representing the
Brotherhood of Locomotive Engineers and
the Brotherhood of Locomotive Firemen.

The new scale will go into effect January
1. It provides for increases of approxi-
mately 8 per cent in the pay of the members
of the labor organizations. The engineers
will receive from JS.tO to $4.70 for each run
of 100 miles. They are now paid front J3.70

to $4.30.
The high rate Is paid to the men who run

the larger and newer englnea The number
of these engines Is constantly growing, and,
it is said, a majority of tho men will receive
the rate. The advances made to the
flremen is not as large proportionately as
those obtained by the engineers.

The company has agreed, however, to ex-
cuse the men from the work of cleaning
portions of freight engines, and this con-
cession is regarded as important as tho In-
crease in wages. Under the new scale tho
flremen are to receive $2.25 to $2.75 for each
run of 100 miles. The present scale Is from
$2.20 to $2.00.

Of the flremen and engineers who are ben-
efited by the new arrangement 3,500 are

on tho Chicago and Northwestern
:ailroad. Tho other 1,509 are employed on

tho St. Paul, Minneapolis and Omaha and
the Elkhorn, Fremont and Missouri Valley
railroads, which are under Northwestern
control.

RAISE RATES BY MILLIONS.

Railroads JnitlTy Incrense on Ground
of Railway Expenses.

Chicago, Dec 19. After repeated con-

ferences traffic officials of lines east of
Chicago have determined to make extensive
changes in commodity rates, which will
amount to a general advance of about 5 per
cent, and will add many millions of dollars
to the aggregate revenues.

The new schedules will be placed In effect
as soon as arrangements can be made after
January 1. and by January 15 all changes
will be operative. The most radical uctlon
Is to be taken with reference to commodity
rates, for It Is asserted that fully 50 per
cent of these are to be taken out, and the
commodities which they affect placed back
In their respective classes.

These changes, however, will not affect
50 per cent of the volume of traffic which
now moves on commodity rates, as tho
main commodities, such as grain, are to he
left where recent increases In their rates
placed them.

Tho traffic men justify their action solely
upon the ground of increased cost of all ar-
ticles entering into railway construction and
use.

Western lines contemplate a material In-
crease in rates January 1. It was an-
nounced to-d- that arrangements had
been completed for a restoration on Jan-
uary 1 of full 90 per cent of the reduced
tariffs, which had been filed since the is-
suance of the United States court Injunc-
tions.

WOMEN ARE NOW TO HAVE A

VOTE IN NEW HAMPSHIRE.

Amendments to Constitntlon Also
Provide Xevr Basis for Represen-

tation in Legislature.

Concord. N. H.. Dec. 19. The convention
lor tho revision of the Constitution of tho
State concluded its labors and took final
adjournment y. It has framed nine
amendments to the Constitution.

These provide for the prohibition of trusts;
for the extension of the suffrage to women;
for a tax upon Inheritances and franchises;
for an educational qualification of the suf-
frage; to strike the word Protestant from
tho bill of rights; to establish voting pre-

cincts: to place representation in the Legis-

lature upon a new basis; to extend the crim-
inal jurisdiction of police courts, and to
require the examination of commissioned
officers In the mllltla.

BECKHAMANN0UNCES HIMSELF

Will Be Candidate for Democratic
Nomination for Governor.

Frankfort, Ky., Dec 19. Governor J. W.
C. Beckham in an address "to the
Democrats of Kentucky," announces him-
self as a candidate for for the
full term to the office of chief executive.

His present term, that of filling out the
unexpired term of the late William .Goebel.
expires on December 12, 1903. The election
is to be held in November next year, and
the Democratic .party Is to nominate by
the primary election method on May 9 next.

ENVOYS TO THE FAIR.

China and Japan Represented in
St. Louis by Accredited

Commissioners.

BUILDING SITE TO BE CHOSEN.

Kee Owgang Is a Member of the
Chinese Legation Waichi Will

Beport Conditions in the
"Exposition City.

Kee Owgang. representative of the Im-
perial Chinese Court to the World's Fair,
and Waichi Arakl, Commissioner to the
Fair from Japan, arrived in St. Louis last
night with credentials from their respective
Governments. Both of tho distinguished
Orientals are stopping at the Planters
Hotel.

Mr. Kee comes as a representative of his
country through the Chineso Legation at
Washington. He in authorized to select the
site for the Imperial Pavilion and arrange
for space for the Chinese exhibit In the
various main palaces of the Exposition.

The qualifications of Mr. Keo for perform-
ing his mission arise from his connection
witli the legal department of the legation.
HN presence in St. Ixmls at this time Is
due to the imperial edict of the Empress
Dowager commanding the departments of
her Go eminent to prepare for oi'.lolal

in the World's r.

Mr. Kee confirms the cabled reports that
the Imperial Prince Chun, first cousin of
the Emperor, has been designated as chief
Commissioner to the Exposition. Prlnco
Chun passed through St. Louis on his way
to attend the coronation of King Edward
VII. According to Mr. Kee he is an en-
thusiast on the subject of Chinese participa
tion in tno Fair.

World's Fair officials have been advised
of Mr. Kee's arrival and will meet him to-
day, to take up the oiilclal matters entrust-
ed to his charge. Mr. Kee's Instructions
are positive, and he wishes to convey at
once to his Government notification that
provisions havo been made for a building
site and space in the exhibit palaces.

