It dried his heart ot ambition and filled 1t
with a bitterness, a cyniclem that led him
into the life of & recluse, a miser, who
hated the world and all there was in it

ROMANCE OF HIS LIFB,

The residenis of Ardsley  have woven
many a pretty story about thelr odd resl-
dent, and most of them are founded on fact.

They tell how, years ago, whenever June
16—the weoedding day whieh pever came—
rolled around he donned his best coat and
sat for hours In his cottage conversing
with the spirit of his lost sweetheart; how
on summer evenings. his hands behind him,
he used to walk back and forth in the lane
which a few vears before he and his flancee
had truversed, whispering love and prom-
{=es; how he used to spend hours in the wvil-
lage cemetery, wandering among the myrtle
beds or sitting with bowed head In a bough
hewn chalr, which long ago fell te pleces,
and how every morning In the summer
fresh wreaths of flowers were founc on the
Httle mound.

They tell also of a vast fortune which,
they over., he Inherited from his mother.
and of thousapds of dollars In greenbucks
which were eaten by the rats, which even
vet swarm In his hovel

But these are all echoes of years and
vears ago. There nre stiil other storles
They have all been told and retold, and
now are being rehearsed still again, be-
cause of the new Ineldent which has come
into the old man's life. .

The privations to which he has for years
subjected himself have wigcked him phys-
ically, and the ldiosvnerisies which were
formerly cited as manifestations of a
braken heart are pow put forth as evi-
dences of insanity,

With. the rescue a short time agn of
Fisher from the un=anitary hovel which he
calledl home, and the discovery of several
thousand dollars beneath the floors and in

In tha grimy bed on which Fisher n‘inPt
the searchers found $3.5% In old coins, In
a small tin hox, concealed jn a hole in the
wall, they found 80 In 0 bills,

In other erannies they unearthed a small
fortuna in gold, silver and bills, and bank-
books showing deposits In several savings
banks, the Interest on which had been ac-
cumulating aimost since the Civil War,

with dust, they found rempants of the her-
mit's hetter daye—dress suita, frock coats,
top hate, patent leathers and all the other
articles which go to make np a well-dressed
man's outfit,
