Tho substantial
difference Is in the omissions, not in Its pro-
visions.

If administered by honest, capable and
patriotic Commissioners. Judges and clerks,
backed by honest, capable and patriotic Po-
lice Commissioners, there Is no leason why
i lections cannot bo an fair under the Xesbit
lew as under that of 1SC-- Without officials
of that character, human Ingenuity cannot
frame an act to secure immunity against
fraud.

Having written several cf (he provisions
of the lav. of 1S35, which are copied in tho
Xf-in- t law. I feel personally concerned
whin the latter Is denounced In its entirety.
