BURLINGTON CHARGED WITH
EXACTING UNJUST TARIFF.

Misnourl Stock Shipper Flles Charges
With the Intersiate Commerce
Commission Aguinst Raliroad.

Chlcago, Jan. 2.—The Chicago, Burlington
and Quincy Ralirond Is made the defendant
in a complaint filed with the Interstate
Commerce Commission by Glibert Barr of
Kearney, Mo., who alleges the exaction of
an unnatural and unjust tariff on live stock.

The complainant is a live-stock shipper
&nd says that since October 4 last the rail-
road has compelled him to pay for transpor-
tation of llve-stock in carjond lols from
Kearney to Chicago 23% cents per hundred

tional rate from Kansas City to Chlcago.
