ELECTION LAW NOT
OFFICIALS

To the Editor of The Itfrublic
St. Louis. Jan. j The oral evidence for

the contestant In the Twelfth District is
completed. Wh it does it show ? It should
be observed that the testimony relates to

that portion of the city inhabited mostly
by the class who nro lowest In point of
general education, morality and good be-

havior. It is designated the "tough" sec-

tion. Disorders aro rife there at all times
esicially on election ilajs. Probably to
neer an election was held in this city, but
that violations of the law took place in
some If not all of those precincts. Every
large city is similarly cursed.

So nothing is to be predicted against the
fair name of St. Louis from the occurrences
narrated. How did they affect the result?
Is th testimony legally sufficient to prove
that the contestee was really defeated? Mere
presumptions surmises nnd Inferences
stated by the witnesses must be entirely
rejected. Presumptions are in favor of
legality. Wrong, whether In the voting or
the counting, must be absolutely shown.

Without rehtshlng in detail the testimony
that has been dally published. It may-

be summarized as follows:
Out of a little over thirty precincts In

evidence there was repeating in les than
one-thir- d positively sworn to. ranging from
one repeater to twenty-fiv- e. A Republican
Judge testified that at one precinct about
fifteen men registered five or six times, and
voted the same names. How many were
there actuallj ? How many times did each
actually ote' for whom did each ote?
Why did not that Judge make that fact as
to registration public before the election?
Why did not Mr Aloe at once have those
men arrested and those names erased? And
so as to all the padded registration the
tamo may be asked. At several precincts

- ., nnlrl innpnr hut the wit- -
gauKs ui mini v e -
nesses did not know that they voted. Gangs
went from one precinct to another, but there
was failure to show that they voted. Where
there were suspicious actions going on. the
witnesses saj they don't know that there

s Illegal voting. In Eeveral Instances of
such the Republican Judges and clerks
swore there was no illegal voting; in others
tint no frauds were attempted; In others
.i.. m..-.,.- i inHnr. unit nmvpnted. There
was voting at a few precincts in excess of
the registration.

NOT DEFINITE.
So far as it concerns the certificate of

election, such testimony to noth-

ing. It Is absolutely all vurthless. except
as to the repeating, and the excess of votes,
but it is not shown how- - the repeaters voted
nor how-- the excess was counted. The Judees
and clerk3 eught to be able to tell.

Though of no value as to the result of
the election, it is useful to the student of
political science, and the Grand Jury and
public prosecutors

I?ut tho worst, the most alarming and dis-
gusting fact developed by the testimony Is
the poltroonery of the Republican Judges
and clerks. Out of their own mouths the'y
condemn themselves of participating in
wrong and fraud. They count what they
say are Improper billots, and sign returns
including such, and returns they know to
be otherwise fraudulent They sign re-

turns even before completion of count.
They lump the ballots without counting
them. They permit themselves to be

bluffed" and "bulldozed," Some say they
were terrorized because of .threats of vio-

lence: some, because rough characters were
present; some, because standing by were
persons who scowled.

NEGLIGENT OrFICERS.
No such pleas of duress ought to be ac-

cepted by the community or courts. Sim-
ilar cowardice in the military service would
merit a drum-hea- d court-marti- and sum-
mary execution No more should such ex-

cuses avail public officials connected with
elections; for the ery life of republican
institutions dpends upon the honesty and
fairness of elections. Second only to re-

sistance agiinst Invasion or Insurrection
should be the patriotic duty of preserving
the purity of tho ballot box at any and
every hazard.

These men were selected solely by the
Republican Commissioner. The law re-

quires! him to select Republicans "of good
rcputo and character, of good understand-
ing, and capable."

What effort did he make to comply? How
came he to pick out such unpatriotic das-
tards? If he knew none qualified In the
precincts Inolved, upon whose recommen-
dation did he appoint? What influences
worked to ecure such selections? The party
and the community are interested In know-
ing. It Is "up to" Mr. Aloe to clear himself
of erroneous Inferences some might draw
from the acts of his appointees.
