Louis, Kansas City and Colorado Railroad
Company of Kansas to-d- ay received a. char-
ter from the Secretary of State to do miri-
ness in Mlpsnuri. The company has a capi-
tal of Kw.OiO.OOO, with a capital in Missouri
amounting to JMSO.OW. to build a line from
St. Louis to Kansas Clt. .

Some time last summer the company en-
deavored to secure a charter from the Sec-
retary of Stats by the pavment of a nom-
inal' fee of JLKV but toe State official re-
fused to issue a charter unless the company
paid fees and taxes amounting to about

1,500. holding that a certain per cent
b naid sn capital to be emplojed

In the State by farelgn corporations.
The road then instituted a mandamus

proceeding (n the Supreme Court to force
the State Department to lssuc-th- e charter.
The decision was handed down recently
and! was adverse to tho company. The com-
pany jiaid in fees to-d- ay for the charter the
sum of $3,455.
