Well taken; even if they are not the whole case.

It Is the belief of men who hare closely studied fire
insurance that in the long run insurance would be
cheeper and more satisfactory if the "valued-policy- "

clause were repealed. As they argue, a removal or
(diminution of the risk from dishonest insurers would
salable the companies to make lower rates and more
liberal terms for the great body of property owners.
( Mono the less, Mr. Vosholl's objections have an un-

doubted foundation. It is true that' there have been
Individual cases of harsh Injustice against honest men
jwho were compelled on technicalities to bear losses
when they had been paying for Insurance. The

of the public, especially In the counties, to
pay rates under contracts the construction of which Is
uncertain is by no means unreasonable.

While the business organizations of St Louis think
that a better condition of Insurance, on the whole,
(would be effected by the repeal, yet they could hardly
Insist on the alteration under objections like those
offered by Mr. Vosholl. Even If they are entirely
right as a matter of Insurance science and practice,
they must realize that Mr. Vosholl's views are the
irlews of a great majority of, people in the counties;
and that these-view- s also hare all the elements of
'twhat seems like common justice to the minds of men
not specially trained In the fine points of insurance.

If the Legislature makes a stand against a change
In the "valued-policy- " clause, St Louis business men
.will accept the decision; realizing that, though broad
benefits might accrue from the alteration, the people
are not willing to expose individual insurers to the
danger of Injustice.

VOLATILE THEORIES.

Mr. EooseveU's inconsistencies crop out as time
wears on. Inconsistencies are not remarkable In the
ordinary Individual; we view them as of course. But
Eoosevelt laid down for himself and his conduct In the
political arena certain hard and fast principles, the de
liberate violation of which is emphasized by the stress
of his announcements. Chief of his pronundamentos
.with which the nation rang not long since was the
sounding phrase: "There must be no compromise
with tho corrupt element in politics."

In the palmy days when a strapping youngster
.with a record to earn was serving under Governor
Cleveland, as New York's Police Commissioner, there
was, so far as wo knew, no "compromise with the cor-
rupt clement" The young man fought It in a manner
that gained him a name and laid the foundation for a
political career.

But with his unexpected coming Into the Presi-
dency, Mr. Boosevelt whose deeds rather than his
shrewdness had carried him upward to the Vice Presi
dential nomination, became the politician devoured
with ambition for the nation's highest honor. He
preached high principle, but when the occasion de-

manded he learned to forget preachments and close
Ills eyes to all but the means to his end, to "condone"

' the very evils which he had denounced, and, as In the
Addlcks appointment, to value the strengthening of
his political machine above morals or considerations
of American good government

Now la revealed another "moral" inconsistency, In
his dealing with James S. Clarkson of Iowa, a, "prac-
tical" politician and schemer of considerable notoriety
;whom Boosevelt formerly criticised In days when it

--appwrcd-jffise to ntter impressive platitudes, and be

fore Mr. Clarkson's political serviceability was appre-

ciated. Clarkson now enjoys one of the highest and
most lucrative posts within the .President's gift in
New York's Custom-hous- also being a confidential
adviser, to whom In addition to his other duties,
Boosevelt has Intrusted a political mission to the
Southern States.

No wily French Cardinal stntesman ever made a
servant of an enemy more effectively. By sophistry
of most ingenious sort Mr. Boosevelt undertook an
explanation of his conduct in the appointment of
Addicks's man; and, by the way, tlie public is still
pondering that explanation. , The Boosevelt excuse is
that, though no compromise must bo had with cor-

rupt politicians, nevertheless he could not refuse to
recognize the dominant faction in a Stale.

Will Mr. Boosevelt venture to explain his change of
attitude toward Clarkson? Naturally the public is
curious to understand the case. Apparently no little
adroitness would be required for the task, but in any
event he could do as well as in the Aildicks case, and
Mr. Boosevelt is a very versatile, as well as volatile,
iimn.

He once characterized Thomas Jefferson as a
"shifty doctrinaire." Is It possible that Boosevelt was
unconsciously turning an apt phrase for his own la-

beling?

TUB STATE BOOKS.
With the stubborn bitterness that o often loads

stupid minds to place their possessors in positions
made ridiculous by tho truth, the Globe-Democr- is
again clamoring for an examination of the State books
and lifting anew its discredited charges of discrepan-
cies existing in the accounts.

"All resolutions of inquiry are evidently doomed to
be slaughtered as soon as offered," says the Globe.
"The Democratic leaders in this State say the books
are not discrepant but will not permit them to be in-

vestigated." And again: "Concealment is plainly the
Democratic defense to be adopted with the State
books." Tho Globe then proceeds to inform its read-

ers that all sorts of discrepancies coidd be exposed if
only the State books would be opened for investiga-
tion.

