tween the. producer and consumer, whos?
'services1 could be dispensed with by the

adoption? of a system of In
which goods would be purchased direct
Xrcm the manufacturer, the convention
should indorse the system.

Several delegates spoke against the reso-
lution It was not contended for very
strongly. Patrick Dolan. Secretary W. II.
Wilson and others spoke In opposition. Mr.
Wilson said:

"The system of hap been a
success In Cireat Britain, but It Is operated
there by private worklngmen and not by
the unions. I believe that it Is n pood thins
for the laboring people themselves to start

stores, but the unions nhould
have nothinT to do with them."

Tho convention did not indorse tho resolu-
tion.

Speculation has already begun on the joint
wage conference between operators and
miners which begins in Indianapolis next
weekj It is said that the Illinois operators
will demand that the basis bo
forced on the rest of the central competi-
tive districts, which means the operators
of Indiana.

DO NOT THINK IT WILL PASS.

Proposed Law Is Classed as Unjust
Legislation by .lanu'.s I., Blair,

Who Framed the l'res- -

oii t Statute.

The bill introduced by Senator Matthews
of St. Ix)ul County In the upper branch of
the General Assembly of Missouri to amend
the law by' prohibiting trust companies
from buying and selling real estate and
from acting as executors of vlll, ban
caused considerable discussion among St.
I.ouis trust company officials and financiers
gtnerally.

Kor the mot part the trust company men
.do not believe that the bill will 'pans the
Legislature. They think If it should, how-
ever, that it would be vetoed by the Gov
ernor. Similar bills have'eome up at prev-

ious 6eslons. but were laid aside. As far
as could be learned yesterday, the trust
companies here will take no concerted ac-

tion to oppose the measure.
AU the trust company officials agree in

tlia opinion' that the enactment of the
be unjust legislation, and would de

prive the Institutions of their most essential
function. The general opinion of the trust
company officials is summarized in an in-

terview given by Breckinridge Jones, vice
president of the Mississippi Valley Trust
Company. Mr. Jones said:

"As long as the business dene by trust
companies is safe and not contruiy 10 pub-
lic policy,- 1 think free citizens' of Missouri
should have the privilege of doing their
business through them, if they so desire. If
there is anv suceestlon that the trust com- -

j panies arc not safe, that there is not suf- -
t t iinprvlslnn nnH i.v.nmlit!itlnii 11? them

by he State's officers, no one would wel-
come an amendment in that regard more
than the trust companies themselves.

TllUST COMPANIES SAKE.
"L'n'der the old system of having individ-

uals act os executor, curator, guardian, etc.
there was scarcely a county in the United
States where there had not been defalca-
tions, and where the benefieiaria. of trust
estates had not been the victims of such de-

falcations I do not know of a. single In-
stance In the United States wheie a bene
ficiary of a trust estate. In charge. of a trust
company subject to State supervision, lias
ever lost a dollar by reason-o- the insolven-
cy of such trust company.

"I do nut believe that the members of the
Legislature will feel that the interests of
the people of Missouri require that trust
companies should be restricted, as is pro-
posed in the bill Introduced by Mr. Mat-
thews. I believe the people of the State
should be. allowed to transact their business,
as long hs the methods are not eon.tr.iry to
puoitc policy.. in sucii way as tn their judg-
ment will' best conserve their Interest.

"As to'the, other suggestion, prohibiting
trust companies from buying and selling
real estate,' the. same general arguments ap-
ply. In .thei management of estates it be-
comes necessary for u trust company to
have .charge, of real estate, .and the power
tor handle it 'Is Incidental ami necei-siir- vto
the general .powers lof a trust company.
While-ther- are Individual .Instances whe,it
tho' fcusifle&s that' some real estate :igcnt
would'have'gOes to a trust company, it ;oes
there not because the law forces It there,
but because some citizen In the exercise of
his rights puts It there."

James L. Blair, who I? author of the tru?tcompany act of Missouri, in discussing the
proposed bill, said:

.7. L. BLAIR'S VIEWS.
"The proposed amendment to the trust

company law,; taking away from them the
power to act as agent In thj management
of real and personal property, and the exe-
cution of trusts of all kinds, including the
administration of estates and curatorship of
minors. Is. in my opinion, unwise and

"The trust companies were given these
powers more than ten years ago, and have
exercised them with fidelity and good judg-
ment. On the whole. I believe interests of
property owners and estates have benefited
by the change from individual representa-
tion to the corporate agency of companies.

"The fact that the trust companies have
taken away business from smaller dealers
In, real estate and from many lawyers 13
to be deplored, yet it Is an illustration mere-
ly of the .Inevitable trend toward the more
Intelligent and economic methods for the
transaction of affairs.

"Moreover. I think the injury to individ-
uals, resulting from the exercise of these
powers, by trust companies is .somewhat
overrated.' Individual real estate.-agent- arf
always" allowed one-ha- lt 'the. commission on
sa'cs of property In charge, .of trust com-
panies' and "all'reputable lawyers who bring
them business are employed by the compa-
nies for the closing of that business. The
nroposed legislation would, in mi-- opinion. If
enacted, greatly hamper and injure the busi
ness of gome of the best institutions in' the
