as depicted through his letters by Mr. Lori-'me- r.

They laughed In jut the same way
at "David Harum." Many of them hadn't
read a novel for years; but they were quick
to lead and appieciate a novel that drew-- a

living and breathing man of their own
kind. The touch of nature could not be re-
sisted.

And in this truth lies the gist of the
whole matter. The novelist capable of cre-
ating character doesn't need to consider
the question of which seems to
have been raised by the present discussion.
He draws human men or human women,
and. because he writes of the world he
knows, they live and move and haw their
lieltig amid natural surroundings and inci-
dents which emphasize their own wrislmi'i-tud- c.

And. having done this, no writer ot
fiction need wdiry as to the ultimate talc of
his book. Juyt so surely as its people and
story contain the breath of life they will
live.

As to the Contention that the novel ot
business life cannot attain the fullest suc-
cess because It falls Io make an appeal to
women, such an argument Is shallow-- and
unsound to a degree. Its logic I" absurd
and Its foundation is destroyed by the facts
in the case. The only cause that will pre-
vent uny school of fiction from succreilhig
Is u lack of creative masters and of vital
mater! il.
