Direetor General of the Hamburg-
American Line Says England’s
Example Is Bad.

BUSINESS THE THING NEEDED.

Withont Adequate Freight and
Passenger Traffic, He Says,
No Line Can Be Made
to Pay a FProfit.

Berlin, Jan. 20.—Herr Ballin, director gen-
aral of the Hamburg-Ameriean Line, an-
nounces that the agreement signed at Col-
ogne on Saturday Inst by the French Trans-
atlantle Company with the shipplng com-
bination did not provide for the former en-
tering the combination, thereby confirming
previous statements on the subject, bot It
slmply war the general trafic agreement
of the North Atluntic Eteamship Company,
which has been In existence for eleven
years, and which also Includes Dutch and
Belgian lines.

In view of the situation at present exist-
Ing, he added. the French line will not enter
the combination and the latter does not
desire It to do so,

In an Interview with the editor of the
Tageblatt, published to-day. Herr Ballin
gald the German companles regretted the
fact that the British Government had sub-
sidized the Cunard Line, not hecause they
feared the competition of that line, but be-
enuse It war a bud example for ather coun-
tries, as If one country should sudsidize
linen, others might do likewlse, until finally
all subsidies would have to be abollshed by
an international agreement similar to the
Brussels SBugar Conventlon.

He thought the Cunard Line's new, large.
Bubsidized steamers  were  too  large
to be run at a gprofi, owing to thelr enor-
mous consumption of coal.

"The Britlsh Government.” Herr Ballin
nreerted, “is really giving tae Cunard Line
new steamers outright, and it finds the capi-
tal for bullding them and subsidizes the ves-
Scls suMiclentiy to cover the interest and
the organization of her new capltal.**

France's experlence, he further remarked,
showed the deadening effacts of state sub-
sldles. Herr Ballin would exert Influence to
prevent the German Government from {mi-
tating Great Britaln's example,
