VENEZUELA STILL IN LEAD.

Feb E Irritated by the note
of Minister Bow en, Venezuela's i preventa-
tive, addressed to the British Ambiador
Monday last, refusing to accept the allies'
proposal for a scheme of preferential

by which Great Britain, Germany
and Italy were to receive 20 per cent and
the remaining eight creditor nations 10 per
cent of the customs of La Guayra ant
Puerto Cabello, the allied Powers have In
structed their representatives here to sub-

mit tbe question of preferential treatment
for eltlement to President Roosevelt, and
in the event that he declines to act as ar-

biter to take this and pislbly the entire
Venezuelan question to The Hague for set-

tlement, thereby breaking off negotiations
with Mr. Bowen.

At 10 o'clock at the British
Ambassy, there will be a conference of the
representatives of the allies.
.. In view of the fact that the London Gov-
ernment is now taking the lead In the
negotiations, the British Ambassador will
preside at this conference.

WILL SOUND HAY.
In the meantime he expects, to have an In-

terview with the Secretary of State, whom
lie will sound as to the probability of the
President's acceptance of tho allies' re-

quest.
It Is said that President Foofevelt is not

disposed to allow himself to be dragged into
the negotiations.

leged indignities which the British Govern-
ment claimed its citizens have suffered in
Venezuela. This amount was named by the
British Ambassador.

It was Intimated to-d- that rrance
might now come forward and ask for tbe
same cash pavment for herself as that
given the allies.

PLAN ARRANGED.
Various intimations have leaked out here

regarding certain details of tho plan pro-
posed by' Mr. Bowen and already accepted
b the allies for the settlement of their
claims against Venezuela, after the vexed
question of preferential treatment ahall
havo been decided.

The Associated Press Is enabled to state
in its entirety the plan agreed upon.

After the preferential question has been
settled the adjudication of the claims of
each of-th-e creditor nations is to be taken
up by a separate commission, one for each
clalmnnt Power. These commissions will
first consist of a representative of the cred-
itor nation and a representative for Ven-
ezuela. In case of disagreement, the King
of Spain Is, In each Instance, to appoint an
arbiter.

It Is expected that each claimant Power
will appoint its. envoy at Caracal to repre-
sent it on its Commission and President
Castro will delegate either tho Venezuelan
Minister for Foreign Affairs or some other
official. of the Foreign Office as Venezue-
la's representative. Where the services of
an arbitrator are needed the King of Spain
will. In all probability, select for this mis-
sion the Spanish Minister to Caracas, who is
recognized as an ab'e diplomat.

After the commission clalnjs are adjusted
they are to be collected by me Venezuelan
ofllcials from the customs receipts of thetwo ports of Puerto Cabello and La Guayra,
SO pr cent being the amount which Mr.
Bowen and the allies hive agreed upon
shall be set aside for this purpose.

In Macourln County, and
the indictment has caustd quite a stir.

On the morning of January IS Mrs. Hor-
ton rushed from her resldenco to tho yard,
blood spurting from a gaping wound in
her throat and staining the entire front of
her dresp.

The ghastly sight was witnessed by a
hired man, who ran to the home of a neigh-
bor for assistance. Before he had returned
the w oman sw ooned.

A large butcher knife was found near the
resldtnce, and it was believed at the time
that Mrs. Horton had tried to end her own
life. Her hubband and .the man who saw
her as she emerged from the house refused
to talk.

The testimony of Samuel Smith, who lived
In a neighboring house, nnd who was in
Horton's emploj-- , was most sensational, and
It was on the strength of his evidence that
Horton was Indicted. Smith testified to
having gone to the Horton home and heard
some one calling to hlni from a rear porch.

He entered tho house, he says, and found
Mrs. Horton lying in the center of the

covered with blood. He says
her husband was bending over her on his
knees, holding both of her hands, and that
a butcher knife nine inches long was lving
at tho woman's side.

Smith says he asked what had caused the
tragedy, and that Mrs. Horton. pointing at
her husband, exclaimed: "He did it."

Horton, according to Smith's testimony,
denied that he had committed the crime and
declared that a burglar had broken into the
nouse, and, in her rrignt at ius intrusion,
the woman had cut her throat.
