Lenv-
ing the State of his nativity, he went to
New Orleans and Jater founded the city of
Clinton, Here he added materinlly to his
fortune und determined to build
that should boe his permancit place
ubode.

LONDON PAPERS DECLARE
BRITISH POPULARITY IN
AMERICA IS WANING.

London, Feb, 6.—~The announcement from
Washington that the United Btate Senate
will not ratify the Alaskan boundary treaty
Is attributed, In some quarters, to the “exas-
peration created in the United Statea by
Englund’'s atttude in the Venezuelan ques-
tor."

The Tdberal organa characterize the
breakdown of the negotlations, the success
of which was trumpeted with such vigor by
the ministerial press, as “another shock to
the prestige of the Forelgn OfMce.”

The Duily News says that “maost insecurs
fabric, British popularity with the Amer-
lenAs, has sustained a damaging blow In
connection with the Venezuelan affalr.”

Forelgn Secretary Lansdowne is urged to
study the history and natlonal character of
the United States “before embarking on his
next transatlantic venture.”

GENERAL MENDOZA IS
REPORTED TO HAVE LANDED
ON ISLAND OF CURACAO.

Willemstad, Feb, 6—General Luclano
Mendoza, the First Lisutenant of General
Matos, Is sald to have landed on this Island
to-day.

General Mendoza left the Venezuelan
port of Tucayas after the serlous defeat
sustained on January £ by the rebels,
which resulted in the Government forces
regaining possession of the port, which had
been in the hands of the rebels for four
months.

EADS BRIDGE FOR GATEWAY.

President Hoosevelt on horseback, enter-
ing the anclent dominlon of the Loulsiana
Terpitory vin the Eads bridge, April 30, 1908,
the one hundredth anniversary of the trans-
fer from France to the United States, s the
proposed opening scene of the World's
Falr dedlcatory ceremonles.

WAS MENACED BY FIRE.

Blaze In Assay Office, New York, Ea-
veloped an Enormous Fortune—
Dust Washed Into Gutters.,

New York, PFeb 6.—Most unusual fea-
tures attended & blg tire in the assay office
Iy Wall street, which iz the Government's
gold brick factory.

While $40.000060 in pure gold was envel-

oped In flames Ingide, men whose combined |

wealth was half a bllilon  stood  outside
watching the firemen. Two hundred poiice
stood on guard. No fire In the world ever
represented #0 much wealth,

Not only wus there wealth in bulllon and
multi-miliicnelres, but real gold dust was
wushed Into the gutters and splashed on
the feet of the crowd by the heavy streams
of water which the flremen poured into the
structure. The floors of the uesnying-rooms
are permeated with bits of goid to such an
extent that they are taken up, burned and
retined at long intervals.  Fire and water
scoured out thls free gold and let it run
to waste, for It wias in such o voluminous
solution It was impossibie to save it

tory on the second floor, where the tire

By the time the firemen arrived the gixty
men in the building had placed all the gold
In tireproof safes, but the flame was shoot-
ing through the roof. The assay office Is
on fire every few months, but usually the

I'he extent of this fire, however, cuused
wild excitement in the finunclal district,
where hrokers umd bankers were just leav-
ng for home

The vast wealth stored in the npoarently
flimey bullding is well known, and an im-
mense crowd =oon gathered, many with a
vague hope that there might be n soramble
for gold bricks before It was over.

Professor Sormagnl of University of
Pavia Anwperts He Has Succeeded
in Isclmting It ¥

Home, Feb. 6.—According to I1 Secolo of
Milan, an Italian scientist has discovered
the microbe of hydrophobia. At a recent sit-
ting of the Medical Soclety Professor Sor- |
magnl of the University of Pavia announced
that after a long series of experiments he
had at last succeeded In Isolating the mi-
croba In question.

It Is a well-known fact that Doctor Pas-
teur's treatment of the disease has never
heen controlled with absolute sclentific cer- |
talnty, owing to the fact that the bacteria
produsing tﬁe disease had not been suf- |
ticiently identiflied.

Doctor Bacolll, the highest medleal au-
thority In Rome, states that if Professor
Sormagnl's claim can be proved there is
no reason why the treatment of hydro-
phobla should not become revolutionized
and take its place among the few exact
sclences of materia medica.

Malor Mellon was 83 years old, He was
born in Loudun County, Virginla, and was
the son of u rich plunter.

In 1848 he cros<ed the plains to California
driving an ox team, and there became rich
from gold discoveries.

Of the Unlon Army In Clvi: War.

Major Henry J. Silerlln, who drew up the
ordinance abollshing slavery in Missourd,
died yesterday morning at the home of his
duughter, Mrs. Athalie Stoelting, No. 4330
Columbla avenue,

Major Stlerlin was 50 years old. He was
born in Dusseldorf, Germany, and was ed-
ucated at the university at Bonn. In 186
he joined the German volunteer army and
soon afterwards became prominently fdens
titled with the famous revolutionury move-
ment of 188, and In that yenr was u member
of the ‘\gtru' Ted by Carl Schurz which came
to the Unlted Statea,

In 1861 he organized the first U'nlon regi-
ment of volunteer cavalry formed in Mis-
From the rank of Captain he was
promoted to senlor Major.

He served In the batiles of Springfleld, Wil-
Wison Creck, Pea Ridge, Pruirie Grove und
Littla Rock, Later he organized the esm-
algn which successfully moved against
