THE VENEZUELAN PROTOCOLS.

Uoder the representations made in Washiogton
by the Itallan Ambassador and the German Minlster
it is reasonuble 1o believe that the Venezuelan dis-
pute is mow In a fair way of settlement along the
lines insisted upon by Minister Bowen, the otficial |
representative of Venezuela, with the approval of
Secretary of Stute Hay, .

At first sight it seemed elther that the German and
Italian protocols, as frawed by those Govermments,
were purposely intended to delay negotiations or that
they voived the unshakable determination of Ger-
many and Italy to insist apon preferential treatment
oF their clalms while the whole question was being
arbitrated at The Hague. This, of course, placed a
most serlons aspect on the gituation.,

According to the German and itallan represenia-

tives in Washington, however. there Is no such sig-
mificance attaching to the protocols as now framed.
They declare. with apparent frankness, that the vir-
nial Inslstence upon preferential tregtment now made
ln the protocols is the result of a serious misunder-
ftanding on the part of thelr Forelgn Offices of eor
tain phases of the megotiations which were supposed
1o be settled. They are contident that a proper un-
dersianding will be reached, and they hope to sub-
‘it to Mr. Bowen in a few days protocols so framed
1 meet his views that his signature may be attaclied.
o Again, therefore, is it in order 10 credit the repre-
#mtatives of the allied Powers with candid deal-
g, Thelr statement must be accepted as the truth
and so regarded until disproved by later develop-
wients. The promise of the present situation, with
this view of the fallure thus far to submit proper
agreements, is that of an early settlement of the
(enezuclan question. The United States Govern-
ment can afford to wait with renewed patience, there-
fore, until the German and Italinn Forelgn Offices
have acted on the demand for revised protocols.
Should there be unsstisfactory action on this point,
however, the time will be drawing near for an
American inslstence upon the lifting of the Vene-
zuelan blockade, Patience ceases to be a virtue when
carried to an excess that suggests weakness, timldity
nnd & lack of proper self-respect.

\ THE TOWN TRUST.

The announcement that the chief public utilities of
Springfield, 111, are to be consolidated and operated
by a syndicate of Eastern capitalists Is full of sug-
gestion for the small town.

The syndicate will own Springfield’s gas plant.
electric rallways, Electrie Light, Heat and: Power
Company, and Hot Water Heating Company; practi-
cally all the lmportant utilitles except waterworks.
Capital Is just now awnking to the fact that public
utilities in small towns are excellent purchases, es-
pecially when they may be consolidated and run un-
der one management.

Experience has demonstrated that lighting plants,
Waterworks and electric railways in small towns
may be operated more profitably with a single central
power station, by one manageément, than with several
stations under separate control. The same generating
engines are required for lighting and rallway power
#nd the same steam power will supply the pumping
rgmnr_r to waterworks.

ROLLA SCHOOL OF MINER,

There is such great =ignificance in a statewent re-
cently issned concerning the growth and ueeds of the
Rolla School of Mines and Metallurgy that a brief
mention of cerialn facts amd figures shouold epable
Missourians to more competently appreciate the high
standing awl Jdemonstrated value of this important
department of the State University.

Sinee 1805 the attendance of men at the School
of Mines bas Inereased by 330 per cent. The attend-
ance from other States and countries has grown enor-
mously, Among the students uow envolled there are
forty from other colleges, and there are twenty-cight
college graduates in attendance. The toial enrollment
shows that the Rolla School of Mines probably has the
largest attendance of mining and metallurgieal stn-
dents in the TUnited States, although there are now
mining schools in nearly every State. The increase
in attendance comes from a wider recoguition of the
school's value; St. Louis, for instance, sendinghniire!
students than Phelps County, in which the gehdol is
located.

Present conditiops in the busy world of progress
and industrinl development tend to emphasize the
fact of the value of schools of mining, and the neces-
gity for high technical training is recognized ns never
before. The dependence of the Indugtrial arts upon
the metals Is so absolute and the gigantie structural
undertukings of modern times so ntimerous that the
need for men of adequate technical education is
apparent. That the Roila School of Mines s con-
coded, through the medium of an augmented repu-
tation which has drawn 80 large an Increase of af-
tendance from other States and countries, 10 be per-
haps the best mining and metallurgieal school in this
copntry should be a so of State pride,

The school has ample warrant for the request
which it makes of the Forty-second General Assem-
bly for total approprintions of $148000 for mainte-
nance and improvements. It is serving with distine-
tion In a gréat field. The valne of the aunual min-
eral product of the United States reaches a gotal of
one and one-quarter billion dollars. The value of
Missouri’s anounl mineral product is about £24.000,.-
000. The continued highest development of prosperity
in this conniry depends largely upon the proper train-
ing of American mining engineers, assayers and the
like. The graduates of the Rolla School of Mines are
being sought In mining districts the world over.

CREDIT FOR McCONKEY.

The Mayor's Private Secretary may not be one of
thoge adroit “mixers” once supposed to be heroes of
small politics. Yet he has a fine appreciation of duty
and ‘the courage of his convictions.

Mr. McConkey has done much. principally through
investigations and unceasing vigilance, for the suc-
cess of good government. His work probably has not
been approved by the clan of “mixers,” but it has
been effective in the direction of results, He has
achleved by direct methods benefits to the city that
a less watchful and industrious person might have
overlooked or neglected. His ldeas have come from
dally performing his dally duty—the best law of busi-
As Private Secretary to Maybr Wells he has
greatly improved the system governing the distribu-

where none preyailed. In so doing he bhas prevented
the wasie of large sums of money., His methods in
this matter may have seemed rigorous, but they were
right and he did not hezitate. By denying charity to
the undeserving, he has cradicated imposition and
frand, besides protecting the deserving poor and the
vontingent fund appropriated by the Assembly for
this work.

He has alsa brought affairs in the minor courts to
a bigher standard by requiring daily reports of trans-
actions. In this manner he has stopped wholesale
remiis of fGnes awd other finuneial operations that put
some courts under suspleion with the public. The
