Local Huntsmen State Thnt Measure
SnBKestcd Are Too Severe.

Sportsmen living in this city and those
residents of Missouri whose are interested
in hunting; and fishing; clubs in Arkansas
are considerably disturbed by the provision
of a drastic game law now before the Ar-

kansas Legislature, which, they claim, will
destroy the value of their proprty in that
State.

The law practically closes the State to
nonresident sportsmen by the imposition of
a large license fee.

F. B. Gardner of the St. Louis Coffln Com-
pany ha3 the following to say upon the
point:

"Much worthless ground In the St. Fran-co- ls

Bottoms has been leased or purchased
by sportsmen from St. Louis and Chicago to
be used for bunting and fishing purposes.
These purchasers ate sportsmen and do not
exterminate game as do the pot hunters.
Yet the law now under consideration affects
these property-owner- s and sportsmen rather
than tne pot nunier.

"It seems unjust to close the State to
huntsmen. It would only result In making
the nlace a stammnc Ground for not hunters.
as these last woull then have a clean sweep.
Nonresident hunters are perfectly willing to
pay a license fee of SID or thereabouts, out
they should not be debarred from the enjoy-
ment of privileges of hunting there alto-
gether."
