“Crimes of dee¢pest dye In our municipal
1ife have already revealed its losthsomeness
and Its danger. And now we see afresh the
influence of the materialistic, money-gmb-
bing phlicsophy of our age subtly permeat-
iog every dopartment of life, and lnvolving
even the hard-working man, the woman and
the child. "They that will be rich’ Is de-
neriptive of the disesse. It means deslrs

for righes, or avarice. "“The temptation aund
snargd the source of so much unbappiness
and me nnd disorder In individual and
socini and natlonal life, Is oot found in the
msaking or the possession of money, but it

= the love of It. “The love of maney,’ says
the sawme suthority, ‘is the root of all evil

“The speculator gives nothing to ®so-
elety In return for his winnings. He puts
fothing into the ‘deal’ but wind and water
and a hops of the future.
ar well try to warm his housa b
his breath against the bulb of his thermome-
tar, as to clalm to create values by boom-
ing stocks in market. This whole business
of betting and the mere appreciation of
values, a0 common with us, is absolutely
wrong. Getting something without return-
ing an equivalent is lllegitimate, and ought
not to ba allowed, whatever the form.
Technically it may be speculating in fu-
tures, but the whole thing is based on &n
imaginary foundation, on property which
hes no existence, save In the mind of the
apeculntors.

“The effect of gambling, whatever the
form, 1s to produce an abnormal excitement,
It acts ilke a stimulant in the human sys-
tem, adding no strength, but stimulating to
& fictilious activity by deranging the nor-
mal conditions of supply and demand, often
inflicting hardship on consumers, which it
never permanent!y beneflts. Personally It
maddens and unsettles the mind.
youth which once enters {ts excitement wiil
never be matisflied with, nor be of much use
in the common bhusiness of life. He lives
in & delirfous world, In which all his facul-
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tien for honest, simple work are gradually
destroyed
RUTNOUS TO MANHOOD,

“Tt Is rulnous to manhood and to morals,
To get money fllegltimately saps the moral
fiber. It creates soclal parasites. It de-
stroys Industry and discourages the whole-
soms dlscipline of steady and persistent ef-
fort. It produces unreliability, Agrecabls
nnd once honorable men have been led, by
Eambling, to lie 1o thetr business assoclates,
thelr wives, thelr employers and 1o the
courts. It is a echool of dishonesty, and
fmlluh-s the moral sense, graduating from
Lt petty thieves and prodiglous ones.

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DEATH RESULTS FROM |
TRIVIAL AGCIDENT

W. H. Glassmeyer Buccumbs to
Blood Poisoning, Superin-
duced by Injury to Toe.

STUMBLED ON CHURCH STEPS.

Slight Bruise Which Appeared
Was Neglected Until Too Late
for Medical Skill to Save
Hia Life.

One of the most trivial accidents, the
stubbing of a great toe, caused the death
of Willlam H, Glassmeyer of 3506 Fage ave-
nue, a modern glant and one of the best-
known butchers In 8t Louis.

His death was caused by blood palsoning
which was superinduced by what he
thought a trivial hurt, and which he neg-
lected to attend to untll too late.

Hale and hearty, Glassmeyer left his
home Christmas morniig to attend 3
o'clock mass at the Rock Church. A= he
ascended the steps of the edifice hs kicked
his foot between the top of one of the stalrs
and the weather boarding with which It
wis covered. He was about to fall, but was
caught by several persons who were en-
tering the church at the time.

The accident brulsed the great toe of the
right foot considerably., but as it did not
Inconvenlence Mr. Glassmeyer at the time
the matter almcst slipped from his mind.
Several days afterwards the foot began 1o
worry him, but he concluded that 1t would
be all right In a few daye.

Instead of getting better the foot gradu-
ally got worse, and it was not until the
toe began to swell that he became alarmed
and called In a physician.

It was found necessary to lance the in-
jured member. and Glassmeyer was forced
to go to bed. The physicians told him they
were afrild blood polsonifig would ensue.

1y dropsy =zet In. Early yesterday his condi-
tion became =o serfous that It was deemed
advixable to summon the parish priest, who
administered the last rites of the Cathollc
Church. At 10 o'clock the unfortunats man
died, surroundad by his family.

Mr. Glassmeyer was 5 years old. He had
& butcher shop at No. 3174 Easton avenue.
He had been engaged in the business in St
Louis thirty-five vears.

At one tlme he was the prgrrlelor of
three shops. Then he controll most of
the trade of the West End. He was born
at York, Pennsylvanin. He was one of the
hest known in his line of businesa from the
fact that he was the first president of the
St. Louls Rutchers’ Unlon. At their first
picnie and barbecue, fifteen years ago. he
won a silver ten service as the most pop-
ular butcher in the city.

For many vears he was known aa the
biggest buicher In St. Louls. He was a
glant In stature, measuring ull;lhuy over
6 feet, and at one time welghed 310 mids.
At the time of his death he welghed 245
pounds. Althoughe very large, he was ex-
tremely active, and many remember him as
the big butcher who generally won the fat
men’s races at the annual butchers’ bar-
becue,

Besides his wife, Mr. Glassmeyer leaves
two sons and two daughters, Willlam J.
Hester B, Ida M. and Mrs, Willlam H.
Hoppe.
'l‘Fm funeral will take place from the fam-
lly residenca to-morrow morning at 3
o'clock, to Bt. Alphonsus (Rock) Church,
Grand and Finney avenues. The burial will
be in Calvary Cemetery.

The pallbearers will be selected from tha
members of St. Louls Council, No, 1,
Knights of Father Mathew, of which Mr.
Glassmeyer was an active worker.
