McGOVERN HAS THREE

BOUTS ON HAND

"Will Figlit Callalinn This Week
and Is Matched With Abu

Attell and Yanger.

FORBES SHOULD BEAT TOKELL

Harry Looks to Have the Advan-
tage in their Battle Febru-

ary 2S General Notes
of the Ring.

Terry McGovern and Tim Callahan will
furnish the battle of the week (Wednesday)
to which most general interest attaches,
the men being matched to flsht the cuBtom-ar- y

six rounds before a Philadelphia club".

They will meet at catchwelght", which will
probably mean about 129 pounds or there-
abouts, and a reasonably fast go Is pre-

dicted.
Callahan's stock was given quite a boost

In his home city by his battle with Benny
Yanger before a Chicago club, the Phila-
delphia sports being greatly enthued by his
showing and greatly disgusted with the vcr- -
diet handed down In Yanger'a favor. It is
thought that the light will attract even a
larger house than the recent Corbett-May-na-

battle.
This last contest brought the game Into

some disfavor on account of the policy fol-

lowed by the club management. They sold
out the standing room in their hall twico
oer, thus leaving outdoors hundreds of per
sons who were unable eien to crowd Into
the place. Many of thos who succeeded In
entering were unable to catch a gllmpe
of the ring on account of the dense crowd.
The whole affair caused much unpleasant
comment.

No decision will be handed down in tlio
pending battle, so a knockout will hae to
be scored to give either man a definite
mark on his record. If a knockout comes,
McUoern. of course. Is the man most like-
ly to deliver it. That he will be able to
land an effective Wow on the shifty Tim.
however, Philadelphia followers of the ring
strongly disblleve.

Although tho Philadelphia game, limited
as It Is with restrictions, would not seem
to afford a very promising field for fighters,
the country's Lest feather weights have
been battling there of Utc. Young Corbett
Is In the West at present, but he was per-
fectly willing to continue fighting at Phila-
delphia, had suitable bouts been offered.
JlcUovern !s now battling there, and It Is
said Benny Yanger will head for that city
In the near future.

As far as the fighters arc concerned the
game seems distinctly papular

and the general public does not object to
this length of bout on account of the fastpace the fighters must follow If they are to
win decisively.

It Is really laughable to see the explana-
tions glen by supporters of certain fight-
ers over the poor snowing msde by these
same pugilists, one rjguiar attendant at
the West Erd Club rijthis tame tut with a
strong defense or Johnny Ke.ly. whtn crit-
ic sm attached to the Chicago fighter on
account of his showing 'Ihufrday eening,
and stated that Kelly could reaiiy fight bet-
ter than I e did: that he merely sulked for
four round because his objections to the
referee were d.sregarded by Manager
1 laugh ton.

The absurdity of this claim is apparent to
every one who takes' lotenst In tne game.
If Kel y deliberately sulked and held back
In the bout, he failed to ge the patrons
of the club .what they pa.d to. see. They
wanted to sre a boxing contest: Kelly, ac-
cording to his supporter's claims. gae them
nn exhibition 01 Milking. The management
uf the club has sufficient business Instinct
to rule off any fighter who attempts this
progiaroine. If It really le'.lcicd there was
a vestige of truth in it.

If Kelly or Ills press agents really mean
to nsert tlat he deliberately laid down,
even for four rounds In a flslit. his capacity
of getting fUlits her will be cut short ab-
ruptly, 'ihere was roth ng to Indicate thatJonnny was not doing his best Ust Thurs-
day; had he failed to do so, he would never
have been given another chance at the club.

Moreover, objections raised to the referee
of the club, on a fighter's part, are alto-
gether futile. Cha'm and Kelly filed ob-
jections to the official representative of the
institution, but It did them no good beyond
causing them to lose some of their local
popularity They merely stirred up soma
unpleasantness tor themselves by senseless
objection?.

John Wallrapp. the Irrepressible, an-
nounces that he has not et given up hopes
of making Lemp's Park Hall a boxing cen-
ter and that he will endeavor to continue
the game on the South Side. He states that
he will conduct affairs entirely by himself,
hereafter, and that he will try and arrange
some bouts for the near future.

Wallrapp had the club left on his hands
after last Monday's eplode. his associates
in the venture deciding that they had hadenough of the fighting game from the club
manager's statement. Wallrapp states thathe still believes In the South Side as a loca-
tion for a fight club and thinks that one
or two fights of merit would put the place
on a solid basis. He has not yet announced
his Intentions for the Immediate future.

If Abe Attell and Terry McOovern get to-
gether at Fort Erie In a twenty-roun- d go, a
contrast In style will indeed be afforded.
Local fight followers have failed to en-
thuse over these same battles of contrast-
ing style, but the present bout seems ofexceptional promise. Inasmuch as each man
Is an artist in his way.

