IN MISSOURI AND ILLINOIS.

Telegrams to The Republic show that yesterday was by far tne coldest day ot the
winter and the coldest in several years. At Maishnll, Mo., the mercury dropped to 21 de-

grees below zero, as shown by the Goemment thermometer, while Mobcrly reported 2)
degree and Monroe City, Mo., 15 below.

It was not cold In the Northwest. Omaha, Neb., and Topek-i- , Kus., each reported
12 below.

Illinois repot ts below at Peoria and Litchfield.
At Rogers', Atk., and In Northern Texas poiuts the thermometer rests at the zero

mark. It was 1G above at Padueah. Ivy.
Considerable suffeiing Is experienced among the;pour In Kana. whete fuel scarce,

and the railtoads are confiscating all they'iieed for the running of the roads.

Very few then devoted their
lives to the vork. Many superintendents
were not teachers.

"Conditions- havi (.hanged. Every county
will now elect an efficient officer, who will
have the hearty ot the teach-e- r

ard patrons.
"People are very naturally apposed to

measures they hae not seen tried and have
not had time to study. That is why so
manj-- of our fathers did not favor public
schools thirty years ago. That Is why
county supen Islon Is frequently voted down
by the people who will be benefited most
by It. People who live in towns and cities
usually know Its benefits and" favor it.

"In twenty years nine counties have
adopted it. Missouri will not have It through
'local option.' When 'local option' was
adopted it was for the avowed purpose of
killing supervision. A vote to continJo the
present plan is the same as a vote against
progress in rchools.

SEEMING INDIFFERENCE.
"The seeming indifference to the Interests

ot the schools' on part of legislators 'and
public men has the effect of taking many
of the best teachers Into some other busi-
ness. A superintendent will stimulate
school sentiment, encourage teachers and
get better results from the expenditures
that are noYvisometlmes almost. wasted.

"Eery MKsourian should be proud of
his Stat", of its rapid material deeIop-men- t.

The eyes of tne world are focusing
on MI'souii. In the next two years millions
cf p ople will -- ee Missouri and study heriupillutlcrs. Our schools will be among tne
first things to attract attention. Shad wc