"The entire Chinese nation is most friend-
ly to the United States." said Mr. Kee.
"This is largely due to the action of Secre-
tary Hay. In the recent troubles between
China and the Powers. My Emperor feels
that he has a friend In the President of
the United States. The various depart-
ments of the Government thought that they
could not better show appreciation than
making a good exhibit at the World's Fair.

"I feel safe in saying that China will easi-
ly surpass any previous display made at
any exposition. Merchants and llanciers of
China appreciate that thsy cannot form bet-
ter connections than with the commercial
bodies of tho United States. I will remain
In St. Louis until 1 am able to make some
definite report to the Legation at Wash-
ington."

Mr. Arakl. Commissioner to tho World's
Fair from Japan, announced last night that
the Mikado's commission to the World's
Fair was on lti way to the United States.
The commission sailed from Japan on the
steamship "Doric" of the Occidental and
Oriental Steam Ship Company.

Mr. Arakl is also here to Incidentally rep-
resent the international Industrial exposi-
tion, to bo held at Osaka. Japan. In 1903.
Ho spent several weeks In New York pur-
chasing exhibits for the Osaka fair. Mr.
Arakl Is a merchant, and has business con-
nections in the leading cities of the world.

Th Chief Commissioner to the St. Louis
World's Fair, he says, will bo the Honor-
able Kinchl, chief of the Bureau of Com-
merce and Manufacturers of Japan. Mr.
Isobe. chief of the records of the name
bureau, will bo the second official. The two
additional Commissioners will bo Ynbase
of tho Treasury Department and Mr. Ueno.

"The last named CommlfSloner," said Mr.
Arakl, "was chosen from the merchants of
Japan, because of bin prominence as a busi-
ness man. Ho is not a noble, but he has
the confidence of all prospective exhibitors.
His name on tho Commission will Inspire
confidence and carry inestimable weight."

Mr. Arakl has been commissioned to per-
form the very Important task of writing a
report of Ms impressions of St. Louis. He
will seek data from the World's Fair man-
agement concerning the preparations being
made for the reception of foreign exhibit",
and the accommodation of foreign visitors
to tho Exposition.

During the recent visit of J. E. Smith of
the World's Fair Directorate to the land
of the Mikado. Mr. Arakl was officially ap-
pointed his, conductor and interpreter. Mr.
Smith spoke before commercial bodies In
many cities of Japan. These talks weie
translated In such an Intelligent manner by
Mr. Arakl that the results have been shown
In the widespread interest of Japanese in
the Exposition. During his visit in St. Louis
Mr. Arakl will be entertained by Mr. Smith.

KUCHA XAJf TO TRAVEL AG A IX.

Clothed With Virtual Powers of D-
irector of Exposition.

State Labor Comm'.ssloner Brigham ad-
dressed the commission y, pointing out
Iowa's possibilities in the way of a manu-
facturing exhibit.

LYNCH TO BE TRIED

ON TREASON CHARGE

Indictment Against Member of
Parliament Is the First of Its

Kind in Sixty-Tw- o Years.

PRISONER FOUGHT WITH BOERS

Had Several Exciting Experiences
as Commander of the Second

Irish Corps and Then lie-turne- d

to England.

London, Dec. 19 The Grand Jury, sum-
moned to consider the Indictment of Colonel
Arthur Lynch, member of Parliament for
Galway, who wa3 arrested June 11, on the
charge of high treason. In connection with
the part he took in the South African War,
where he Is alleged to have commanded the
Irish Brigade, returned a true bill against
the defendant.

The Lord Chief Justl.--e, Baron Alverstone,
In charging the Jury, lemarkcd that It is
sixty-tw- o years since a Grand Jury had to
deal with such a charge, which is tho high-

est crlmo known in law. Colonel Lynch's
trial at the bar is expected to begin Janu-
ary .

Colonel Arthur Lynch went to South Af-

rica as a war correspondent for an Ameri-
can publication. Colonel Lynch commanded
the Second Irish Corps In the Boer Army
and was duly elected member of Parliament
for County Galway, in Ireland.

While trying to occupy his seat in Parlia-
ment Colonel Lynch was arrested on a
crown warrant for high treason.

The ship on which Colonel Lynch sailed
from a French port to South Africa was
overhauled for contraban.1 of war by a
British cruiser off Lourenzo Marqucz. Tho
French, German and Irish soldiers of for-

tune aboard her were released, however.
Colonel Lynch had several exciting experi-

ences In the field and at the end of the war
was mustered out.

The last previous case of Msh treason to
which the justice referred was that of John
Frost nnd other participants In the Char-

tist riots at Newport, in 1S39. rrost and
several of his friends wero convicted In
1310 and sentenced to death, but sentence
later was commUnted to transportation for
life. Sixteen years later amnesty was
granted to them,

Thomas Louby and his wife, Alice, who
came to St. Louis yesterday from Huey,
111., to do their Christmas shopping, are
prisoners at the Four Courts, charged with
shoplifting.

They were arrested In front of one of the
Broadway department stores, and had In
their possession a quantity of dry goods,
some of which has been identified as stolen.
A warrant was sworn out, charging petty
larceny.

Louby Is a section hand and 40 yearn old.
They protest that they took nothing, though
they hae not explained how they came into
possession of certain articles which were
not wrapped.

Detectives McNeil and Kelly saw the
couple when they came out of one of the
stores, and weie at once suspicious. They
walked up to them, and when they began
questioning an article of silk was seen at
the foot of the woman.