What are the facts' In the case? First, that, when
the Globo originally preferred its charge of crooked
bookkeeping against the Democratic administration.
Governor Dockcry promptly threw open the books
and invited the Globe Itself to make an Investigation
of all State accounts. Second, that the Globe, despite
the fact of its charges, refused to accept the Gov-

ernor's Invitation to investigate. Third, that, upon
the Globe's cowardly crawfishing when thus brought
to the test Governor Dockery employed a firm of ex-

pert accountants of national reputation and of the
highest standing to Investigate and report upon the
condition of the State books. Fourth, that the report
of these accountants, following a searching inquiry,
fully and convincingly refuted the Globe's charges,
showing, instead, that the accounts had been honestly
kept that there were some minor errors of clerical
system, but that no discrepancies existed.

This authoritative report was accepted by the peo-

ple of Missouri as effectually proving the falsity of the
charge of crookedness in State bookkeeping. It was
so convincing that the Globe's further attempt to
make campaign material out of slanderous misstate-
ments became something of a boomerang and had to
be abandoned. Yet the Globe, smarting with disap-
pointed malice, even now, after a discomfited and cha-
grined silence, is foolishly tempted Into a renewal of
the fight bringing about the introduction of a bill in
the Legislature calling for an investigation, of the
books. The resolution and the Globe's editorial sup-
port thereof do not demand respectful attention from
Missouri legislators. They represent merely a par-
tisan venom which refuses to be governed by the truth
In a malicious movement" for partisan advantage.

MONOMANIA.
On the principle that a hand cannot wash Itself,

neither can the mind Judge of itself, its 6anltyor in-

sanity; a fact which Judges, Juries and medico-jurist- s

are prone to forget Doctrines of insanity arc inde-
terminate and undeterminable. There are numerous
and generally accepted empirical tests of sanity by
which lawyers, doctors and hangmen solve the ques-
tion, or think they do; but as for scientific rules there
are ikrae, neurologists to the contrary notwithstand-
ing.

In the light of what we know as common sense,
the greatest madman of the age was the inventor of
the term "monomania." This fake propagandist in-

nocently enough, perhaps, perpetrated upon Christen-
dom a most demoralizing hoax; as a result of which
to-da-y the race is monomaniac upon the subject of
monomania.

What more seductive. Insidious invention could
there be than "monomania"? The Idea swept like con-

tagion through the public mind and tainted it with
nonsense. Monomania, or single Insanity, having for
Its test inability to Judge between right and wrong
with reference to a particular act, is logically Impos-
sible of proof, except upon the hypothesis that all
wrongdoing Is insanity; for the only evidence of
monomania Is the commission of a single wrong.

In order to "prove" monomania it is obviously nec-
essary to premise that the given act could be com-
mitted only by an insane person. We must arbitrarily
assume that to eat with one's knife Is madness. John
Jones, having eaten with his knife. Is therefore in-

sane. John Jones is simply prejudged arbitrarily.
John, it is supposed, is confined, treated, pro-

nounced Vcured" and. released, no deliberately visits
the same eating-hous- e and in manner and form eats
potatoes with his knife, as before. Can It be said
that the secondoffense Is any better evidence of
monomania than the first? On the contrary, may not
John be straggling for a principle, or merely defying
Inw and order? Likewise, It Mary is arrested for
shoplifting a second time, or a third, wherein Uesevl-denc- e

of kleptomania? As a matter of fact and logic,
John ,and Mary may have distinct motives for the
commission' of each offense. An apparent want of
motive cannot prove what Is going on within the
brain of either.

For humanitarian purposes the assumption of
monomania's existence in given cases may be justi-
fied. But, considering the greatest good for the hu-
man race, the proposition is doubtful. The idea that
there can be such a thing as oneness of insanity tends
to mental demoralization. If there can be, then every
man may well doubt his condition, and any man may
be proven insane. Contemplation and recognition of
insanity tend to- - unbalance mind and disturb and
weaken character. . .

Humanitarian' considerations are almost out-
weighed by the Iniquitous consequences of mono-
mania propagandism in its Influence upon crime.
Scarce an offense Is committed but is called mono-somethin-g.