Mcfiovcrn Is a perfect tyre of the rush-
ing, ilugging fighter, with for more speed
than cither Abel or Ityan possessed when
those worthies fought Attell. Eighteen
months ago, McCovern had his own stjlo
of battle developed to as high a point as Itwas possible to get it; now, it is said, he
lacks some of his e hitting powers.
He still Is one of the mot dangerous men
in his class, however, and Attell will need
all of his skill to keep away from tho
former champion.

The bout will resolve Itself Into the ques-
tion of whether Attell can Jump away from
McGovern and Jab him to pieces, as he hasdone to so many other opponents. With aman of McGovcrn's tactics, it seems doubt-
ful. It will be recalled that Yanger solvedAttell s system In nineteen rounds In thiscity, although Abe seemed to have a dis-
tinct lead over him at tha close of thefifteenth round.

No one can accuse McGovern of everloafing in a bout and ho will certainly give.
Abraham ths hardest battle of his life.

Two fights of importance will mark theclosing days of the present month. Young
Corbett and Eddie Hanlon will clah on thePacific Coast Friday evening, February 27,
while the following night Harry Forbes and
Andy Tokell will tie up in Detroit. Bothbattles should be of great Interest.

The Hanlon-Corbe- tt fight Is. of courte. themost featured event on tho Coast. Dispatch-
es from San Franclco state that the
feather-weig- ht champion has made himself
extremelv popular In sporting circles, andthat Eddie Hanlon also has a strong fol-
lowing among lovers or pugilism. SanFrancisco is particularly proud of Hanlon'sboxing ability, and a record-breakin- g house,
for feather-weight- s, should turn out.

Before Young Corbett reached the West,
talk of a match between Britt and thechampion was current. Much of this was
dropped, however, when It was seen
how much smaller Corbett was than Brlttin appearance. Although there Is compara-
tively little difference In the weight of themen when in condition, half a dozen pounds
probably being the sum total, Brltt gives
the. Impression of being considerably thelarger man" of the two.

He is much taller than Young Corbett,yet does not seem lanky in any sense. The
feather-weig- ht champion Is so extremelycompact and chunky In build that he seems
In a lighter class hv manv nnnnri llion
Brltt The result has been a cessation of
the proposition to match the fighters. Itwill probably be revived It Corbett de-
feats Hanlon.

Andy Tokell Is so much of an unknownquantity that speculation on his bout with
Forfccs's Is wasted. Judging entirely from
Forbes's ability, however. It would appear
as If Harry should win. The men werephotographed Just berore ther started for-the-

training quarters and one picture was
taken of them sparring. This photo showsthat Tokell Is of the thin, lanky order offighter compared to Forbes.

On build alone, nine out of ten followers
of pugilism would pick Harry after seeing
that photograph. On flghtlni" ability, so far

way. If both enter the ring in gsod con-
dition, it is thought a safe bet that Forbes
will win.

Although s,ome details of the match re-

main to be settled definitely, McGovern and
Ilenny Yanger seem likely to come together
March 15. most likely before the Fort Erie
Club. Manager Herrman's ultimatum that
he would have nothing to do with fighters
who prefened to talk rather thin use their
fists has had n most wholesome effect on
tne managers of both men. Tluy arc get-
ting together In great stvle, without any of
the customary haggling.

The match, as now arranged Is to be at
130 pounds, ringside, for Sj to 35 per cent
of the fighters' thare.

Schrleber has named
a brother to that good colt Otis, by Sain
Laura Agnes, after EJ Sheridan, the sport-
ing editor of the Chicago Tribune; and tho
brother to Corrlgan, by Sain Ada Reese. Is
named Clint itnej, aiter tnat n

writer and track offlclul. Xou wait and
see how the colts pan out.

Uuchanan has been Indefinitely suspended
from riding at New Orleans, inls was not
beyond the bound of expectation 'lhree
years ago he had no ability whatsoever,
and when he was engaged to ride In Franco
for the Vnndcrhllt stable it came us a great.

This was
nut to be. He rode In a very curious fash-Io- n,

he was warned and told he must only
ride for his stable, and this having no ef-

fect, he was simply set down. He has a
contract for this season for Jiouto, anu un-

less the stewards revoke their decision this
contract is so much wabte paper. And this
Is the typo of boy the public six times daliy
durlng tne season trust with the ultimata
aisposal of hundreds of thousands of dollars.

A curious case will be ventilated within
a few days Some tlmo since the good
Western handicap horse, George Arnold,
was killed in a railroad wreck. Ho was
Insured for JM.OOO. and after an unsuccess-
ful attempt to collect from the company,
the owner, J. W. Fuller, has brought tuit
for JoO.OOO from the railroad company. The
point at issue will be the real value of the
norse, the company claiming that the full
$30,000 means tha prospective value of what
he might nave won, added to the horse.