(Treason, murder, crimes against sex.
burglary, everything down to picking pockets and
petty misdemeanors has its "mono" synonym. Crim-
inal classes are encouraged to believe themselves
monos, and to excuse criminality. And whether or
not they so .regard themselves how readily they take
to the plea' of insanity. ' '

Fraudulent pleaa and feigned Insanity constitute
an enormous proportion of modern criminal defenses.
Under the old law prior to the time when Erskinc and
his successors developed finical doctrines, however
humanitarian, criminals had scarcely heard the wqrd
insanity. Without reference to the cruel punishments
of former times, the. evil-doer- 's strict' accountability to

prescribed law was an Influence for civilization and
human progress doubtfully possessed by our lenient
modern system.

j Viewed in one aspect it would seem well to abol- -

, Ish the plea of Insanity and deprive the violator of
law or all hope on that score; and if his crime had a
phase suggesting mental unsoundness, to let the State,
having found him guilty, observe humanitarian prin-
ciples in the exercise of Its punitive power; in which
case his conviction and punishment would lose none
of their warning force.

A future civilization may find it wise thoroughly to
lovise and amend our present policy with reference
to crime and insanity and also, for the po!c and
tranquillity of healthy minds, to purge (lie nicalml.try
of "monomania" and' kindred terms.

.
ALL HANDS TO WOBK.

Citizens of St. Louis owe a duty to tln public serv-
ants now in office. Generally the definite obliga-
tions are due from officials to the public: but the order
has been changed in this city and the voters have only
one alternative for protecting public interests. Tliey
must ratify the good work so far done and support
faithful otliceis by aiding in making the municipal de-
partments worthy throughout.

Extraordinary importance attaches to the local elec-
tion which will tako place this spring in three
months. Respectable citizens must prepare for the
occasion; else governmental progress that has been
made in the p,st two years will be nullified, or, to say
the least, checked. The election will be a critical fac-
tor In municipal development.

This time is not too early for upright and patriotic
citizens to make a study of the situation and individ-
ually resolve that only one platform, represented by
strong, capable men, will be approved. It is evident
that, unless the people Insist upon the nomination of
absolutely clean tickets, the notorious gang will suc-
ceed in retaining some power in the municipal govern-
ment. Compromises will be prevented if the voters
show that they will have only clean, efficient men as
candidates.

By the gang Is meant, as Is clear, that element of
corruption which, while constituting a select party of
its own, has influence in various political parties. It
Is that organized constituency of profit-seeker- s which
itches for political favor In order to take and keep
money out of the City Treasury. Politically, it Is an
aggregation of disreputable mugwumps, the antithesis
of the class of voters.

Mayor Wells has persistently opposed this element
and Circuit Attorney Folk has brought some of its
leaders before the bar of Justice. With the assistance
of chiefs of departments, Mr. Wells and Mr. Folk
have held out for good government and for punish-
ment for municipal crime. They paved the way for
complete reform, and now it remains for the public to
say whether the radical change for good shall be made
fully effective.

That the Mayor has the purpose of doing his share
toward having the best government possible Is indi-
cated by his acts and appointments and his investi-
gations of eeveral departments. The public has full
confidence in him, and with reason, for his one aim
has been and Is to conduct the city's affairs In a busi-
nesslike manner, caring not whom he might offend In
strict and honorable performance of duty.

The work of Mayor Wells nnd Circuit Attorney
Folk will accomplish a remarkable revolution in mu-
nicipal affairs, If the voters will unite this spring
for the election of good men. The gang will be active
and will fight bitterly, as the battle will be a

struggle for corruptionists. They will lose their
power if the people will make good government and
good men the sole p)atform and issue. Should the

Vote'rs fall to siipport.ihe cause of right, the city will
come to a standstill.

What must be done? The right character of citi-
zenship must show that good men must be nomi-
nated for the vacancies in the City Council and for
all of the seats in the House of Delegates. The Mu-
nicipal Assembly has been the home of intrigue and
evil practices, and men who are above temptation, as
well as broad and efficient, must bo elected to it Citi-
zens who have interest In the welfare of St. Louis
must be vigilant and assertive and work in harmony
for a Municipal Assembly truly representative of the
party of advancement

.

to the curability of tuberculosis are erroneous, and is a
hint to us that in this case cure Is demanded as much as
prevention. Indeed, cure Is prevention, because the sana-
torium treatment has a double function, the removal of a
source of Infection and In this way lessening tho spread of
the disease, and secondly, returning a cured patient later
to the community who will act as an educator in the com-
munity in the great principles of prophylaxis. The sana-
torium must be looked upon as an educative Institution,
and this Is not the best of its duties, and there Is no
danger that this aspect will be forgotten cither by Mr.
Phlpps or Doctor Flick. Germany y has sanatorlums
for over 20.000 patients, and such institutions are multiply-
ing In every country. Let the good work go on.