Ppeaklng of the difficulty of dealing with

They do not wish
to be safeguarded. The eternal problem, of
course, is, if there really Is money In the
came for the promoters, why bother about
the outside public and It money? Why
dally around with 5. or even 20 per cent of
the profit cf clients, when by utlll7lng their
own money the promoters could corral the
entire hundred per cent at Infinitely less
Initial expense? The old explanation that
It would never pay the Individual to spend
so much for track watches no longer holds.
Any experienced man knows what a fake
and a balloon that Is. The mere fact that
their own money Is not used woukl seem
to show once and for all time that the
firms have, not the confidence In their own
results which they expect their clients to
have It Is to be hoped that some way
will be found to reach them."

Jockey Redfcrn's father badly needed dis-
cipline. This comes of letting the father of
Cochrane run riot. Turfmen have seen what
this Inflated parent did for tho boy who ap-
peared to be several times chipping along
with the old block, and. as a rewlt. In-
stead of owners climbing over themselves
to gain his services, he Is riding thirty or
more losers In a string In California, and no
wire hums him a contract to be signed be-

fore another long breath Is taken. Coch-
rane was once Just as prominent, just as
promising as Hcdfern Is y, jet "Too
Much Father" Is surely his epitaph on the
stone which marks his inevitable decease
as a leading Jockey.

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INTERNAL COMMERCE

IS TWENTY BILLIONS

New Department Will Preside
Over Greatest Commercial In-

terests in the World.

MARVELOUS INCREASE SHOWN.

Population Three and a Half Times
as Great in ia02as in 1S50

and Internal Trade Ten
Times as Large.

Washington, Feb. 13. The new depart-

ment of Commerce will have ths unlaue
distinction of dealing with the largest com-
mercial Interests of tho world. In domestio
exports, in manufactures. In transportation
and Internal commerce, the United States
Is at tho head of tha world's list of groat
nations.

Some figures. Just compiled by the Treas-
ury Bureau of Statistics, which, by the new
law, becomes a iart of tho Department of
Commerce, show the Internal commerce of
the countrj to be --V.OOO,000,OW. cr equal
to the entire International commerce of the
world.

In arriving at this estimate of $?0,l0,000.-00- 0
for the Internal commerce of the United

States, the Bureau of Statistics includes
only one transaction in each article pro-
duced, while. In fact, a. very large number
of tho articles produced pass through the
hands of several "middle men" between
those of the producer and those of the con-
sumer.

The estimate Is based upon the figures of
the census, which put tne total value of
manufactures In 190u at $13.00O,WU,OU. those
of agriculture at nearly J4,(w),0uo,0u0, and
those of minerals about 1.0X,OW,0o0. Add-
ing to these the product of the fisheries,
the total value of the products of the great
Indcstrles In 1M0 would be more than

and the rapid growth In all lines
of Industry since ISO", especially in manu-
facturing, seems to Justify the conclu-
sion that even a single tranbactlon in ult
the products of the country would produce
an aggregate for 1903 of fully ja),'JOO,O0O,).

Estimating the Internal commerce of the
country in former census years by the same
method, the Bureau of Statistics finds that
the total Internal commerce has grown
from about $2 000,000 In 1S50 to $3.fjO0.00u,S0O in
1800. $6,250,000,000 In 1870, $7."5O,Oj0,O0O In 1SS0
and $12,000,000,000 In 1830. It will be seen
from this that the Internal commerce seems
to have Increased 50 per cent In tho decade
from 1800 to 1900, and is ten times as large
In 1902 as In the yeatlSCO.

OUTSTRIPPED POPULATION.
During the same period from 1S50 to 1903

the population has increased from 23,000,000
to 7v.OJ0.000. and therefore Is only three
and a half times as great ns in 1S50. while
the Internal commerce Is ten times as great
as at that time. This relatlvo gain of In-
ternal commerce over population Is due Inpart to the greatly Increased facilities for
transportation, the cheapening of cost of
articles utilized, and the increased earnings
and Increased wealth of the people.

The railroads have Increased from 5.K1
miles in 1850 to 201.S33 miles In 1902. and the
estimated wealth of the country from

In IS50 to $94,300.000 000 In 1900- -a.

per capita Increase of from J30S in 1S30 to
$1,233 in 1900. This Increase in wealth has
been accompanied by an Increase In deposits
In banks, those In savings banks atone In-
creasing from $,43U30 In ISoO to $2,597,094 --

580 In 1901. - -
Meantime, the foreign commerce,- - has'

made rapid Increase, though not at a rate-o-f
speed proportionate to that of internif

commerce. The Imports or 1850 were
those of 1902, $W3,3,3. The exports

In 1850 were $m.S75.72G: In 1902 $1 381,719.401.
While It Is not practicable to measure the

internal commerce or other countries with
the same accuracy as that of tho United
States, It is known that. In agricultural
products, manufactures and minerals, the
United States now outranks the other na-
tions of the world and that the transactions
In these products, which form the internalcommerce, therefore, may be assumed to
surpass those of any other country.

The manufactures of the United States
are now about double thore of the UnitedKingdom, and nearly equal to those ofFrance, Germany and Russia combined,
while the value of the agricultural products
of the United States far exceeds that ofany other single country.

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A. A. AMES ARRESTED

; IN NEW HAMPSHIRE

Former Mayor of Minneapolis, Fu-

gitive on Bribery Charge,
Caught at Hancock.

SHELTERED BY A MINISTER.

Is Broken Down in Health and De-

clares That He Will Fight
Attempt to Take

Him Back.

Hancock. N. IL. Feb. 13. Broken in
spirit, a physical wreck, and changed prob-
ably bevond recognition. Doctor Albert
Alonzo Amu. former!!' JIayor of Minne-
apolis, who Is wanted In that city on an
Indictment for attempted bribery, was dis-
covered to-d- In the home of a local min-
ister and placed under arrest by Sheriff
Doarne of Manchester.

So pitiful was his condition that he was
not locked up, but left in charge of a
deputy to await the arrival of officer from
Minneapolis After his arrest, however.
Ames communicated with former United
States District Attorney Charles J. Ham-Ma- tt

of Nashua and obtained his services
for a fight, which, he says, he will make
against extradition.

SHELTERED BY MINISTER.
Doctor Ames has been here for several

weks, although his presence wa not
known outIde of the home of the Rever-
end C. II. Chapln.v who received and sheltered

him. Mrs. Chapln Is a sister of the
woman who accompanied Doctor Arac, and'
who is supposed to be his wife. The knowl-
edge of tnls relationship probably led to
hi? detection.

Sheriff Doane received a communication
from Chief of Police Greger of Minneapo-
lis, asklnir him to go to Hancock and see
if Ames had sought refuge at the home of
hl" sMster-ln-la- The Sheriff came here,
and after Investigation placed Ames un-
der arrest this afternoon.

Doctor Ames Is wanted to answer to an
Indictment for attempted brlhery. and also
for defaulting hU $10,000 ball given at ths
tlmo of his Indictment.

AMES WILL FIGHT.
The prisoner Is reported to have declared

this afternoon that were he a well man he
would return to his home and face the
charges, hut that under the circumstances
he would make a desperate fight. At-
torney HnmMctt has not yet seen his
client, but will come here Mr.
Hamblett was informed to-d- that Doctor
Ames was on the vtrgo of a collapse.

Doctor Ames Is wonderfully changed from
the description of him sent out bv the po-
lice after his disappearance from that city.
He has grown a full beard, nnd his hair
Is almost white. It Is said that he was
62 years of oge. but he looks more than 70.
His flesh Is much wasted away, and from a
physical standpoint he Is helpless.

ILS MANY FRIENDS.
Just how long the parsonage has pro-

tected the prisoner and his wife Is not
known out'lde of the house, and none of
the family to-d- was Inclined to talk. It
Is believed, however, that Minneapolis de-

tectives, who followed him to Boston, were
thrown off the track there, and that he
came .directly to this town.

Before going to Boston he was reported
at Louisville, Ky.. and West Baden. Ind .
and it is thought that he came East from
the latter place.

As soon as the Minneapolis otneers reach
here, and they are expected on Tuesday,
the mailer of Doctor Ames's extradition
will bo taken up before the Governor and
Council. Developments ht Indicate
that Doctor Ames still has many friends
and abundant flnancHl resources, and that
every moe to bring him to trial In Minne-
apolis will be bitterly contested.

SHERIFF GOES TO HANCOCK.

He Is accused of offering bribes to Coun-
ty Commissioners In order to have his sec-
retary. T. it. Brown, elected Sheriff to suc-
ceed former Sheriff Jlegaarden, who was
removed by the Governor for malfeasance,
end also of accepting money from aban-
doned women.

There are four of these Indictments. A
fifth charges him with conspiracy.

Doctor Ames lied from the city In July
and for a long time was at West Baden.
Ind. When he was due to appear for trial
he was still In Indiana and was reported 111.

Later he went to Louisville, Ky.. where he
was under surveillance for some time.

Just before Sheriff Dreger arrived In
Kentucky, Ames was warned by some of
his Minneapolis friends and fled to New
England. He was In Boston for a time and
later went to Hancock, N. II., where a sis-
ter of his wife resides.

It has been represented here that his
health was such that he could not be re-

turned to the city except at the risk of hl9
life. His bondsmen were the least con-
cerned of anv at his continued absence
from tho city, and they are not the persons
who are defraying the expenses of the
Sheriff In his pursuit.
